in “Lisansiisti Tez Danigsmanligi: Yol Mu Keser? Yol
Mu Acar?” baglikli makalesini, lisansiistii siirecinin igeri-
sinde olan bir doktora 6grencisi olarak ilgi ile okudum.
Yiiksekogretim kurumlarinda sunulan lisansiisti egitim,
bireylerin bilimsel bilgi iiretme, elestirel diisiinme bece-
rilerini gelistirme ve akademik yetkinlik kazanma siirecle-
rine sagladig1 katkilarla dikkat cekmektedir (Altbach, 2005;
Simgek & Yildirim, 2001). Bu baglamda, lisansiistii diizeyde
yuriitilen akademik danigmanlik siiregleri, yalnizca tez
yazimina rehberlik eden teknik bir iglevin 6tesinde, 6gren-
cinin arastirma kiiltiiriini icsellestirmesi, akademik etikle
biitiinlesmesi ve mesleki kimlik gelistirmesi acisindan da
kritik bir rol iistlenmektedir (Gardner, 2009; Zhao ve ark.
2007). Ogrenci-danisman iligkisinin niteligi, yiiksek lisans
ve doktora diizeyindeki akademik ¢aligmalarin bagarisini
dogrudan etkileyen belirleyici bir faktor olarak degerlen-
dirilmektedir (Jairam & Kahl, 2012). Etkili bir danisman-
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lik siireci, 6grencinin yalnizca aragurma yeterligini degil,
ayni zamanda bilimsel yayin yapma, elestirel diigiinme ve
disiplinleraras: bakig gelistirme yetkinliklerini de destekle-
mektedir (Lee, 2008).

Parlar ve Yigit'in lisansiistii 6grencilerinin tez siirecinde
yagsadig1 olumlu ve olumsuz deneyimleri ele alarak, tez
danigmanlig: siirecinin 6nemini ve etkisini anlamak ama-
cyla yapilan bu aragtirma lisansiisti danigmanhik siire-
cine iligkin 6nemli bir boslugu doldurmaktadir. Parlar
ve Yigit'in nitel aragurma temelli ¢caligmasi, danigmanlhik
iligkisinin 6grenci deneyimlerine etkisini derinlikli bir
bicimde ortaya koymus, alana 6zgiin katkilar sunmustur.

Aragtirmada fenomenolojik desene yer verilmesi ve farkh
disiplinlerden 6grencilerle goriigiilmesi, danigmanlik dene-
yimlerinin ¢ok yonlii bir sekilde ele alinmasini saglamistir.
Ozellikle “etkili iletisim” ve “yetersiz rehberlik” gibi zit ku-
tuplarda toplanan deneyimler, danigmanlik siirecinin belir-
leyici giiciinii net bicimde yansitmaktadir.

Bu caligmay: yiiksek lisans ve doktora diizeyinde akademik
danigmanlik yapan aragtirmacilar kadar, egitim y6netimi ve
politika gelistirme alaninda ¢aliganlar igin de degerli bulu-
yoruz. Aragtirma baglaminda, gelecekteki ¢aligmalarm 6g-
renci-danigman etkilesimini ¢ift yonli olarak incelemesi,
danigmanlarin bakis acisimi da siirece dahil etmesi oneril-
mektedir.

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Dear Editor,

with great interest for a long time. As a doctoral

student currently involved in the graduate process,
I read with great interest the article titled “Graduate
Thesis Supervision: A Barrier or a Pathway?” by Hanifi
Parlar and Biigra Yigit, published in the April 2025 issue
of your journal. Graduate education offered at higher
education institutions is notable for its contribution
to the development of individuals’ abilities in produc-
ing scientific knowledge, cultivating critical thinking
skills, and gaining academic competence (Altbach, 2005;
Simsek & Yildirim, 2001). In this context, academic
supervision at the graduate level plays a critical role not
only as technical guidance for thesis writing but also
in helping students internalize research culture, inte-
grate academic ethics, and develop professional identity
(Gardner, 2009; Zhao ve ark., 2007). The quality of the
advisor-student relationship is considered a decisive fac-
tor that directly affects the success of academic work at
the master’s and doctoral levels (Jairam & Kahl, 2012).
An effective supervision process supports not only the
student’s research competence but also their skills in
academic publishing, critical thinking, and developing
interdisciplinary perspectives (Lee, 2008).

The study by Parlar and Yigit, which examines both the
positive and negative experiences of graduate students
during the thesis process in order to understand the sig-
nificance and impact of supervision, fills a noteworthy
gap in the literature on graduate advising. Their qual-
itative research offers an in-depth account of how the
supervisory relationship shapes student experiences and
makes a unique contribution to the field.

The use of a phenomenological design and the inclusion
of students from various disciplines enabled a multidi-
mensional exploration of the supervision experience. In
particular, the contrasting themes of “effective commu-
nication” and “insufficient guidance” clearly reflect the
pivotal role of supervision in shaping these experiences.

This study is valuable not only for researchers involved
in academic advising at the master’s and doctoral levels
but also for professionals working in the fields of edu-
cational administration and policy development. From
a research perspective, it is recommended that future
studies investigate student-advisor interactions using a
bidirectional approach that incorporates the perspec-
tives of advisors. Furthermore, comparative analyses of
students’ experiences across diverse disciplines and cul-

tural contexts could provide a more nuanced and com-
prehensive understanding of advisory processes. The
integration of concrete, practice-oriented examples to
illustrate findings may also offer valuable guidance for
higher education institutions and academic advisors.
