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ABSTRACT

This study investigates the potential of dark tourism sites as out-of-school learning environments within high
school history curricula. We employed document analysis to examine the History (2023, 2024) and Turkish
Revolution History and Kemalism (2018, 2024) curricula, utilizing the “Sites of Dark Tourism in Tiirkiye” inventory
by Dere et al. (2025). The analysis identified 149 sites suitable for history instruction, predominantly comprising
architectural structures and graves. Notably, the 2024 curricula exhibited greater potential for integrating these
sites than previous iterations. These findings demonstrated that Turkish educational programs provided a
significant field of study, consistent with international literature on educational dark tourism. Consequently, we
recommend conducting new, applied, and results-oriented research to further explore this pedagogical potential.
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Introduction

Significant memories often persist throughout an individual's life. These memories may
originate from individual events or situations and from those with social impact. Memories
stemming from social events constitute “collective memory.” Frequently, these memories are
anchored to specific locations. Consequently, the sites where collective memory forms leave
lasting impressions on people. Thus, places of memory emerge, where memories are revived
upon every recall. The French historian Pierre Nora first introduced the concept of “memory
spaces” to describe these locations. According to Nora, memory spaces arrest time and prevent
forgetting, rendering the intangible visible by defining the state of objects. Although their
meanings change constantly, a location becomes a memory space when the imagination
attributes symbolic significance to it. Simultaneously, they remain historical places even if they
do not explicitly have a memorial function. various elements, including memories, diaries,
contracts, autobiographies, declarations, books, and treaties, can also fall within this scope.
Although the locations of monumental sculptures or mausoleums are essential, these objects
do not lose their status as memory spaces even when they are moved (Nora, 2006, p. 36). As
pivotal centers of collective memory, memory spaces possess a significant relationship with
tourism activities due to their religious, historical, cultural, social, or political characteristics
(Dere et al.,, 2025). This relationship, combined with the motivations of visitors, holds substantial
potential for the tourism industry.
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Dark tourism in memory spaces

Tourism encompasses travel activities involving temporary stays undertaken for diverse
purposes, such as sightseeing, recreation, relaxation, and cultural engagement, while offering
novel and unique experiences (Emekli, 2021). Recent developments in the sector have altered
tourists' expectations and participation tendencies, fostering a tourist profile driven by personal
inclinations and emerging trends that seek distinct experiences. Consequently, alternative types
of tourism have inevitably emerged (Aksakalli et al., 2017, p. 216). Alternative tourism entails
diversification designed to provide options alongside existing tourism types within a destination
(Ozer et al., 2016, p. 22). Within this framework, special interest tourism focuses on individuals’
specific interests as the primary guide for their travel (Tanrisevdi & Gavus, 2003, p. 11). Dark
tourism represents one such specific interest (Akoglan-Kozak & Bahge, 2012, p. 139). Although
scholars commonly refer to this concept as “dark tourism” in international literature (Foley &
Lennon, 1996), both global and national literature employ a range of alternative terminology (see
Table 1).

As indicated in Table 1, the Turkish literature generally adopted the concept of “dark tourism.”
To maintain conceptual consistency with existing scholarship, this study also employed this
terminology.

Foley and Lennon (1996) first introduced the concept of “dark tourism” into the literature (as
cited in Stone, 2006, p. 148). According to Foley and Lennon (1996, p. 198), dark tourism refers
to phenomena involving the presentation and consumption of real and commodified sites of
death and disaster by visitors. Consequently, the ethical complexities inherent in dark tourism
remain a subject of enduring controversy (Sun & Lv, 2025). Another perspective suggests that
in Western cultures, the word “dark” evokes “dark actions,” such as murder, assassination,
genocide, and war, conceptualized as places devoid of light, as well as the “dark mood” and
gloomy atmosphere palpable in these environments (Bowman & Pezzullo, 2010, p. 188).
Furthermore, dark tourism encompasses “places where death occurred” and sites dedicated to
representation and remembrance (Biran & Poria, 2012; Light, 2017).

In this context, Seaton (1996) posits that a visit falls within the scope of dark tourism if it is
consistent with one of five categories. Image 1 presents these categories, based on Seaton's
(1996, pp. 240-242) classification.

Fundamentally, dark tourism occurs in locations where deaths transpired or where evidence,
representations, or reenactments of these events exist. Indeed, Light's (2017) review of dark
tourism research indicates that scholarly attention predominantly focuses on war and conflict
zones, sites associated with genocide and slavery, prisons, and contemporary conflict or
dangerous areas. Similarly, regarding studies conducted in Tirkiye, Bulut and Demirel-ili (2022)
identify war zones, martyrdom sites, and prisons as the primary subjects of research.

The pedagogical aspect of places of dark tourism

Beyond the political, historical, psychological, sociological, and cultural dimensions of dark
tourism, the pedagogical function of these sites constitutes a critical dimension (Biran et al.,
20117; Cohen, 2011; Kang et al., 2012; Strange & Kempa, 2003). However, the increasing
frequency of visits by individuals seeking knowledge has underscored the pedagogical aspect
of dark tourism sites (Dimitrovski et al., 2014, p. 192). This pedagogical potential stems closely
from the status of these sites as out-of-school learning environments. Such environments
provide many pedagogical contributions, including the integration of multiple senses into the
teaching process, active participation, experiential learning, enduring learning, and the
development of values and skills (Bakioglu & Karamustafaoglu, 2020; Cigek & Sarag, 2017; Dere
& Cifci, 2022; Dere & Gokginar, 2025; Durdukoca, 2023; Kir et al., 2021). Beyond these general
contributions across various fields, Sutter (1994, p. 71) evaluates the benefits of visiting
historical sites within the context of history education, noting:

e Field visits concretize concepts that are difficult to convey in the classroom, particularly
in military history, regarding the necessity of understanding the terrain “on the spot.”
Arrows on a map are insufficient to convey the logistical difficulty of moving from point
A to point B on the actual terrain.

e Regarding topics, such as 18th- and 19th-century migrations, having students physically
attempt to move forward by “walking/pulling” (e.g., pulling a wagon through mud or
uphill) facilitates the internalization of historical hardships.

e Two elements render the visit valuable: imagination (the ability to view the place through
historical eyes) and the selection of appropriate location (diversifying the selected sites).

These experiences elevate history lessons beyond mere text and maps, providing opportunities
to learn through sight, sound, and touch. The phenomena of ‘internalization” and
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“concretization,” identified by Sutter (1994), are also central to dark tourism, which represents
one of the most emotionally and profoundly engaging forms of history pedagogy. This is
because dark tourism aims not merely to transfer information, but to engage individuals in an
emotional and ethical dialogue with the places where tragic historical events transpired. In this
context, regarding dark tourism specifically, significant global educational efforts focus on
“genocide education” (mass atrocity tendencies and patterns) or, more specifically, “Holocaust
education” (the massacres that occurred in Nazi Germany). Holocaust education aims to
strengthen institutions and develop a culture of respect for rights, critical thinking, and active
citizenship awareness to prevent the recurrence of similar crimes. To this end, guidelines are
being developed to support educational programs in fields, such as peace education, citizenship
education, media literacy, human rights education, and international understanding education,
within the scope of Holocaust and genocide education.

Furthermore, the UNESCO (2017) guide recommends that teachers organize excursions to sites
associated with dark tourism, including museums, historical sites, memorials, and traveling
exhibitions, and prepare corresponding instructional materials. However, the guide does not
explicitly use the term "dark tourism." The guide emphasizes that these sites constitute an
essential component of learning, reflection, and remembrance. UNESCO (2017) further advises
providing students with opportunities for out-of-classroom participation on international days
of remembrance, such as the International Day of Commemoration in Memory of the Victims of
the Holocaust (January 27) and the International Day of Commemoration and Dignity of the
Victims of the Crime of Genocide and its Prevention (December 9). In this context, institutions,
such as the Auschwitz-Birkenau State Museum, provide visit guides for educators and employ
the concept of Gedenkstattenpadagogik (memorial site pedagogy) when teaching about
genocide and massacres (Auschwitz-Birkenau State Museum, 2025; Thimm et al., 2010, p. 11).
Kaiser (2010) and Thimm et al. (2010) state that education conducted in locations where
suffering transpired, or in memorials representing such suffering, facilitates learning on both
cognitive and emotional levels. In a large-scale study on Holocaust education in the UK, Andrews
et al. (2009) noted that teachers regarded these topics as “emotionally challenging but
pedagogically indispensable. Ambrosewicz-Jacobs and Biittner (2014) argue that Holocaust
education in Poland serves as a crucial tool for fostering commitment to democratic values and
increasing human rights awareness. They further observe that teachers consider out-of-school
learning the most effective technique for Holocaust education, specifically recommending
Jewish cemeteries for this purpose. Zachrich et al. (2020) frame historical experience as a
learning process necessitating cognitive, affective, and physical participation. Berg and Stolare
(2024) demonstrated that at Auschwitz, a dark tourism site, students' mental and emotional
responses were intertwined; this experience deepened their knowledge and heightened their
sense of social responsibility. Similarly, Cowan and Maitles (2011) concluded that the learning
experience at dark tourism sites strengthens students' empathy and historical awareness.
Conversely, Flennegard and Mattsson (2021) cautioned that without sufficient historical content
and a well-structured pedagogical process, educational programs at these sites risk eliciting
only superficial emotional responses. Consequently, education systems globally recommend
the use of dark tourism sites as out-of-school settings, provided that educators observe specific
pedagogical principles.

Related literature

International scholarship has extensively examined dark tourism, defining the concept through
diverse terminologies, outlining its general frameworks, and advancing conceptual discussions
(Alexandra et al., 2014; Assylkhanova et al.,, 2025; Bigley et al., 2010; Blom, 2000; Cooper, 2006;
Daugbjerg, 2011; Dunkley et al., 2011, Gatewood & Cameron, 2004; Hartmann et al., 2018;
Holguin, 2005; Kang et al., 2012; Lennon & Foley, 2000; Magano et al., 2022; Manca et al., 2023;
Rojek, 1991; Saha & Husain, 2025; Sann et al., 2024; Seaton, 1996, 1999; Sharma & Martini, 2024;
Slade, 2003; Stone, 2006, 2012; Sun & Lv, 2025; Varnajot & Salim, 2024; Yousaf & Kim, 2023).
Regarding the literature in Turkiye, studies can be categorized into four main headings based on

their focus: “conceptual and bibliometric studies,” “studies focused on visitor motivations,
experiences, and behaviors,” “destination-focused studies,” and “education-focused studies”
(Table 2).

Following an overview of global and Turkish dark tourism scholarship, it is essential to address
a significant body of research concerning the educational utility of these sites. Specifically,
empirical studies quantifying the educational impact of site visits occupy a critical position
within this domain. In this context, Cohen (2011) compared educational dark tourism
experiences at a location where an atrocity occurred (camps in Europe) versus a site dedicated
to its narrative (Yad Vashem). The study concluded that Yad Vashem offers a learning
experience as unigue and meaningful as those provided by the actual sites in Europe. Examining
Holocaust education in Poland from a comparative perspective, Ambrosewicz-Jacobs and
Bittner (2014) found that practices focusing on voluntary participation and local or individual
narratives were the most effective methods for increasing students' tolerance and awareness
of historical responsibility. Buharall (2017) experimentally investigated the effect of using
monument and statue images in Social Studies lessons on academic achievement. The
quantitative results indicated that teaching with monument images did not significantly improve
academic achievement compared to guidebook-based instruction; however, the study identified
numerous monuments in Ankara linked to Social Studies learning outcomes. Dresler and Fuchs
(2027) explored the educational experiences of German students at Auschwitz, revealing that
the site provided learning opportunities that fostered group identity, emotional engagement, and
moral reflection. Similarly, Israfilova and Khoo-Lattimore (2019) examined the use of dark
tourism sites for educational purposes, determining that school trips to the Quba Genocide
Memorial Complex increased children's interest in history and contributed to the development
of values, such as patriotism. Grinfelde and Veliverronena (2021) researched the experiences of
university students visiting dark tourism sites, observing that although students felt discomfort,
they deemed the visits necessary and valuable for gaining empathetic understanding, emotional
intelligence, and critical thinking skills. Jang et al. (2022) examined the development of dark
tourism in Japan and its potential for educational integration. They concluded that the “Guided
Hope Tourism Tour” approach implemented in Fukushima successfully combines educational
and recreational elements, thereby contributing to regional revitalization. Evaluating out-of-
school learning environments, Oguz-Hagat and Topal (2023) concluded that cemeteries can
serve as primary sources in history education by offering students a rich learning experience
and facilitating enduring learning. Yazici et al. (2023) evaluated the experiences of middle school
students during an educational trip to the Gallipoli Peninsula Historical National Park, finding
that the trip contributed to students' cognitive, affective, and social development.

Dresler (2023) investigated how a trip to the War Remnants Museum affected children's moral
sentiments. The research found that the experience triggered moral judgments; following the
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trip, the children formed a strong bond with the Vietnamese people, embracing national identity
and patriotism, while harboring negative feelings toward the U.S. military. Berg and Stolare
(2024) examined the experiences of Swedish high school students following a trip to Auschwitz.
They reported that the students' physical, emotional, and cognitive responses were mutually
reinforcing, leading them to understand the reality of the Holocaust in a more personal way and
spurring a desire to participate in future social actions. Finally, McMichael (2024) examined how
educational dark tourism tours, specifically the Fukushima Ambassadors Program, shaped
participants' experiences. The research concluded that the program reduced participants'
prejudices and enhanced their skills, including critical thinking and global awareness.

While diverse studies on educational dark tourism examine a wide array of locations and
experiences, research regarding the role of these sites within teaching programs in Turkiye
remains insufficient. To date, the only study addressing this subject is Dere et al. (2025), which
evaluates the utilization of dark tourism sites in middle school history education, specifically
within the Social Studies and History of the Turkish Republic Revolution and Kemalism courses.
Their findings indicated that domestic dark tourism sites possessed significant pedagogical
potential for middle school history instruction. Building upon this foundation, the present study
investigates the potential integration of these sites into high school curricula, specifically for the
History and History of the Turkish Republic Revolution and Kemalism courses. Given that a
significant proportion of dark tourism sites are intrinsically linked to historical locations and
events, this study prioritized history-related courses, consistent with previous research.
Consequently, the primary research question is: “What is the potential for utilizing dark tourism
sites in Turkiye within high school History and History of the Turkish Republic Revolution and
Kemalism curricula?” By addressing this problem, this study aims to bridge a gap in the literature
regarding the educational application of dark tourism sites at the high school level. Furthermore,
this study identifies novel avenues for scholarly inquiry and offers a foundation for future
studies.

Method

Research design

This study employed the document analysis method to evaluate curricula within the framework
of dark tourism. Document analysis utilizes both pre-existing materials (independent of the
research) and documents explicitly generated for this study. According to Mertkan (2015), data
derived from documents selected in line with the research question may be analyzed either
qualitatively or quantitatively. Accordingly, this study focused exclusively on examining pre-
existing documents.

Data sources

The data sources for this study comprised the History Course Curriculum (2023 and 2024) and
the History of the Turkish Republic Revolution and Kemalism Course Curriculum (2018 and 2024),
both of which are available via open access on the official website of the Ministry of National
Education (MoNE). The 2023 History Course Curriculum represents an updated iteration of the
2018 curriculum. However, as specific items were added or removed between the 2018 and
2023 versions, the 2023 curriculum was included in the analysis. In the 2018 and 2023 curricula,
learning objectives were referred to as ‘learning achievements,” whereas the 2024 curricula
designated them as “learning outcomes.” Consequently, both terms were utilized as appropriate
within the context of this study.

Data analysis

This study utilized content analysis to evaluate data collected through document review.
Content analysis, a method enabling replicable and valid inferences, facilitates the identification
and categorization of specific textual elements (Krippendorff, 2004, p. 18; Silverman, 2018, p.
162). Specifically, the analysis assessed the applicability of findings to dark tourism contexts
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based on the list of “Dark Tourism Sites in Turkiye” established by Dere et al. (2025). Image 2
summarizes the data analysis process.

Validity and reliability

To match learning objectives with appropriate dark tourism sites, the researchers initially
performed independent coding before collaborating to synthesize the final analysis. To ensure
credibility, this study verified the suitability of the matched learning achievements and outcomes
by consulting scholarship on out-of-school learning environments in the context of history
education. Consequently, the presentation of findings included evidentiary examples of sites
alongside excerpts from the relevant curricula. Furthermore, frequencies (denoted in
parentheses) and percentages (%) illustrated the distribution of findings across specific sites
and learning objectives.

Findings

The research findings delineated the relationship between dark tourism sites and the learning
achievements/outcomes within the History Course Curriculum (HCC) and the History of the
Turkish Republic Revolution and Kemalism Course Curriculum (TRRHKCC).

Sites of dark tourism in HCC and TRRHKCC

This study investigated the learning achievements and outcomes within the History Course
Curriculum (HCC), published in 2018 and 2024, and the History of the Turkish Republic
Revolution and Kemalism Course Curriculum (TRRHKCC) by cross-referencing them with the
inventory of “Dark Tourism Sites in Turkiye” established by Dere et al. (2025). Image 3 presents
the distribution of dark tourism sites applicable to the HCC and TRRHKCC, categorized by type.

An examination of the relationship between high school curricula in Tirkiye (HCC and
TRRHKCC) and dark tourism sites identified 146 specific locations. Figure 3 illustrates the
distribution of these sites by type: “architectural structure” (92), “grave” (49), “archaeological site”
(4), and “battlefield” (1). Within the dominant category of “architectural structure,” museums (50)
and monuments (29) were the most prominent subtypes. Notable examples within this category
included the Atatirk and Serife Baci Monument (Kastamonu), the Gazi Museum (Samsun), the
Independence War Martyrs' Cemetery (Konya), the Kilitbahir Castle Museum (Ganakkale), and
the Caucasus Front War History Museum (Kars). These examples demonstrated that dark
tourism encompasses locations where tragic events occurred directly, and sites that contain
elements commemorating tragedy, hardship, and heroism.

Following architectural structures, the "grave" category (49) constituted the second most
significant group. This category included many sites housing heroes, historical figures, and
memories embedded in social memory, such as the Tomb of Prince Mustafa (Bursa), the Great
Offensive Martyrs' Cemetery and Mustafa Kemal Atatirk Monument (Afyonkarahisar), the
Alaaddin Tomb (Konya), and the Gevas Seljuk Cemetery (Van). Figure 4 presents photographs
of selected sites mentioned above.

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The prominence of structures within the “grave” category, including “mausoleums” (30),
‘martyrs' cemeteries” (15), “mausoleums” (2), and “dome tombs” (2), illustrates the profound
bond between spiritual values and society. In this context, the final resting places of individuals
and heroes, embedded in collective memory, constitute significant sites of dark tourism.
Furthermore, “archaeological sites” (4) represent historical fabric, while “battlefields” (1) signify
deep sorrow. This distribution indicated that TUrkiye possesses a diverse array of dark tourism
sites that commemorate historical events and figures and embody national and spiritual values.
Finally, Map 1 presents the geographic distribution of these dark tourism sites by province,
consistent with the learning achievements of the HCC and TRRHKCC.

Examination of Figure 5 revealed that the provinces with the highest concentration of dark
tourism sites were Afyonkarahisar (16), Kitahya (13), Canakkale (12), Bursa (12), Ankara (7),
Samsun (7), and Konya (6). While 44 of Turkiye's 81 provinces hosted dark tourism sites
consistent with educational programs, no suitable sites were identified in the remaining 37
provinces.

The relationship between the gains/learning outcomes of history lessons in sites of
dark tourism and teaching programs

Table 3 presents the frequency and percentage of associations between the learning outcomes
of the HCC and TRRHKCC curricula and the sites listed in “Sites of Dark Tourism in Turkiye”
(Dere et al., 2025).

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Table 3 presents the frequency and percentage of learning outcomes within the HCC and
TRRHKCC curricula that correspond to the sites listed in "Sites of Dark Tourism in Tirkiye" (Dere
etal., 2025). The 2023 HCC and 2024 TRRHKCC contained the highest number of dark tourism-
associated learning outcomes, with 17 and 14 instances, respectively. However, an analysis of
the percentage distribution provided a clearer understanding of the relationship between these
curricula and dark tourism sites. This assessment revealed that 37.5% of learning outcomes in
the 2024 TRRHKCC (6 of 16) and 36.84% in the 2024 HCC (14 of 38) relate to dark tourism sites.
In comparison, the 2018 RHAC exhibited a 33.33% correspondence (11 of 33), while the 2023
HCC showed 22.9% (17 of 74). Furthermore, although the total number of learning outcomes
decreased in the new curricula published in 2024, the correlation with dark tourism sites had
proportionately increased.

Sites of dark tourism in 2023 and 2024 HCC

To elucidate the relationship between learning outcomes and dark tourism sites, we analyzed
each curriculum independently. We constructed tables detailing grade levels, outcome codes,
and corresponding site frequencies (f). We excluded total frequency counts because individual
learning outcomes often correlate with multiple sites. Table 4 presents the findings for the 2023
HCC learning outcomes, stratified by grade level.

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Table 4 indicates that seventeen learning outcomes in the 2023 HCC align with suitable dark
tourism sites, with the 10th-grade level containing the highest concentration (9 outcomes).
Regarding the relationship between sites and specific objectives, the analysis identified twelve
dark tourism sites suitable for the 10th-grade learning outcome coded “HIST. 10.1.1."

“HIST. 10.1.1. It shows the main political developments that took place between the Turks'
settlement in Anatolia and the collapse of the Seljuk Empire of Turkiye on a timeline and
maps.

(Major political developments include the establishment of the Saltukids Principality (1072),
the establishment of the Danismendids Principality (1080), the establishment of the
Mengujeks Principality (1080), the establishment of the Caka Principality (1081), the
establishment of the Seljuk Empire of Rum (1077), the First Crusade (1096-1099), the
establishment of the Artukids Principality (1102), the Second Crusade (1147-1149), the
collapse of the Great Seljuk Empire (1157), the establishment of the Ayyubid Empire (1174),
the Battle of Myriokephalon (1176), the Third Crusade (1189-1192), the founding of the
Mongol Empire (1196), the Fourth Crusade (1202-1204), the Babai Revolt (1240), the Battle
of Kose Dag (1243), the establishment of the Mamluk Sultanate (1250), the Battle of Ayn
Jalut (1260), Karamanoglu Mehmet Bey's declaration of Turkish as the official language
(1277), and the collapse of the Seljuk Empire of Rum (1308). The chronological order
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provided here is intended to support students' chronological thinking skills. No subject
description should be given regarding the listed events and facts, and they should not be
memorized" (MoNE, 2023, p. 26).

Learning outcome HIS. 10.1.1, which covers developments from the arrival of Turks in Anatolia
to the collapse of the Anatolian Seljuk State, aligns with several key sites. These include the
Gevas Seljuk Cemetery in Van; the Alaaddin Kimbeti in Konya, the final resting place of the
Anatolian Seljuk sultans; the Melikgazi Tomb in Kirsehir, housing Melik Muzaffereddin Behram
Shah of the Mengticek dynasty; the Melikgazi Mausoleum in Kayseri, containing the tomb of
Emir Melik Gazi of the Danishmend dynasty; and the Melik Gazi Mausoleum in Eskisehir, which
serves as his makam (representative tomb).

Regarding learning outcome HIS.11.4.1, the analysis identified five suitable sites for dark
tourism. This outcome is defined as follows:

“HIST.11.4.1. The timeline and maps show the main political developments that took place
between 1774 and 1914. The main political developments are the annexation of Crimea by
Russia (1783), the French Revolution (1789), and the Treaty of Yas (1792), the Serbian
Uprising (1804), the Congress of Vienna (1815), the Greek Uprising (1821), and the Treaty of
Edirne (1829), the Treaty of Hinkar iskelesi (1833), the Treaty of Balta Limani (1838), the
Tanzimat Edict (1839), London Straits Convention (1841), Crimean War (1853-1856), Islahat
Edict (1856), Treaty of Paris (1856), Proclamation of the Constitution (1876), Ottoman-
Russian War (1877-1878), Treaty of Berlin (1878), Establishment of the General
Administration of Public Debt (1881), the proclamation of the Second Constitutional
Monarchy (1908), the Tripoli War (1911), the First Balkan War (1912), and the Second Balkan
War (1913)" (MoNE, 2023, p. 35).

Learning outcome HIS.11.4.1, which covers significant political developments between 1774
and 1914, corresponds to five sites that serve as meaningful representations of this era: the
Erzurum Fortresses (Erzurum), the Caucasus Front War History Museum and Gazi Ahmet
Muhtar Pasha Mansion (Kars), Ramazan Fortress (Ardahan), and the Sarayici Balkan Martyrs'
Cemetery (Edirne).

Next, we examined the relationship between dark tourism sites and the learning outcomes of
the 2024 HCC, as detailed in Table 5.

Table 5indicates that within the 2024 HCC, learning outcomes at the 10th and 11th-grade levels
exhibit the strongest correlation with dark tourism sites, with six outcomes identified for each
grade. When analyzing the density of suitable sites per outcome, the 11th-grade objective coded
"HIST.11.3.1." yielded the highest frequency (18 sites). This is followed by the 10th-grade
outcomes "HIST.10.1.1." (12 sites), "HIST.10.2.2." (10 sites), and "HIS.10.1.4." (6 sites). The
learning outcome "HIS.11.3.1.," which corresponds to eighteen distinct sites, is defined as
follows:
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“HIST.11.3.1. Evaluate the consequences of the political and military developments that
occurred in the Ottoman Empire between 1908 and 1918 within their historical context.

a) Analyzes the political and military developments that occurred in the Ottoman Empire
between 1908 and 1918 based on sources.

b) Recognizes the conditions of the period regarding the political and military developments
that occurred in the Ottoman Empire between 1908 and 1918.

c) Explains the effects of the results of the political and military developments that occurred
in the Ottoman Empire between 1908 and 1918 on the present day.

d) Explains the consequences of the political and military developments that took place in
the Ottoman Empire between 1908 and 1918 within the context of the conditions of the
period” (MoNE, 2024b, p. 62).

This learning outcome, covering Ottoman developments from 1908 to 1918, consistent with
dark tourism sites focused on World War I. Sites exemplifying heroism, homeland defense, and
national resistance include the Nusrat Mine Ship (Canakkale), the Aviation Museum (Istanbul),
the Conkbayir Atattirk Victory Monument (Ganakkale), the Canakkale 1915 Hilali Ahmer Hospital
Reconstruction Area (Canakkale), and the Caucasus Front War History Museum (Kars).

Regarding learning outcome HIST.9.2.4, the analysis identified three suitable dark tourism sites.
This outcome is defined as follows:

"HIST.9.2.4. Ability to interpret the relationship between beliefs and scientific and artistic
understandings in ancient societies

a) Examines sources related to beliefs and scientific and artistic understandings in ancient
societies.

b) Transforms the information provided in sources related to beliefs and scientific and
artistic understandings in ancient societies into oral, written, or visual forms without
disconnecting it from its context.

c) Explains the relationship between beliefs and scientific and artistic understandings in
ancient societies “(MoNE, 2024b, p. 22).

This learning outcome explores the scientific and artistic perspectives of ancient civilizations.
The analysis identifies three sites bearing traces of these eras as suitable for dark tourism:
Gordion Ancient City (Ankara), Xanthos Ancient City (Antalya), and Kanli Divane Archaeological
Site (Mersin).

Sites of dark tourism in 2023 and 2024 TRRHKCC

We analyzed the 2018 and 2024 curricula for the Turkish Republic Revolution History and
Kemalism course, which is taught at the 12th-grade level following the 9th—11th grade
sequence. Table 6 presents these findings.

Table 6 indicates that the 2018 TRRHKCC includes 11 learning achievements consistent with
suitable dark tourism sites. Among these, learning achievement “TRRHK. 2.5." exhibits the
highest potential, corresponding to 38 distinct sites. This outcome is defined as follows:

“TRRHK. 2.5. Analyzes the developments that took place from the establishment of the
regular army to the Mudanya Armistice Agreement in terms of their contribution to Turkiye's
independence process.

a) Focuses on the reasons for establishing the regular army.
b) Highlights the military successes achieved on the Western Front and their political effects.
c) The Basic Organization Law (1921 Constitution) is mentioned.

d) The role of Mehmet Akif Ersoy in the National Struggle and the adoption and importance
of the National Anthem are discussed.

e) The organization and importance of the Education Congress are emphasized.

f) Reference is made to the Tekalif-i Milliye Orders, their implementation, and the aid received
from foreign countries during the National Struggle.

g) The importance of the Battle of Sakarya and the Great Offensive in the National Struggle
is emphasized, highlighting Mustafa Kemal's role in winning these battles” (MoNE, 2018, p.
23).

This learning outcome, covering developments from the establishment of the regular army
during the National Struggle to the Mudanya Armistice Agreement, incorporates 38 dark tourism
sites. Notable examples include the Broken Cart and Three Commanders Monument in Kutahya,
which commemorates the strategic assessments of Mustafa Kemal Atatirk and his
commanders on the Western Front. Additionally, the Suhut Martyrs’ Cemetery and Colonel Resat
Cigiltepe Martyrs’ Cemetery in Afyonkarahisar are dedicated to the martyrs of the War of
Independence.

Regarding learning achievement "TRRHK. 1.2," the analysis identified three suitable dark
tourism sites. This outcome is defined as follows:

“TRRHK.1.2. Analyzes the political, social, and economic situation of the Ottoman Empire at
the beginning of the 20th century.

a) Discusses the intellectual, political, and social developments that paved the way for the
Second Constitutional Era and, in this context, the Committee of Union and Progress.

b) It touches upon the changes in the borders of the Ottoman Empire as a result of the Balkan
Wars and the effects of these wars on the Ottoman social structure” (MoNE, 2018, p. 21).

This learning outcome, which focuses on the Second Constitutional Era and the Balkan Wars,
corresponds to three identified dark tourism sites:The Monument of Liberty (Tekirdag),
commemorating the declaration of the Second Constitutional Monarchy; the Sarayici Balkan
Martyrs' Cemetery (Edirne), honoring the casualties of the Balkan Wars; and the Lileburgaz
Victory Fountain (Kirklareli), symbolizing the city’s liberation from Bulgarian occupation.

Finally, Table 7 presents the relationship between the learning outcomes of the 2024 TRRHKCC
and dark tourism sites.

Table 7 indicates that the 2024 TRRHKCC contains six learning outcomes that are suitable for
integration with dark tourism. Among these, learning outcome "TRRHK.12.1.1." demonstrates
the most extensive applicability, corresponding to 31 identified sites. This outcome is defined
as follows:

“TRRHK.12.7.1. Analyzing the factors that shaped Mustafa Kemal Pasha's personality traits
a) Identifies Mustafa Kemal Pasha's personality traits.

b) Identifies the conditions of the period in which Mustafa Kemal Pasha grew up, his
education, and his military career.

c) Establishes a relationship between Mustafa Kemal Pasha's personality traits and the
factors that contributed to their formation.

d) Establishes a relationship between Mustafa Kemal Pasha's personality traits and the
factors that played a role in their formation.” (MoNE, 2024a, p. 16).

This learning outcome is consistent with sites functioning as symbolic spaces that reflect the
international legitimacy of the Republic and the diplomatic successes of the Ataturk era.
Prominent examples include the National Struggle and Lausanne Museum (Edirne); the
Anitkabir Atatiirk and War of Independence Museum (Ankara), and the inoni Museum (Malatya),
which exhibits copies of the Treaty of Lausanne.

Results, discussion, and recommendations

This study evaluated potential dark tourism sites in Turkiye within the scope of the History
(2023, 2024) and Turkish Republic Revolution History and Kemalism (2018, 2024) curricula.
Among the 146 sites linked to curriculum learning outcomes, the categories of "architectural
structure" (92) and "grave" (49) emerged as the most prevalent. Within the architectural
category, museums (50) and monuments (29) predominate. Geographically, the analysis
located suitable sites in 44 of Tirkiye's 81 provinces, with significant concentrations in
Afyonkarahisar (16), Kitahya (13), Bursa (12), and Canakkale (12), key theaters of the National
Struggle and World War I. This geographical distribution is consistent with Light's (2017) finding
that war and conflict sites constitute a frequently discussed subtype in dark tourism literature.

Conversely, this study identified no suitable dark tourism sites in the remaining 37 provinces.
While the concentration of sites in specific regions provides rich opportunities for place-based
local history education, it limits the utilization of dark tourism resources in other areas.

A comparative analysis of the curricula reveals that the 2023 HCC contains the highest absolute
number of relevant learning outcomes (17), whereas the 2024 TRRHKCC exhibits the highest
proportion of relevant outcomes (37.5%). Notably, the potential for integrating dark tourism has
increased in the 2024 curricula. This trend parallels the findings of Dere et al. (2025), who
observed a similar increase in dark tourism potential within the 2024 Social Studies and Turkish
Republic History and Kemalism programs.

These findings confirm dark tourism sites as suitable out-of-school learning environments for
history instruction. The literature frequently emphasizes the cognitive and affective benefits of
these practices (Biran et al,, 2011; Kang et al., 2012), noting their contributions to empathy,
historical thinking, and civic awareness (Cowan & Maitles, 2011; Berg & Stolare, 2024). Similarly,
UNESCO's genocide and holocaust education frameworks recommend visiting museums,
memorials, and historical sites to foster critical thinking and active citizenship (UNESCO, 2017).
By mapping a specific site inventory to curriculum outcomes in the Turkish context, this study
bridges a gap in the existing literature.

The predominance of architectural structures and graves suggests that the Turkish educational
narrative conveys the legacy of suffering and conflict primarily through monumentalized forms.
This is compatible with theoretical frameworks suggesting that dark tourism operates not only
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through actual sites of death but also through spaces of representation and remembrance
(Biran et al., 2011; Foley & Lennon, 1996; Seaton, 1996; Light, 2017). Moreover, the density of
graves, shrines, and martyrdom sites highlights the significant role of collective memory and
spiritual symbolism in Turkish education.

Consequently, the growing inclusion of dark tourism sites in Turkish curricula represents a vital
field of study, paralleling international educational research. These sites play a critical role in
social memory and citizenship education by fostering student empathy and social responsibility.

We acknowledge certain limitations inherent to this document analysis. Specifically, the
proposed pairings have not undergone empirical testing in applied settings. Furthermore, while
the "Sites of Dark Tourism in Turkiye" inventory can be a reference, practical implementation
must account for local variations and access conditions. Based on these constraints, we
propose the following recommendations:

1. Further studies should validate these findings using applied and outcome-oriented
methodologies, such as quasi-experimental designs or field research.

2. Following empirical evaluation, curriculum developers should systematically integrate
sites of dark tourism into history teaching programs.

OZET

Bu arastirmanin amaci lise tarih ogretim programlarinda okul disi 6grenme ortami olarak hizin turizmi
mekanlarinin kullanim potansiyelini degerlendirmektir. Arastirmada dokiman incelemesi kullanilarak Tarih (2023
ve 2024) ve T.C. Inkilap Tarihi ve AtatUrkgtiltk (2018 ve 2024) dersi 6gretim programlari Dere vd. (2025) tarafindan
hazirlanan “Turkiye'deki Hizun Turizmi Mekanlan” listesi ile incelenmistir. Arastirmadan elde edilen bulgular, lise
tarih 6gretiminde 149 hizin turizmi mekaninin kullanim potansiyelinin oldugunu gostermistir. Mekanlarin tdrleri
agisindan en gok mimari yapl ve mezar kategorilerinde yer aldigi belirlenmistir. Ogretim programlari agisindan
degerlendirme yapildidinda 2024 programlarinda htizin turizmi mekanlarinin kullanim potansiyelinin daha yiksek
oldugu gortilmustur. Arastirma bulgularindan hareketle Trkiye'deki programlarin uluslararasi literatirde yer bulan
egitim amacli hizdn turizmi arastirmalarina paralel sekilde 6nemli bir calisma alani potansiyeli sundugu
gortlmustlr. Bu potansiyelin dederlendirilmesi adina arastirmanin bulgularindan yola ¢ikarak uygulamali ve sonug
odakli yeni arastirmalarin gergeklestiriimesi onerilmistir.

Boylelikle anilarin
her seferinde tekrar canlandigi hafiza mekanlari olusur. Fransiz tarihci Pierre Nora, bu mekanlar
icin ilk kez “hafiza mekanlar” kavramini kullanmistir.

Anlamlari stirekli degisse de hayal gicu araciligiyla herhangi bir mekana
sembolik bir anlam yuklendiginde, s6z konusu mekan hafiza mekanina donusebilir. Ayn
zamanda bir hafiza amacini tasimasa da tarih mekanlandir. Bu manada anilar, gunltkler,
sozlesmeler, otobiyografiler, bildirgeler, kitaplar ve antlagsmalar gibi farkl ttirden unsurlar da bu
kapsama girebilir. Yine anitsal nitelikte olan heykeller veya anitkabirlerin bulunduklari yerler
onemli olsa da baska bir yere tasindiklarinda hafiza mekani 6zelligini yitirmezler (Nora, 2006, s.
36). Kolektif hafizanin dnemli merkezleri olan hafiza mekanlari; dini, tarihi, kiltdrel, sosyal veya
politik niteliklere sahip oldugu igin turizm faaliyetleri ile aralarinda 6nemli iliski vardir (Dere vd.,
2025).

Turizm; gezme, eglenme, dinlenme ve kdltur gibi cok ¢esitli amaclarla yapilan, bu sirecte yeni
ve 6zgun deneyimler sunan, gegici konaklamalara dayall seyahat faaliyetleridir (Emekli, 2021).
Son vyillardaki turizm gelisimi, turistlerin beklenti ve katiim egilimlerini degistirerek kisisel
egilimler ve yeni trendlerce yonlendirilen, farkli deneyimler arayan bir turist profili dogurmustur.
Bunun sonucu olarak alternatif turizm turleri kaginilmaz bigimde ortaya ¢ikmistir (Aksakalli vd.,
2017, s. 216). Alternatif turizm, bir destinasyonda mevcut turizm tirlerine segenek olusturmak
amaciyla gelistirilen bir turizm cesitlendirmeyi icermektedir (Ozer vd., 2016, s. 22). Bu
cesitlendirme icerisinde 6zel ilgi turizmi, insanlarin ilgi alanlarinin seyahatlerini yonlendirmesine
odaklanmaktadir (Tanrisevdi & Gavus, 2003, s. 11). Ozel ilgi turizmi tirlerinden biri de hiizin
turizmidir (Akoglan-Kozak & Bahge, 2012, s. 139). Hlizln turizmi uluslararasi alanyazinda genel
olarak “dark tourism” (Foley & Lennon, 1996) olarak bilinmektedir. Bununla birlikte “dark tourism”
yerine uluslararasi ve ulusal alanyazinda gesitli kavramlar kullaniimaktadir (Tablo 1).

“Hizln turizmi (Dark Tourism)” kavrami ilk defa Foley ve Lennon (1996) tarafindan literatlre
kazandiriimistir (Stone, 2006, s. 148). Foley ve Lennon’a (1996, s. 198) gore karanlik turizm;
gercek ve metalastiriimis (ticarilestirilmis) olim ve felaket mekanlarinin sunumu ve ziyaretgiler
tarafindan ttketimini kapsayan olgular i¢in kullanilan bir terimdir. Bu nedenle karanlik turizmin
barindirdigi etik karmasiklar uzun stredir tartismali bir konu olmaya devam etmektedir (Sun &
Lv, 2025). Bagka bir gorlise gore; dark tourism” kavramindaki “dark” kelimesi isiktan yoksun yer
olarak bati kulttrlerinde cinayet, suikast, soykinm ve savas gibi “karanlk eylemleri ve bu tur
ortamlarda hissedilebilecek “karanlik ruh halini” ve kasvetli tonlari gagristirmaktadir (Bowman &
Pezzullo, 2010, s. 188). Ayrica hizln turizmi, sadece “6limin gergeklestigi yerleri” degil, temsil
ve hatirlama iceren mekanlari da ifade etmektedir (Biran & Poria, 2012; Light, 2017).

Bu baglamda Seaton’a gore (1996), bir ziyaretin hiizin turizmi kapsaminda sayilabilmesi igin
bes kategoriden birine girmesi gerekmektedir. Seaton’in (1996, 240-242) siniflamasina dayanan
kategoriler yazarlar tarafindan gorsellestirilerek Gorsel 1'de sunulmustur.

Goruldugu  gibi htzun turizmi; olumlerin  gerceklestigi, kanitlarinin, temsillerinin - veya
canlandirmalarinin oldugu yerlerde gergeklestiriimektedir. Nitekim, Light (2017) hiizin turizmiyle
ilgili yapilmis arastirmalari inceledigi calismasinda yayinlarin gogunlukla savas/catisma alanlari,
soykinmla iligkili alanlar, hapishaneler, kolelikle iliskili sahalar ve ¢agdas c¢atisma
bolgeleri/tehlikeli yerlerle ilgili oldugunu tespit etmistir. Turkiye'de dlgedinde yapilan galismalari
inceleyen Bulut & Demirel-ilinin (2022) calismasi incelendidinde hizin turizmiyle ilgili
arastirmalarda savas alanlari, sehitlikler ve cezaevlerinin on plana ¢iktigini gortlmuastur.

Hiiziin turizmi mekanlarinin pedagojik yonii

HazUn turizminin siyasi, tarihi, psikolojik, sosyolojik ve kulttrel boyutlarinin yaninda oneml
boyutlarindan biri de mekanlarin pedagojik islevidir (Biran vd., 2011; Cohen, 2011; Kang vd., 2012,
Strange & Kempa, 2003).  Bununla birlikte, son zamanlarda insanlarin bilgi dizeylerini artirmak
amaciyla bu alanlari siklikla ziyaret etmeleri, hiizin turizmi mekanlarinin pedagojik yonunt daha
fazla on plana cikarmaktadir (Dimitrovski vd., 2014, s. 192). Hizln turizmi mekanlarinin
pedagojik potansiyeli onun okul disi bir 6grenme ortami olmasiyla yakindan ilgilidir. Okul disi
ogrenme ortamlari; 6gretim surecine farkli duyu organlarina dahil edilmesi, 6grenme surecine
aktif katihm, yasanti temelli 6grenme, 6grenmelerin kalici olmasi, deder ve beceri gelisimi gibi
bircok pedagojik katkiya sahiptir (Bakioglu ve Karamustafaoglu, 2020; Cigek ve Sarag, 2017,
Dere ve Cifci, 2022; Dere ve Gokginar, 2025; Durdukoca, 2023; Kir, vd., 2021). Farkli alanlardaki
calismalardaki katkilarin yani sira tarih dersleri 6zelinde degerlendirdigimizde tarihi alanlara
ziyaretlerin katkilari ele alan Sutter (1994, s. 71), sunlari kaydetmistir:

e Saha ziyaretleri sinifta aktariimasi zor kavramlari (0zellikle askeri tarihte araziyi “yerinde”
kavrama) somutlastirir. Haritadaki oklar, arazide A'dan B'ye hareketin zorlugunu anlatmada
yetersiz kalir.

e 18-19. yuzyll gogleri gibi konularda, 6grencinin bizzat “yuruyerek/cekerek” ilerlemeyi
denemesi (6r. vagonu gamurda-yokusta gekmek) tarihsel guclikleri igsellestirir.

e Ziyareti dederli kilan iki unsur: Hayal gliclt (mekana tarihsel gézle bakabilme) ve uygun
mekan segimi (segilen mekanlarin gesitlendiriimesi).

Bu tur deneyimler, tarih derslerini yalnizca metin ve haritanin otesine tasiyarak gorerek, isiterek
ve dokunarak 6grenme imkani taniyacaktir. Sutter'in (1994) bahsettigi bu 'icsellestirme’ ve
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'somutlastirma’ olgusu, tarih 6gretiminin en duygusal ve derinlikli bicimlerinden biri olan hizin
turizmi igin de merkezi bir oneme sahiptir. Cunku hdztn turizmi, salt bir bilgi aktarnimi degil,
bireyleri tarihin trajik olaylarinin yasandigi mekanlarla duygusal ve etik bir diyaloga sokmayi
hedefler. Bu baglamda, konuyu huzin turizmi 6zelinde ele aldigimizda dinyada “soykirim
egitimi” (kitlesel vahset egilimleri ve orintileri) ya da Ozelde "holokost egitimi” (Nazi
Almanyasinda yasanan katliamlar) kapsaminda bir¢ok egitim verilmektedir. Holokost egitiminin
amacl, benzer suglarin tekrarlanmasini onlemek icin kurumlari guclendirme, haklara saygi
kdlturd, elestirel disinme ve aktif yurttaslk bilincini gelistirmektir. Bunun icin Holokost egitimi
ve soykirim egitimi kapsaminda baris egitimi, yurttaslik egitimi, medya okuryazarlgi, insan
haklar egitimi ve uluslararasi anlayis egitimi gibi alanlarda egitim programlari gelistirme
faaliyetlerine yardimci olacak kilavuzlar hazirlanmaktadir. Ayrica UNESCO'nun bu kilavuzunda
ogretmenlere muzeler, tarih yerler, anitlar ve gezici sergiler gibi htzin turizmi mekanlarina
(dogrudan bu kavram kullaniimasa da) geziler yapmalari ve 6grenme ve 6gretim materyalleri
hazirlamalari tavsiye edilmistir. Bu acidan hizdn mekanlarinin  6grenme deneyiminin,
dustinmenin ve anmanin onemli bir bileseni olacagina dikkat edilmistir. Ayrica "Uluslararasi
Holokost Kurbanlarini Anma Gund" (27 Ocak) ve "Soykinm Sugu ve Bu Sugun Onlenmesi
Kurbanlarini Anma ve Onuruna Dair Uluslararasi Gun" (9 Aralik) gibi uluslararasi anma giinlerinde
ogrencilerin sinif disinda da katilimini saglamak icin firsatlar sunulmasi onerilmistir (UNESCO,
2017). Bu baglamda Almanya’da Auschwitz-Birkenau gibi muzelerde egitimciler igin ziyaret
rehberleri bulunmakta, soykirim ve katliamlara dair egitim verilirken
‘Gedenkstaettenpaedagogik” olarak ifade edilen “anit alanlar pedagojisi® kavrami
kullanilmaktadir (Auschwitz-Birkenau State Museum, 2025; Thimm vd., 2010, s. 11). Bu
yaklasimlarla acilarin yasandigi mekanlarda ve acilarin temsili olan anitlarda gerceklestirilen
egitimler ile hem bilissel hem de duyussal boyutta 6grenme gerceklestirildigi ifade edilmektedir
(Kaiser, 2010; Thimm vd., 2010). Andrews vd. (2009), ingiltere’de Holokost egitimi Gizerine yaptigi
genis olgekli calismada ogretmenlerin bu konular “duygusal olarak zorlayici ama pedagojik
olarak vazgecilmez’ buldugunu belirtmistir. Ambrosewicz-Jacobs ve Bittner (2014),
Polonya'daki Holokost egitiminin demokratik degerlere bagllik ve insan haklar bilincini
artirmada onemli bir ara¢ oldugunu, 6dretmenler tarafindan holokost egitimi icin en etkili
ogretim tekniginin okul disi 6grenme oldugu ve bu konuda Yahudi mezarliklarinin onerildigini
ifade etmektedir. Zachrich vd. (2020) tarihsel deneyimi bilissel, duyussal ve fiziksel katilimla
o6grenme siireci olarak ele almaktadir. Berg ve Stolare (2024) de bir hizin turizmi mekani olan
Auschwitz'de 6grencilerin bilissel ve duyussal tepkilerinin i¢ ice gectigi, yasadiklari bu deneyim
ile bilgilerinin derinlestigini ve toplumsal sorumluluk duygularinin arttigini gostermistir. Benzer
sekilde Cowan ve Maitles (2011) de hizln turizmi mekanlarinda 6grenme deneyiminin
ogrencilerde empatiyi ve tarihsel farkindali@i guiglendirdigini belirtmistir. Bunlarin yaninda
Flennegard ve Mattsson (2021), bu mekanlarda gergeklestirilen egitimlerde 6grencilere tarihsel
icerige iliskin yeterince bilgi verilmemesi, strecin pedagojik olarak yeterince islenmemesinin
ogrencilerde yalnizca ylzeysel bir duygusallik olusturabilecedi uyarisinda bulunmustur. Sonug
olarak bazi pedagojik ilkelere dikkat ederek huzin turizmi mekanlarinin okul disi bir mekan olarak
kullaniimasi diinyanin gesitli egitim sistemlerinde onerilmektedir.

Dunyada ve Turkiye'de huzun turizmiyle ilgili galismalarin genel tablosunu verdikten sonra bu
mekanlarin egitim amacli kullanimina yonelik dnemli bir birikimden bahsetmek gerekmektedir.
Soz konusu birikim iginde, alan ziyaretlerinin egitsel etkisini somut verilerle olgcen ¢alismalar
onemli bir yer tutar. Bu baglamda Cohen (2011) arastirmasinda Yad Vashem anit miizesini
temel alarak acinin yasandigi yer (Avrupa’daki kamplar) ve aciyr anlatan yer (Yad Vashem)
arasindaki egitimsel huzun turizmi deneyimlerini karsilikli incelemistir. Arastirma sonucunda
Yad Vashem'in Avrupa'daki alanlarla esit derecede 6zgun ve anlamli bir 6grenme deneyimi
sundugu sonucuna ulagmistir. Ambrosewicz-Jacobs ve Buttner (2014), yapmis olduklari
arastirmada Polonya'da Holokost egitimini karsilastirmali bir bakis agisiyla incelemislerdir.
Arastirmada gonullu katiima ve yerel/bireysel hikayelere odaklanan uygulamalarin, 6grencilerin
hosgoru ve tarihi sorumluluk bilincini artirmada en etkili yontemler oldugu gorulmustur. Buharal
(2017) ylksek lisans tez galismasinda, Sosyal Bilgiler dersinde anit ve heykel gorsellerinin
kullanilmasinin ogrencilerin akademik basarisina etkisini deneysel olarak arastirmis ve ders
kitaplarindaki anit envanterini gikarmistir. Calismanin nicel sonuclari, anit gorselleri ile yapilan
ogretimin akademik basariy artirmada rehber kitaba dayall 6gretime gore anlamli bir farklilik
yaratmadigini gostermis, ancak tarama sonucunda Ankara'daki birgok anitin Sosyal Bilgiler
kazanimlariyla iliskilendirilebilecegi tespit edilmistir. Dresler ve Fuchs (2021), Alman 6grencilerin
Auschwitz deneyimlerini huzun turizmi mekanlarinda egitim acisindan
incelemislerdir. Arastirmadan elde edilen bulgular Auschwitz'in 6grencilere 6grenme firsatlari
sagladigini, grup kimligi ve duygusal katilimi ve ahlaki dustnmeyi gelistirdigini ortaya koymustur.
Israfilova ve Khoo-Lattimore (2019), editim amacli hizin turizmi mekanlarinin kullanimini
incelemis, Guba Soykirrm Anit Kompleksi'ne (Quba Soyqinmi Memorial Kompleksi)
gerceklestirilen okul gezisinin cocuklarin tarih derslerine ilgilerini artirdigini ve vatanseverlik gibi
degerlerin gelisimine katki sagladigini belirlemislerdir. Grinfelde ve Veliverronena, (2021)
universite ogrencilerinin huzun turizmi mekanlarina yaptiklari geziye yonelik deneyimlerini
arastirmiglardir.  Arastirma, ogrencilerin  mekanlarda rahatsizlik hissetmelerine ragmen,
ziyaretleriempatik anlayis, duygusal zeka ve elestirel disinme becerileri kazandirdigi icin gerekli
ve degerli bulduklarini gostermistir. Jang ve digerleri (2022), Hizin turizminin Japonya’da nasi|
bir gelisim gosterdigini, egitim ile htzdn turizminin nasil birlestirilebilecedini degerlendirmistir.
Fukusima'da gergeklestirilen “Rehberli Umut Turizmi Turu” yaklagiminin turizmin egitim ve keyif
unsurlarini basarili bir sekilde birlestirerek bolgenin canlanmasina katki sagladigi sonucuna
ulasmistir. Oguz-Hagat ve Topal (2023), mezarliklarin okul digi 6grenme ortami olarak
kullanimini degerlendirmislerdir. Arastirma sonucunda mezarliklarin 6grencilere zengin bir
ogrenme deneyimi sunarak tarih ogretiminde birincil kaynak olabilecegini, tarih 6gretiminde
kalici 6grenme saglayabilecegini 6ne sirmuslerdir. Yazici ve diderleri (2023) arastirmalarinda
Gelibolu Yarimadasi Tarihi Milli Parkinda gerceklestirilen egitim amagli geziye yonelik ortaokul
ogrencilerinin deneyimlerini degerlendirmislerdir. Arastirma sonucunda gerceklestirilen gezinin
ogrencilere bilissel, duyussal ve sosyal alanda katkilar sagladigini tespit etmislerdir. Dresler
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(2023), Savas Kalintilar Mizesi'ne (War Remnants Museum) gergeklestirilen gezinin cocuklarin
ahlaki duygularini nasil etkiledigini arastirmistir. Arastirma sonucunda ¢ocuklarin Savas
Kalintilan Muzesi deneyiminin ahlaki yargilarini tetikledigi ve gezi sonrasinda Vietnamlilar ile
guclu bir ulusal kimlik ve vatanseverlik bagdi olusturduklari, Amerika Birlesik Devletleri (ABD)
ordusuna karsl ise olumsuz duygular igerisinde olduklari gordlmustir. Berg ve Stolare (2024),
Isvecli lise ogrencilerinin Auschwitz'e yaptiklarn gezi sonrasi deneyimlerini incelemislerdir.
Ogrencilerin deneyimlerine gore fiziksel, duygusal ve bilissel tepkilerin birbirini destekledigini ve
gezinin, 6grencilerin Holokost'un gergekligini daha kisisel bir sekilde anlamalarina ve gelecekteki
toplumsal eylemlere katilma arzusu gelistirmelerine yol actigini tespit etmislerdir. McMichael
(2024), Fukusima'ya dizenlenen egitim amagh umut turizmi programi olan “Fukusima Elgileri
Programi” gibi huzun turizmi igeren egitim turlarninin katimci deneyimlerini nasil sekillendirdigini
incelemislerdir. Arastirma sonucunda katiimcilarin 6n yargilarinin degistigi, elestirel distinme
ve kuresel farkindalik gibi becerilerinin gelistigi sonucuna ulasmislardir.

Goruldugu Uzere egitim amacl hizin turizmi arastirmalarinda farkli mekanlari ve deneyimleri
konu edinen cesitli arastirmalar mevcuttur. Buna karsin Turkiye'de hlzdn turizmi mekanlarinin
ogretim programlarindaki yerine iliskin yeterince galisma yapiimamistir. Bu konuda yapilan tek
calisma, Dere vd. (2025) tarafindan gergeklestirilen arastirmada Turkiye'deki hizin turizmi
mekanlarinin ortaokul tarih 6gretiminde kullanimini Sosyal Bilgiler ile T.C. inkilap Tarihi ve
Ataturkgulik ogretim programlari Uzerinden degerlendirilmektedir. Bu arastirmada Turkiye'de
hlzun turizmi mekanlarinin ortaokul tarih 6gretimi konusunda onemli bir potansiyele sahip
oldugu tespit edilmistir. Buradan esinle Turkiye'deki huzdn turizmi mekanlarinin lise
kademesinde T.C. inkilap Tarihi ve Atatlrkgilik ile Tarih 6gretim programlarindaki kullanim
potansiyelini inceleyen bu c¢alisma tasarlanmistir. HiUzun turizmi mekanlarinin dnemli bir
bolumunun dogrudan tarihi mekanlar ve olaylarla baglantili oldugu icin, diger calismada oldugu
gibi, tarih icerikli dersler tercih edilmistir. Bu dogrultuda arastirmanin temel problemi su sekilde
olusturulmustur: “Lise Tarih ile T.C. inkilap Tarihi ve Atatirkculik dersi 6gretim programlarinda
Turkiye'deki htzdn turizmi mekanlarinin kullanim potansiyeli nasildir?”

Arastirma problemi gercevesinde bu galisma ile huzdn turizmi mekanlarinin lise dizeyi T.C.
inkilap Tarihi ve Atatirkglik ile Tarih dersleri 6gretim programlarinda kullanim potansiyelini
ortaya koyarak alanyazindaki boslugun doldurulmasi beklenmektedir. Bu inceleme, ayni
zamanda ilgili yazarlar ve arastirmacilar igin yeni arastirma potansiyellerine isaret edecek ve
gelecek arastirmalar yardimci olacaktir.

Yontem

Arastirmanin deseni

Bu arastirmada ogretim programlarini huzudn turizmi gercevesinde degerlendirmek igin
dokiman analizi yontemi kullanilmistir. DoktUman incelemesinde hem onceden var olan
(calismadan bagimsiz) hem arastirma igin Uretilen dokimanlar kullanilabilir. Arastirma
sorusuna gore belirlenen doktimanlardan elde edilen veriler hem nitel hem nicel olarak analiz
edilebilir (Mertkan, 2015). Bu arastirmada onceden var olan dokimanlar analiz edilmistir.

Veri kaynaklari

Arastirmanin veri kaynagini, Milli Egitim Bakanlidinin (MEB) resmi internet sitesinde acik erigimli
olarak yayimlanan Tarih Dersi Ogretim Programlari (2023 ve 2024) ile T.C. inkilap Tarihi ve
Atatirkculik Dersi Ogretim Programlari (2018 ve 2024) olusturmaktadir. 2023 yili Tarih Dersi
Ogretim Programi, 2018 programinin  giincellenmis hali niteligindedir. 2018 ve 2023
programlarinda bazi kazanimlarin programa eklenmis veya programdan c¢ikariimis olmasi
nedeniyle tarih dersi igin 2023 programi analize dahil edilmistir. 2018 ve 2023 programlarinda
ogrenme hedefleri “kazanm®’, 2024 programlarinda ise “0grenme ¢iktis’” olarak
adlandinimaktadir. Bu nedenle, ¢calismada her iki ifade de baglama uygun bigimde kullanilmistir.
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Verilerin analizi

Arastirmada dokiman incelemesi ile toplanan verilerin igerik analizi yontemiyle
degerlendirilmistir. Tekrarlanabilir ve gegerli ¢ikarimlar yapmaya yarayan icerik analizi yontemi,
metinlerde yer alan bazi unsurlar iliskili olduklar kategorileri belirlemeyi ve saymaya olanak
saglar (Krippendorff, 2004: 18; Silverman, 2018: 162). icerik analizinde, kazanimlarin hiziin
turizmi mekanlarina uygunlugu, Dere vd. (2025) tarafindan belirlenen “Turkiye'deki Hizin
Turizmi Mekanlar” listesi esas alinarak degerlendirilmistir. Arastirmanin veri analizi sureci

Mustafa Kemal Atatirk'un kisisel 6zelliklerini ele alan bu kazanim kapsaminda; Ataturk’'tin ebedi
istirahatgahi “Anitkabir Atatlrk ve Kurtulus Savasl Muzesi’, Usak'taki “Atatirk ve Etnografya
Muzesi”, Samsun'daki “Onur Anit", Giresun'daki “Sebinkarahisar Ataturk Evi ve Miuzesi”
kullanilabilecek huzun turizmi mekanlarindan bazilaridir.

Atatlrk donemi dis siyasi gelismeleri konu edinen bu kazanim icin Cumhuriyet'in uluslararasi
mesruiyetini ve Atatirk donemi diplomatik basarilarini yansitan sembolik alanlardan olan “Milli
MUcadele ve Lozan Mizesi” (Edirne), “Anitkabir Atatirk ve Kurtulus Savasl Mizesi” (Ankara) ve
Lozan Anlasmasina ait bazi kopyalarin sergilendigi “inoni Muzesi” (Malatya) bu kazanim igin
kullanilabilecek huzun turizmi mekanlari olarak belirlenmistir.

Sonug, tartisma ve oneriler

Bu arastirmada Tarih (2023 ve 2024) ile T.C. inkilap Tarihi ve Atatlrkculik (2018 ve 2024)
ogretim programlari kapsaminda Tdurkiye'de kullanilabilecek hdzin turizmi mekanlarini
degerlendirmek amaglanmistir. Programlarin kazanimlari/ogrenme ¢iktilariyla iliskilendirilen
146 mekani igerisinde en ¢ok “mimari yapi” (92) ve “mezar” (49) kategorilerinin yer aldigi tespit
edilmistir. Mimari yap! kategorisinde Ozellikle muzeler (50) ve anitlar (29) one gikmaktadir.
Mekanlarin illere gore dagilimi (81 ilin 44'Unde) incelendiginde; Milli Micadele ve |. Dinya
SavasI'nin yasandigi “Afyonkarahisar” (16), “Kitahya” (13), “Bursa” (12) ve “Canakkale” (12) gibi
illerin on plana gikmistir. Bu sonug, Light'in (2017) savas/gatisma alanlarinin hizin turizm
arastirmalarindaki en fazla ele alinan alt tirlerden biri olduguna dair bulgusuyla ortismektedir.
Buna karsin 37 ilde programlarda kullanilabilecek uygun hudzin turizmi mekani tespit
edilememistir. Bazi illerdeki bu yogunluk, yerel tarih ve mekana dayali 6grenme igin zengin
olanak saglarken, diger 37 ilde htizin turizmi mekanlarinin kullanimini sinirlamaktadir.

Ogretim  programlarinin  kendi igindeki karsilastirmasina bakildiginda; hizin turizmi
mekanlarinin en gok kullanilabilecegdi kazanimin 2023 TADOP' de (17) yer aldigi, ylizde olarak en
¢ok kazanimin/égrenme giktisinin 2024 ITADOP'de (%37,5) bulundugu tespit edilmistir. Ayrica
2024  programlarinda huzdn turizmi  mekanlarinin - kullanim  potansiyellerinin - arttigi
gorulmektedir. Bu durum, Dere vd. (2025) tarafindan Sosyal Bilgiler ve T.C. inkilap Tarihi ve
Ataturkeuluk programlarinda htizun turizmi mekanlarinin incelendigi galismnada da gorulmustdr.
llgili calismada 2024 6gretim programlarinda hizin turizminin kullanim potansiyelinin arttigi
belirlenmigtir.

Arastirma bulgulari, htiztn turizmi mekanlarinin tarih ogretimi icin elverigli bir “okul digi 6grenme
ortami” oldugunu dogrular niteliktedir. Alanyazinda huzun turizmi mekanlarinin bilissel ve
duyussal faydalari (Biran vd., 2011; Kang vd., 2012) ve 6grencilerde empati, tarihsel diisinme ve
yurttaslik bilinci gelisimine katkilari (Cowan & Maitles, 2011; Berg & Stolare, 2024) sikca
vurgulanmaktadir. UNESCO'nun soykinm/holokost egitimi gergeveleri de muze, anit ve tarihi
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alan gezilerini elestirel distinme ve aktif yurttaslik hedefleri icin dnermektedir (UNESCO, 2017).
Bu calisma, Turkiye baglaminda pedagojik kullanima dair mekan envanteri ile programla
iliskilendirmeyi bir araya getirmesi bakimindan literaturt tamamlayici niteliktedir.

Tur dagiliminda mimari yapilar ve mezarlarin agirh@i, Turkiye'de aci/gatisma mirasinin
gogunlukla temsillestiriimis ve anitsallastirlmis formlar Uzerinden oOdgretilebilecegine isaret
etmektedir. Bu sonug, hizin turizminin sadece “olimin gerceklestigi yerler” degil, temsil ve
hatirlama mekanlari tzerinden de isledigine dair kuramsal yaklasimlarla uyumludur (Biran vd.,
2011; Foley & Lennon, 1996; Seaton, 1996; Light, 2017). Ayni zamanda mezar, tlrbe ve sehitlik
yogunlugu, Turkiye'deki kolektif hafiza ve manevi sembollerin egitimde gugld bir sekilde yer
bulma potansiyelini gostermektedir.

Sonug olarak Turkiye'deki programlarda hizin turizmi mekanlarinin daha fazla yer bulmasi
uluslararasi literaturde yer bulan egitim amacli hizdn turizmi arastirmalarina paralel sekilde
onemli bir calisma alani potansiyeli sunmaktadir. Huzln turizmi mekanlarinin toplumsal
hafizadaki onemli rold, ogrencilerde sagladigi empati ve sorumluluk gelisimi vatandaslik
egitimini destekleyecek bir unsur olarak karsimiza ¢ikarmaktadir.

GCalisma, dokuiman analizine dayandidi i¢in onerilen eslestirmeler uygulamali bir galismayla test
edilmemistir. Ayrica eslestirmede kullanilan “Turkiye'deki Huzun Turizmi Mekanlari” listesi bir
basvuru cergevesi oldugundan, vyerel guncellemeler ve erisim kosullar uygulamada
farklilasabilir. Bunlar arastirmanin sinirli yonlerini olusturmaktadir. Bu baglamda bazi onerilerde
bulunmak mumkuinddr:
