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0Oz: inayet kavramy, felsefenin en temel kavramlarindan biridir. Cok genis bir anlam zenginligine
sahip olan indyet kavrami, Tanri-dlem ve insan iliskisine 1s1k tutmaktadir. Antik cagdan beri
indyet diisiincesine iligskin lehte (Stoacilar, Eflatuncular, Peripatetikler ve Helenistik Okul) ve
aleyhte (Epikiirciiler) gesitli gériisler ortaya konulmustur. Islam filozoflar1 arasinda Kindf, indyeti
nizam delili, tedbir kavramiyla; FArabi, sudir teorisi ve erdemli toplum diisiincesiyle iliskilendi-
rerek degerlendirmektedir. Amirf'ye gelince o da meseleye sudfir teorisi ekseninde yaklagmakta-
dir. ibn Sind’ya geldigimizde indyet, Ibn Sin4 felsefi sistemi icerisinde ontolojik, epistemolojik ve
ahlaki boyutlari olan merkezi bir kavram halini almustir. Ona gére indyet, Allah’in her seyi mutlak
bilgisiyle bilmesi (hikmet), yaratmasi ve yarattiklarinin varligini siirdiirmesi (cémertlik) ve miim-
kiin en mitkemmel iyilik diizenini var etmesidir (kudret). Ibn Sin4, ayrica indyetin neredeyse bii-
tiin tanimlarinda iyilik diizenini vurgulamakta, kétiiliik problemini de ilk Sebeb disindaki varlik-
lardaki ¢okluk ve bilkuvvelige dayandirarak ¢ézmeye calismaktadir. Kétiiliigiin 4lemin tama-
minda var olan indyetin genisligi icerisinde bir nevi yok mesabesinde oldugunu géstermeye cali-
sarak bu problemi minimize etmektedir. Sonug olarak su sGylenebilir ki, onunla birlikte indyet,
kotiiliik problemi icerisindeki dar baglamindan siyrilmakta ve felsefenin biitiin konulariyla iliskili
olan varlik, zorunluluk gibi bir kavram haline gelmektedir. Baska bir deyisle ibn Sin4 felsefesinde
biitiin yollar bir sekilde indyete ¢cikmaktadir.
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Abstract: The concept of providence (‘indya) is one of the central notions of philosophy. This no-
tion which has rich meanings, sheds light on the relationship between God, the world and human
beings. Since ancient times, many varying ideas have been proposed concerning thought of prov-
idence (‘inaya), some favorable (Stoics, Platonists, Peripatetics, Hellenistic School) and some un-
favorable (Epicureans). Among the Islamic philosophers, providence (‘indya) is interpreted and
associated with the proof of order (nizam), precausation (tadbir) by Kindji, the theory of emana-
tion (sudiir) and the idea of virtuous society by Farabi. As for Amiri, he also approaches it
through the axis of the theory of emanation (sudir). As for Ibn Sina, providence (‘indya) has be-
come a central concept within his philosophical system, including the ontological, epistemolog-
ical and moral dimensions. According to him, providence (‘indya) is handled in such a way that
God knows all things with pure knowledge (wisdom/ hikmet), creates and sustains their exist-
ence (generosity/ctd) or creates the most perfect world possible (power/qudra). Avicenna em-
phasizes the order of good in all his definitions of providence (“inaya) and he tries to solve the
problem of the evil based on the plurality and potentiality(bi'l-kuwwa) outside the First Rea-
son, He tries to show that the evil is almost nonexistent within providence (‘inaya), and as a re-
sult the problem is minimized. Consequently, it can be said that providence (‘inaya) is being
stripped of its narrow context in the problem of evil, and associated with all matters of philoso-
phy, and thus becomes a concept like necessity (wujiib), or existence (wujtd). In other words, all
the discussions in Ibn Sina’s philosophy end up with providence (“inaya) in some regards.
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
