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Ozet

Phytolaca americana (Phytolaccaceae) tohumla (reyen ve kolaylikla kok
surgulnleriyle gogalan ¢ok yillik bir bitkidir. Bitki genellikle 1-3 metre veya daha fazla
uzunlukta olan dik ve kalin bir gévdeye sahiptir. Son derece hizli blyuyen ve yayilan
kazik kdk yapisina sahiptir. P. americana bir gok Ulkede tarim alanlarinda sorunlara
yol agmaktadir. Bu c¢alisma Karadeniz Bdlgesi'nde P. americana’nin yayildig
alanlarin belirlenmesi ve bdlgede olusturdudu sorunlarin ortaya konulmasi amaciyla
gergeklestiriimistir. Bu gergevede Karadeniz Bélgesinde Samsun ile Artvin arasinda
yer alan alan (yaklasik 500 km mesafe) gridlere bélinmustir. Gridlerin kesisim
noktalarina denk gelecek sekilde toplam 211 noktada siirveyler yapilmistir. Strvey
calismalar gergeklestirilirken her bir noktanin GPS koordinatlari, yUkseklik, toprak
ozellikleri, bitkiye eslik eden diger bitkiler, yasam alaninin niteligi vb ekolojik veriler
ile metrekaredeki kibitki sayisi ve kaplama alanina iligkin bilgiler kayit altina
alinmigtir. P. americana’nin survey yapilan alan bolge de Samsun ile Sarp/Artvin
arasinda kalan yaklasik 500 km uzunlugundaki sahil boyunca yayildigi ve sahilden i¢
kesimlere dogru gectigi saptanmistir. Bitkinin genellikle dere ve orman kenarlarinda,
tahrip edilen ormanlik alanlarda, bos ve dokinti alanlarinda, sahile yakin
bolgelerde, yerlesim yerlerinin civarinda ve yol kenarlarinda yogunluk olusturdugu
saptanmistir. Tarla ve bahge kenarlarinda ve terk edilmis tarla ve bahgelerde de
bitkiye rastlanmasina ragmen, tarim yapilan alanlarda bitkiye yogun olarak
rastlanmamistir. Dolayisiyla bitkinin strvey alanina yerlesmesine ragmen daha
ziyade tarim digi alanlarda yayginlik gosterdigi saptanmigtir.
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Abstract

Phytolaca americana (Pokeweed, Phytolaccacea) is a perennial plant of Pokeweed
family reproducing by seeds and can also easily grow by suckers. P. americana
grows to 1 to 3 meters high having steep and thick stems. The plant has an
extremely fast growing and spreading root. P. americana causes significant losses to
agricultural areas in many countries of the world. The current work was aimed at
mapping the current distribution of P. americana and determining the problems
created in the Black Sea region of the country. For this purpose, Black Sea region
(Samsun to Artvin, almost 500 km) was divided into 10x10 km systematic grids and
survey sites were decided. Total of 211 sites at the internode of each grid were
surveyed in the region; GPS coordinates of each site, altitude, soil properties,
accompanying vegetation, ecological attributes, number of plants m? and coverage
area m? of the plant were recorded. Plant was observed to be distributed along the
Black Sea coast from Samsun to Sarp/Artvin (almost 500 km distance) and coastal
inlands. The invaded habitats were observed to be forest and stream sides,
disturbed forest areas, vacant and waste lands, coastal regions, vicinities of
residential areas and roadsides etc. Although the plant was observed on the edges
of agricultural fields and orchards; extensive invasion of the agricultural areas by the
plant was not observed during the surveys. Therefore, this survey concludes that the
plant has been distributed in non-agricultural areas in the surveyed region.
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
