Ozet

Ramazan ayinin inang, kiiltir ve gelenek anlamindaki zengin birikiminin, 6zellikle dil ve edebiyatimiza
dnemli yansimalari olmustur. Oyle ki kiiltiir ve edebiyatimizda Ramazan ayiyla ilgili olarak atasozleri,
deyimler, maniler, ilahiler ve hatta fikralar ortaya c¢ikmistir. Osmanl Devleti doneminde bu zengin
birikim, kendine mahsus bir Ramazan kdltiirii ve medeniyeti olusturmustur.

Bu kilturiin edebiyatimiza yansimalarindan biri de divan siirinde “Ramazaniye” olarak bilinen nazim tiiru
olmustur. Genellikle manzum olarak ve kaside bigiminde yazilan Ramazaniyelerde; Ramazanin gelisi,
fazileti, orug, camiler, Ramazan sofulari, tiryakiler, mahyalar, kandiller, iftar ve sahur sofralari, kadir
gecesi gibi bircok konu islenmistir. Bir anlamda Osmanl toplumunun Ramazan ayindaki her tirli
faaliyeti ve bu aya ait uygulamalari beyitler vasitasiyla dile getirilmistir. Bu bakimdan Ramazan, orug ve
bu gerceve icinde ele alinacak her konu ve temayi isleyen Ramazaniyelerdeki bu unsurlarin tespiti, divan
sairinin goziyle Osmanlh toplumundaki Ramazan algisini géstermesi bakimindan 6nemlidir.

Abstract

The month of Ramadan’s belief, cultural and traditional rich accumulation have a reflection especially on
our language and literature. Thus, in our culture and literature, proverbs, idioms, hymns about Ramadan
month and even anecdotes came on the scene. This rich accumulation formed an unique culture of
Ramadan and civilization in the Ottoman Empire period.

This culture’s one of the reflections on our literature is known as a Ramazaniye that is a type of verse.
Generally, at Ramazaniye that was written in verse and kasida, coming of Ramadan, virtue, fast,
mosques, ridge tiles, kerosene lamps, table of breaking fast and taken meal, the night of power were
penetrated. Namely, Ottoman societies’ every kind of activity and practice at Ramadan were expressed
by means of couplets. In this respect, Ramadan, fast and every kind of topic and theme are penetrated
at Ramazaniye and these elements’ fix is important according to divan poet. Because it shows the
perception of Ramadan at Ottoman society.
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
