Kent planlamasi siireci, arastirma, plan yapma ve uygulama asamalarini igerir. Plan
yapma -ya da karar verme- asamasi bu ¢alisma konusuna temel olusturmaktadir. Bu
asama; amaglara varmak i¢in Onerilen cesitli eylem bicimlerinin ve yontemlerinin
kargilastirilip degerlendirilmesi ve aralarindan birinin segilmesi asamasidir. Cesitli
kent ve bolge planlar arasinda tercih yapmak iizere, karar organlarma kolaylik
saglayacak degerlendirme teknikleri gelistirilmistir. Bu teknikler 1930'larda
A.B.D.'de gelistirilen maliyet - yarar analizine dayanmaktadir ve analizin birbirinden
az farkla ayrilan bic¢imleridir. Bu c¢aligmada, giiniimiizde pek ¢ok iilkede
kullanilmakta olan maliyet - yarar analizi degisik boyutlariyla ele alinmis ve kentsel
projeler igin kullanimindaki smirlamalar ortaya konulmaya ¢alisilmistir.
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USE OF COST - BENEFIT ANALYSIS FOR THE COMPARISON OF
URBAN PLANS AND PROGRAMMES

ABSTRACT

The period of city planning consists of research, planning and application phases.
Planning -or decision making- phase is the base for this study. This phase is the
phase of comparison and evaluation of several action forms and methods which are
suggested to reach the goals and selection of the proper one. In order to select the
optimum one among various city and regional plan alternatives, evaluation
techniques have been developed to help the decision makers. These techniques are
mainly based on the studies of Cost-Benefit Analysis developed in the 1930's in the
USA and are in fact slightly different versions of the same. In this study the Cost-
Benefit Analysis, which have wide applications in many countries is taken into
consideration from many points and its limitations for the urban project applications
are dealt with.
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
