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Sitma Osmanh doneminde 6nemli bir saglik sorunu oldugu gibi I. Diinya Savasi sirasinda savas nedeniyle daha
da 6nem kazanmistir. Bu durum karsisinda sitmanin tek ilaci olan kinin konusunda diizenlemeler yapiimistir.
Sitma Cumhuriyet doneminde de Tirkiye'nin dnemli saglik sorunlari arasinda yer almis ve yogun bir bicimde
sitma mucadelesine baslanmistir.

Sitma ile miicadele konusunda her iki ddnemde de donemin gerektirdigi onlemlere basvurulmaya calisiimistir.
Devlet eliyle ucuz kinin dagitimi her iki dénemde sitmayla miicadele konusunda basvurulan yontemler arasinda
yer almistir. 2 Ramazan 1334 [3 Temmuz 1916] tarihli “Kinin Tedariki i¢in 1332 Sihhiye Mudiriyet-i Um{miyesi
Biitgesine 50.000 Lira Tahsisat-1 Fevkalade ilavesi Hakkinda Kanun-1 Muvakkat” ile vatandaslara halis ve ucuz
kinin saglanmasi amaglanmistir. Adi gegen kanunda bu kanunun uygulamasinin gikarilacak bir nizamname
ile belirlenecegi belirtilmistir. Bu baglamda 14 Kanun-1 sani 1332 [27 Ocak 1917] tarihinde“Kinin Tedarikine
Dair 2 Ramazan 1334 Tarihli Kanun-1 Muvakkatin Suret-i Tatbikiyesi Hakkinda Nizamname” c¢ikartilmistir. Bu
nizamname ile kininin nasil tedarik edilecegi, fiyatlandirilacagi, satilacagi, saklanacagi ve kimler tarafindan
satilabilecegi gibi pek cok baslikta diizenlemeler yapilmistir.

4 Nisan 1333 [1917] tarihli “Kinin Tedariki ve Flruhtu Hakkinda Kanun” ile halis kinin tedariki ve ahali-
ye satmak Uzere Sihhiye Midiriyet-i UmGOmiyesi’'nin biltcesinde her sene bir fasil agilacagi belirtilmistir.
Osmanli doneminde bu yasal diizenlemeler ile devlet eliyle ve Ziraat Bankasi’'nin araciligi ile kinin satilmistir.
Cumhuriyet dénemine gelindiginde devlet eliyle kinin satisina devam edildigi gértilmektedir. Hatta bu konuda
Osmanli déneminde gikarilan yasal diizenlemelerin kaldirilmadigi ve bu yasalarin devami niteliginde yasalarin
¢ikanldigi dikkat cekmektedir.

26 Nisan 1926 tarihli “Kinin Tedariki ve Fiiruhtu Hakkinda 4 Nisan 1333 Tarihli Kanunun Dérdiinci Maddesinin
Tadiline Dair Kanun” ile Osmanli déneminde ¢ikarilan kanunda tadilata gidilerek kinin tedariki konusunda yeni
dizenlemeler getirilmistir. Ayni sekilde 28 Mayis 1931 tarihli “26 Nisan 1926 tarih ve 827 numaral kanun
mucibince kinin alim satimi fasl-l mahsusuna tahsisat kaydinin tasdikine dair Kanun” gibi 1936, 1937, 1939,
1940 yillarinda kinin icin yapilan tahsisatlar ile ilgili kanunlar ¢ikartilmistir. ikinci Diinya Savasi’nin baslamasi ile
Glneydogu Asya’daki plantasyonlarin ve kinin stoklarinin Japonlarin ve Hollanda’daki islenmis kinin stoklari-
nin da Almanlarin eline gegcmis olmasi cok 6nemli bir kinin sikintisina neden olmustur. Bunun tizerine 9 Mayis
1942 tarihli “Kininlerin Beyana Tabi Tutulmasina ve Elkonulmasina Dair 322 Sayili Kararin Meriyete Konulma-
sina Dair Kararname” ile kininin satin alinarak toplatilmasi yoluna gidilmistir.

Bu bildiride 1940’ yillarin ortalarina kadar sitma ile miicadelede kullanilan tek ila¢ olan kininin Glkemizde gerek
Osmanli ve gerekse Cumhuriyet déneminde devlet eliyle dagitimi ile ilgili yasal diizenlemeler degerlendirilecektir.
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STATE QUININE FROM THE OTTOMAN TO THE REPUBLIC ERA

Malaria has surfaced as a significant public health issue in the Ottoman state and has become even more sig-
nificant during the WWI. Since the only drug effective against the disease was quinine, certain measures were
taken during that period. In the Republic era, malaria has maintained its status as a significant public health
problem for Turkey as well and an intense campaign against the disease was initiated.

In both periods, the state tried to take the precautions required at the time. Distribution of low-priced quinine
by the state was one of the measures used during both periods. Through the enactment of the law entitled
“Kinin Tedariki icin 1332 Sihhiye Midiriyet-i Umumiyesi Biitgcesine 50.000 Lira Tahsisat-1 Fevkalade ilavesi Hak-
kinda Kanun-1 Muvakkat” issued in Ramazan 2, 1334 [July 3, 1916], the state aimed to procure pure and cheap
guinine to the citizens. The law in question stated that the application of the law would be determined thro-
ugh a regulation that would be issued afterwards. Consequently, in Kanun-i sani 14, 1332 [January 27, 1917],
the regulation entitled “Kinin Tedarikine Dair 2 Ramazan 1334 Tarihli Kanun-1 Muvakkatin Suret-i Tatbikiyesi
Hakkinda Nizamname” was issued, defining many practical aspects of the issue including the procurement,
pricing, storing and selling of quinine.

The law entitled “Kinin Tedariki ve Fliruhtu Hakkinda Kanun” enacted in April 4, 1333 [1917], stated that a
certain amount of money would be reserved for the procurement and selling of quinine to the public within
the budget of Ministry of Health every year. During the Ottoman era, quinine was sold to the public through
these regulations and by the State and Ziraat Bank. Selling of quinine by the state was observed to continue
in the Republic period. As a matter of fact, the relevant regulations on the issue dating from the Ottoman
era were not abolished and the latter laws enacted on the issue were observed to be a continuation of their
Ottoman predecessors.

With the law entitled “Kinin Tedariki ve Fliruhtu Hakkinda 4 Nisan 133 Tarihli Kanunun Dérdiincii Maddesinin
Tadiline Dair Kanun” enacted on April 26, 1926, the state aimed to amend the previous regulation on the issue
dating from the Ottoman era and defined new measures to be taken with regard to quinine procurement, as
seen in the example of law dating from May 28, 1931, entitled “26 Nisan 1926 tarih ve 827 numarali kanun
mucibince kinin alim satimi fasl-l mahsusuna tahsisat kaydinin tasdikine dair Kanun”. Other laws of similar
nature were enacted in 1936, 1937, 1939 and 1940. With the breaking out of WWII and the Germans’ coming
into the possession of Southeast Asia plantations, as well as the processed quinine stocks of Japanese and
Dutch origin, there was a severe shortage of quinine reserves in the world. As a consequence, a decree entit-
led “Kininlerin Beyana Tabi Tutulmasina ve Elkonulmasina Dair 322 Sayili Kararin Meriyete Konulmasina Dair
Kararname” was issued in order to buy and collect quinine.

This paper examines the legislation enacted during both the Ottoman and the Republic periods in order to
regulate the state-controlled distribution of quinine, which was the only drug used against malaria until the
1940s.
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
