Edirne Sultan Il. Bayezid Killiyesi Tip Medresesi, kiilliyenin en énemli yapilarindan biri olup darissifanin girisi-
nin hemen saginda bulunur. Diger Selguklu ve Osmanli medrese planlarindaki mimari 6zellikler, bu medresede
gorilmez. Killiyenin vakfiyelerinde bu medresenin, bir tip medresesi oldugu konusunda ayrintili bir aciklama
yoksa da, burayla ilgili glinimiize ulasan bir¢ok bilgi dogrultusunda bu medresede tip egitiminin verildigini
soyleyebiliriz.

Bu konudaki en ayrintili bilgiyi yine 1652 yilinda burayi gezen Evliya Celebi su sekilde aktarmistir: “Medreset-
(l-Etibba ve odalarinda talebeler vardir ki; her biri daima Eflatun, Sokrates, Filbos, Aristotales, Galen, Pisagor
gibi alimlerden bahseden olgun tabiplerdir. Her biri bir fenne yonelip hekimlik ilminde kiymetli kitaplara itibar
ederek ademogullarinin derdine deva bulmaya galisirlar.”

Bu medresede okutulan ve medresenin tip ile ilgisini acik¢a ortaya koyan hekimlige ait 37 adet kitap ise glini-
mize ulasmis durumdadir. Bazilarini Sultan II. Bayezid’in kendi mihriyle bizzat bagisladigi bu kitaplar su an
Selimiye Yazma Eserler Kitiiphanesi’'nde koruma altindadir.

Killiyenin medresesi, Osmanli medreseleri arasinda énem riitbesi agisindan 50’lik medrese iken, 951-1544
yilindan itibaren en Ust sirada olan 60’lik medreseler arasina girmistir. Ahmet Badi Efendi, “Riyaz-1 Belde-i
Edirne” adli eserinde, medreseden “Catisi tastan kubbeli olup payesi altmishidir. Bitisig§inde bir de Darlsgsifa
vardir” diye bahseder.

1516 yilinin masraf defterinde kiilliyenin genel giderleri arasinda, yetenekli kisiler ve basarili 6grencilere Nev-
ruz bayraminda verilmek lzere 5.000 akge 6dil konulmustur. 1560 yilina ait gliniim{ize ulasan harcama liste-
sinde, 6grencilere mutfak giderleri icin kiilliye bitgesinden o yil 46.000 akce 6denek konuldugunu gérmekte-

yiz.
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COMPLEX OF SULTAN BAYEZID Il MEDICAL SCHOOL AND THE BOOKS TAUGHT HERE

Edirne Complex of Sultan Bayezid Il Medical School is one of the most important units in the complex and
located just on the right side of the hospital entrance. Architectural features in the plans of the other Seljuk
and Ottoman schools are not seen at this school. Although we don’t have detailed information that it was a
medical school in the foundation charter, we can claim that medical education was given here based on the
information having reached the present day.

The famous traveller Evliya Celebi made the following statement about the school during his visit to the
complex in 1652: “There is a medical school (Medreset-il Etibba) in the complex and the students staying in
the rooms are mature physicians who always discuss the scholars such as Plato, Socrates, Filbos, Aristotle,
Galen, Pythagoras. Each of them oriented in a specific scientific area and respecting the valuable medicine
literature tries to find out the best cure for the mankind.”

37 medical books taught here and showing the relation of the school with medicine apparently have reached
the present day. These books, some of which were donated by Sultan Bayezid Il himself with his own seal are
kept under protection in Selimiye Library of Manuscripts. The most well-known ones are “Zahire-yi Harzem-
sahi, Sifa al Eskam ve Deva al Alam, Kitab-el Cami-i Fil Edviyet-il Mifrede, Kitab-u Edeb-it Tabib, Mala Yasa’ut
Tabiba Cahlulu, Madde tiil Hayat and Gayet-el Beyan Fi Tedbir-i Beden el-insan”.

While it was a 50-degree school in terms of the importance ranking at first, it became a 60-degree school after
1544. Ahmet Badi Efendi mentioned the school as: “Its roof is made of stone domes and rank is 60. There is
a hospital adjacent to the school.”

The first professor was Sheikh Lutfullah Zade Bahaiiddin Efendi.

Staff of the Medical School and Their Salaries

1 Mderris (Professor) got 60 silver coins a day including weekends.

1 Muid (Assistant) was the assistant of the professor and got 7 silver coins a day.
1 Hafiz-1 KGtup (Librarian) got 2 silver coins a day.

2 Servants got 2 silver coins a day.

18 Students got 2 silver coins a day and all their needs were met.

Among the general expenses of the complex in 1516 a reward of 5.000 silver coins was offered in order to be
given to the skilful and successful students during Nauruz. We learn from the expense list belonging to 1560
which has reached our present day that a fund of 46.000 silver coins was allowed by the budget for the kitc-
hen expenses of the students in that year.
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
