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Bu calismanin konusu, bir misyoner Hekim olan Dr. Fred D. Shepard’in Amerika’dan 1882 yilinda Antep’te
Merkezi Turkiye Koleji'ne ders vermek icin gelmesinden, 1915 yilinda Antep’te tifiisten 6limine kadar olan
sirecte bolgede yaptiklari calismalari icermektedir.

Amerikan Board misyoner teskilatina bagli olarak ¢calisan Shepardlar, ii¢ kusak Gaziantep, Beyrut ve istanbul’da
saglik hizmeti vermis Amerikali misyonerlerdir. Dr. Fred D Shepard, esi Dr. Fanny A Shepard ve ogullari Dr. Lor-
rin Shepard, 1882-1921 yillari arasinda, Antep Amerikan Hastanesi’nde g¢alismislardir.

Dr. Shepard, hastanedeki calismalarinin yani sira, kolejin tip bélimiinde de 6grenciler yetistirmistir. Antep,
Halep ve Maras’i da iceren en az 14 sehrin bas doktoru Shepard’in 6grencileriydi. Dr. Shephard, insanlar ara-
sinda din, irk ayrimi yapmadan calismistir. Ornegin Antep’te iftar yemeklerine ve resmi davetlere Dr. Shephard
da ¢agrilmaktaydi.

1909-1910 vyillarinda Cukurova bolgesinde yasanan olaylar sonrasi Cemal Pasa Adana’ya genel vali olarak
ataninca, boélgedeki zarar goren koylerin insasi icin olusturulan 3 kisilik komisyona Dr. Shepard’i da atamistir.
Dr. Shephard, 10 ay iginde 900 ev insasi ve 100.000 dolar degerinde fonun toplanmasinda gorev almistir. Dr.
Shepard’a bu ¢alismalari nedeniyle 1910 yilinda Sultan Mehmet Resat tarafindan besinci derecede mecidi
nisant ile taltif edilmistir. Ayni calismalarindan dolayi Kizil Hag da Dr. Shephard’a madalya géndermistir.

Dr. Shepard’in karisi da bir tip doktorudur, saglik ¢alismalarinin yani sira bolgedeki kadinlara el isi yaptirarak
elde ettigi Grlinleri dis Ulkelere pazarlamistir.

Tip ile bldylUnln birbiriyle harmanlandigli Dogu diinyasinda, elbette Shepard caldigi her kapida yeni dostlar
bulacak, butiin bolge insanlari icinde saygiyla karsilanacaktir. Doktorluga bir “Hiristiyanlastirma projesi” olarak
bakan misyonerler, misyonerlik hizmetinin tibbi misyonla desteklenmesi durumunda etkinin daha da artaca-
ginin bilincinde idiler.

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A MISSIONER DOCTOR IN ANTEP: DR. FRED D. SHEPARD

The subject of this study contains the studies of Dr. Fred D. Shepard who was a missioner doctor. He came to
Central Turkey College, Antep to give lesson in 1882 and died of tyfhus in Antep in 1915.

Shepard, who worked depending upon American Board missioner organization, was one of the American
missioners, who gave three generation health services in G.Antep, Beyrut and Istanbul. Dr. Fred D. Shepard,
his wife Dr. Fany A. Shepard and their son Dr. Lorrin Shepard worked in Antep American Hospital between the
yerars 1882-1921.

Besides his studies in the hospital, he trained the medicine students of college. The head doctors of at least
14 cities, containing Antep, Halep and Maras, were Shepard’s students. Dr. Shepard didn’t discriminate pe-
ople according to their religion or race. For instance, Dr. Shepard was invited to the iftar dinner and formal
invitations in Antep.

When Cemal Pasha was appointed to Adana as a general governor after the events that happened in Cuku-
rova region in 1909-1910, he appointed Dr. Shepard to the commission which was formed with three people
to build the damaged villages in the region. Dr. Shepard took place in the construction of 900 houses in the
process of 10 months and gathered 100,000 dollars of fund. Dr. Shepard was rewarded with the fifth grade
Mecidi Medal by Sultan Mehmet Resad in 1910 because of his studies. Also, the Red Cross sent him a medal
because of the same studies of him.

Dr. Fred D. Shepard’s wife was a doctor, too. Besides of her health studies, she had women of region to make
handicraft and marketed these handicrafts to abroad.

In the Eastern world, which was blended medicine with magic, of course Shepard had no difficulty in finding
new friends at the any door that he knocked and he was welcomed respectfully in the whole region among
people. Missioners who looked the doctorship as a “christianize project”, were conscious of the impact which
would increase in case of supporting missionary service with health mission.

This study was prepared with the help of archives belonging to American Board, micro film, annuals, catalo-
gue of college and hospital and also Ottoman archive documents and source books.
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
