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Osmanli doneminde eczacilarlailgili ilk nizamname (tliziik) 1853 yilinda ¢ikartilmis olan Nizamname-i
Eczdciyan'dir. Ana ilkeler bakimindan Fransiz Eczacilik Kanunu’na benzerlik géstermekle beraber,
gedik uygulamasi gibi Osmanh eczaciligina 6zel hiikiimler de tasimaktaydi.

ikinci nizamname 1861 yilinda yayimlanan Belediispengiyarlik San’atinin icrasina Dair Nizamname'dir.
Bu nizamname ile ilk defa eczacilik bagimsiz bir sanat ve meslek olarak resmen kabul edilmis ve
eczane sinirlamasini kaldirmistir. Nizamname 1927 yilina kadar yirirlikte kalmistir.

Cumbhuriyet doneminde ilk kanun 1927 yilinda TBMM’de kabul edilen 964 sayili Eczacilar ve
Eczahaneler Hakkinda Kanun’dur. Bu Kanun eczane sayilarinda sinirlama getiriyordu. Kanunun
uygulamasinda yasanan ciddi sikintilar nedeniyle kisa siirede bu kanuna da muhalefet yapilmaya
baslandi ve eczacilar taraftarlar ve karsitlar olarak iki gruba boélinda.

1953 yilinda kabul edilen 6197 sayili Eczacilar ve Eczaneler Hakkindaki Kanun’la eczane sinirlamasi
tekrar kaldinlmistir. Bu durum basta eczacilar tarafindan sevingle karsilanmissa da 1980’lerden
sonra hizla artan eczane sayisi karsisinda sinirlamanin tekrar getirilmesi talepleri dillendirilmeye
baslamistir. 2003 yilindan itibaren bu bildiri sahibinin icinde bizzat bulundugu bir stire¢ sonunda 2012
yilinda 6197 sayil yasada degisiklik yapilarak eczane sinirlamasi tekrar getirilmis oldu. Bu bildiride
Osmanlidan gliniimize eczacillk mevzuatinda yasanan “gel-git”ler ve son degisiklik silirecinde
yasananlar aktarilacaktr.
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DEVELOPMENT OF THE PHARMACY REGULATIONS FROM THE OTTOMANS
TILL TODAY

Nizamname-i Eczaciyan issued in 1853 is the first regulation related to pharmacists in the Ottoman
period. The main principles have similarities with the French Pharmacy Law, however there were
provisions specific to the Ottoman pharmacy, like the implementation of “gedik”.

The second regulation was published in 1861, which was “Beledi ispenciyarlik San’atinin icrasina Dair
Nizamname”. This regulation for the first time officially recognized pharmacy as an independent art
and profession and the pharmacy restriction was cancelled. Regulation remained in force until 1927.

First law accepted in the Turkish Republic period, in 1927, is the 964 numbered Law about Pharmacies
and Pharmacists. This law brought limits to the number of pharmacies. Because of serious difficulties
occured implementing the law, in a short period of time oppositions began and pharmacists divided
into two groups as supporters and opposers.

With the Law numbered 6197 on Pharmacists and Pharmacies in 1953, pharmacy limitation has
been removed again. Pharmacists were glad until the number of pharmacies increased rapidly in the
1980s, which resulted the pharmacists to ask for a new limitation. First in 2003 and then in 2012,
with a revision in the 6197numbered law, the pharmacy limit started again, due to the requests of
the pharmacists themselves. In this paper, from the Ottomans till today, process of change in the
pharmacy regulations and latest changes will be shown.
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
