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OSMANLI iMPARATORLUGU’NDA KARANTINA

Cumbhur izgi, Hafize Oztiirk Tiirkmen?
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Kisa stirede ¢ok sayida insanin etkilenmesine ve ¢ogunlukla 6limiine yol acan bulasici hastaliklarin
kontroliinde etkin bir yontem olan karantinanin Bati uygarhigindaki tarihi Eski Ahit’e kadar
uzanmaktadir. Ozellikle veba salginlarinin Avrupa’yi kasip kavurdugu on dérdiinci yizyilda, bir
toplum sagligi yaklasimi olarak yaygin sekilde uygulandigi bilinmektedir.

Genis bir cografyada hiikiim siiren Osmanli imparatorlugu’nda ise, kurumsal anlamda ilk karantina
uygulamalari on dokuzuncu yiizyilda baslamis; 1831 yilinda baskent istanbul’da ortaya cikan kolera
salginlari Gizerine glindeme gelmistir. Konuyla ilgili belgeler karantinaya iliskin uluslararasi isbirliginin
saglanmasinda Osmanli Devleti'nin 6nemli katkilarinin oldugunu gostermektedir. Ancak ayni
donemde, uygulamadan ekonomik agidan etkilenen (lkelerin, karantinanin yarari ve ortaya ¢ikardigi
sorunlar baglaminda yogun tartismalara girdikleri de dikkati cekmektedir.

Bu calismada, Osmanl imparatorlugu’nda karantina uygulamasi-nin baslatiimasini etkileyen temel
sosyal dinamiklerin, uygulamaya iliskin yonetsel ve dinsel faktorlerin, ilgili kurumsal ve yasal
diizenlemelerin tarihsel agidan yorumlanmasi amaglanmistir.

QUARANTINE IN OTTOMAN EMPIRE

Quarantine which is an effective method in controlling contagious diseases which cause contagion
and generally death of many people in a short time dates back to Old Testament in Western
Civilization. It is known that quarantine has been applied commonly as an approach of community
health care in 14* century during when plagues ravaged Europe.

In Ottoman Empire which reigned over a wide geography; first quarantine practices started in 19.
Century in corporate sense; and gained currency due to epidemic cholera which emerged in istanbul
in 1831. Documents about the issue show that Ottoman Empire had important contributions in
enabling international co-operation concerning quarantine. However it draws attraction that in the
same period, countries which are influenced economically from the practice entered into serious
discussions in the sense of benefits and problems of quarantine.

In this study it was aimed to discuss basic social dynamics which influenced start of quarantine
practice in Ottoman Empire, administrative and religious factors about practice, related corporate
and legal regulations in historical sense.
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
