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TIPTA iNSAN BiLiMLERi PROGRAMININ TIP TARIHi EGITiIMINE ETKiSi: izMIR

Amag: Ginimiz tip egitimi, hekimligin biyomedikal boyutuna yénelen dikey ve yatay entegrasyona
ek olarak, tibbin biyopsikososyal yoniinii merkeze alan “derinligine entegrasyon” sistemini de
icermektedir. Bu amacla yiritilen tipta insan bilimleri egitimi, sosyal ve beseri bilimlerdeki elestirel
bakis acilariyla tibbin insani boyutunu ortaya ¢ikaran disiplinler arasi bir egitim etkinligidir. Bu
amag dogrultusunda izmir Universitesi Tip Fakiiltesi Entegre Hekimlik Uygulamalari ders programi
icinde Tipta insan Bilimleri egitim programi uygulanmaktadir. Caismamizda tipta insan bilimleri
ders programi icinde yer alan izmir Arkeoloji Miizesi gezi sonuglarinin tip tarihi egitimine etkilerini
tartismayi amagladik.

Yontem: Birinci sinif tip fakiiltesi 6grencilerinin katilimi ile izmir Arkeoloji Miizesi’nde gergeklesen
miuze gezisi etkinliginin geribildirim formlari ve raporlari incelemeye alinmistir. Formlarin dizenli
doldurulmasi, zamaninda teslim edilmesi ve geribildirim puanlamalarinin tam olarak yapilmis olmasi
calismaya katilma kriteri olarak belirlenmistir. Ogrenci geribildirim puanlarinin ortalamalari ve
raporlarin soylev analizi yapiimistir.

Bulgular: Egitime katilan 64 6grenciden alinan 26 (% 40,6) geribildirim formu ve 28 (% 43,75)
rapor ¢alismaya dahil edilmistir. Ogrenciler “Genel olarak etkinligin basarisi” sorusuna 5 tam puan
tizerinden ortalama 4,13 puan vermislerdir. Ogrenciler baslangigta miize dersinin tip tarihi dersi ile
ilgisini sinirli olarak goriirken, etkinlik sonrasinda bu disincelerin 6nemli oranda degistigi tespit
edilmistir. Miizedeki eserlerin insana dair uygarlik tarihinin merkeze alinarak tartisilmis olmasinin
ogrencilerin miize anlayisini etkiledigi goriilmustir. Sanat tarihi, arkeoloji, antropoloji ve mitolojinin,
tip ve hekim kimligi icin dneminin kavrandigi tespit edilmistir. Dersin islenisi agisindan en énemli
elestiri etkinligin yarim giin ve ara verilmeyerek yapilmasina yonelik olmustur. Ders igerigi olarak
standart bilgi verilmesine ragmen, muze gorevlilerinin degisimi anlatisallikta farkhliklara yol agmis ve
tartisma ortamini etkilemistir.

Sonug: Tip Fakiiltesi 6grencileri mize gezisi dersini olumlu olarak degerlendirmisler, ayrica dersin
tiim giin olarak yapilmasini énermislerdir. Ogrencilerin miize dersi ile hekimlik kimliginin tarihsel
boyutu hakkinda farkindalk kazandiklari gérGlmuistar. Tip fakiltelerinde ydritilen tip tarihi ders
programlarina giriste mize derslerinin olumlu katkisi olacagi tespit edilmistir.

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THE EFFECT OF THE MEDICAL HUMANITIES PROGRAM TO THE HISTORY OF
MEDICINE EDUCATION: iZMiR UNIVERSITY EXPERIENCE

Aim: Currently medical education also involves the “deep integration” focused on the biopsychosocial
aspect of medicine as well as other dimensions so named biomedical concept which is centered
vertical and horizontal education system. For this purpose, medical humanities program aims to
reveal humanity dimension of medicine with the conducting as an interdisciplinary education
program which poses with critical perspective base on social sciences. In light of this concept, we
conduct an education program named integrated medical applications in Medical Faculty of lzmir
University. In our study, we aim to discussion the effects of the results of lzmir Archeology Museum
program about the history of medicine education.

Methods: We analyzed the feedback forms and student’s reports filled by medical students who
participated to museum course. Exclusion criteria for forms were determined as deliver on time,
filled fully determined feedback scores. Discourse analysis and feedback scores were evaluated.

Results: 64 students participated in the training program and returning rate was %40.6 (n:26) for
feedback form, and %43.75 (n:28). Students gave an average 4.13 point for “overall success of the
event” which was the full score of 5 out of the question. Initially, student’s opinion about the relation
between the program and the history of medicine course is limited but after the event significantly
changed these ideas has been identified. We realize that students’ understanding of the museum
was influenced by discussions based on the history of cilivization and humankind. Art history,
archeology, anthropology, and mythology, has been found as a main issue for medicine, and medical
identity by students. The most critical point was about event time. Course content has been given
to the standard information, but museum officials were exchange for each group led to differences
debate area and it influenced narrative method.

Conclusion: Medical student positively evaluated the course and as well as they wanted all day
program. We realized that our students get awareness about historical dimension of medicine and
medical identity with this course. We think that medical humanities programs may contribute
positively to teaching the history of medicine.
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
