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Dinyanin karmasikhginin hizla arthgi glinlimizde, insanlari ortak bir diislincede birlestirmek gittikce
zorlasmaktadir. Ancak bunun ender drneklerinden birisi, Mevlana ve 6gretisidir.

“Ne olursan ol gel” deyisiyle tim dlinyaya seslenen Mevlana, bu ¢agrisina bitiin milletlerden cevap
bulmustur. Dogadaki cesitlilik gibi, Mevlana’nin 6gretisini anlamak icin dili, dini, irki ne olursa olsun
pek cok insan Mevlana’yr arastirmakta ve bir araya gelmektedir.

Mevlana’nin deyislerinde, eserlerinde, O’ndan esinlenerek hazirlanan eserlerde bitkilerin de yer
aldigi goriilmektedir. Yasadig cografyadaki bitkileri de gozlemleyerek bu deyislere hayat verdigi
disindlen Mevlana’nin doga sevgisi herkes tarafindan bilinmektedir.

Maddeyi mana ile ifade edebilmis olan Rumi’nin, sozlerinde siklikla giil ve karanfile yer verdigi dikkat
cekmektedir. Bunlarin yani sira 6gretisinin, bir bitkinin yasam dongisiinden esinlendigini ortaya
koyan calismalar da bulunmaktadir.

Bu ¢alismada, Mevlana’nin bitkilerle olan iliskisi ve eserlerinde onlara verdigi yer incelenecektir.
O’nun deyislerinin ve doganin iliskisi anlasiimaya ¢alisilacaktir.
