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PROF. DR. PHARM. TRIYANTAFILLO K. LADAKIS VE DOKTORA TEZi:
“TURKIYE’DE ECZACILIK” (1908)
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Mondros (Limni) dogumlu Triyantafillo Konstantinos Ladakis (TptavtadpUAlo Kwvotavtivog Aaddkng,
1876—-1947), Osmanh uyruklu bir Rumdur. Stiveys’deki orta 6grenimi sirasinda dokuz yil eczaci ¢irakhgi
yaptiktan sonra, 1898’'de Beyrut Amerikan Universitesi (AUB) Tip Fakiiltesi’nin Eczacilik Okulu’na
girmistir. Triyantafillo Ladakis, 1901 yilinda istanbul’da verdigi sinavla eczaci (Phar.M.) unvanini almis
ve AUB Ogretim kadrosuna Eczacilik ve Analitik Kimya okutmani (instructor) olarak katilmistir. Ladakis,
1904 yilinda yardimci profesorlige (adjunct professor) atanmistir.

T.K. Ladakis, 1907 yilinda Amerika Birlesik Devletleri’ne giderek Philadelphia Eczacilik Koleji’'nde bir
yil stireyle doktora ¢alismasi yapmistir. Doktora (Phar.D.) tezi icin “Turkiye’de Eczacilik” konusunu
secmistir. Bu calismada, Tirkiye’de eczacilik yapmanin kosullari, nizamnameler, sivil ve askeri
eczacilik okullari, eczanelerin g¢alisma bigimleri, receteler, kimyasallar ve Tiirkiye’de yasaklanmis
ilaclar konularinda 6zet bilgiler verilmistir. Toplam 25 sayfalik elyazili tezin son béliminde recete
ornekleri, eczane ve preparat etiketleri, vinyetler, vb. vardir.

Dr. Pharm. Triyantafillo K. Ladakis, 1909°da AUB Tip Fakiiltesi ile Eczacilik ve Discilik Okullarinda
eczaclilik ve analitik kimya profesori olmus; 1920 yilindan, emekli oldugu 1941 yilina kadar Eczacilik
Okulu’nun yoneticiligini yapmistir. Bir analitik kimya ders kitabi yayimlayan Prof. Ladakis’in, Suriye ve
Misir’da eczacilik konularinda, incelenen doktora tezini genisleterek sunumlar yaptigi bilinmektedir.
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PROF. DR. PHARM. TRIANTAPHYLLO C. LADAKIS AND HIS THESIS ON
“PHARMACY IN TURKEY” (1908)

Triantaphyllo Constantine Ladakis (TptavtadpUAo Kwvotavtivog Aaddakng, 1876-1947) was an
Ottoman-Greek born in Moudros (Lemnos). He was apprenticed to pharmacies in Suez, Egypt,
during his attendance to secondary school there. Subsequently, he entered the School of Pharmacy
of the American University of Beirut (AUB), and received his Phar.M. degree in 1901 following a
final examination in Istanbul. In the same year, T.C. Ladakis was appointed instructor in Theory
and Practice of Pharmacy, and Analytical Chemistry at the AUB Medical Faculty and the Schools of
Pharmacy and Dentistry. He became adjunct professor at his university in 1904.

In the beginning of 1907, Prof. Ladakis travelled to the United States for postgraduate studies at
Philadelphia College of Pharmacy. He presented a thesis (inaugural essay) for the degree of Doctor in
Pharmacy (Phar.D.) on “Pharmacy in Turkey” in the May of 1908. This concise, 25-page handwritten
text covers the following headings: Requirements as to the Practice of Pharmacy in Turkey;
Pharmaceutical Schools in Turkey; The Practice of Pharmacy; Prescriptions; Chemicals; Pharmacy
Law, Drugs prohibited to be imported, manufactured or sold in Turkey, including an appendix of
prescriptions, labels, vignets, etc., from various pharmacies in the Levant.

Dr. Pharm. Triantaphyllo Ladakis became full professor of Pharmacy and Analytical Chemistry at the
AUB in 1909. He was the Director of the School of Pharmacy from 1920 until his retirement in 1941.
He published a textbook in analytical chemistry, and is known to have made presentations on the
state of pharmacy in Syria and Egypt, expansions of his thesis under review.
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
