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VETERINER FAKULTESI OGRENCILERiINiN VETERINER HEKiIMLiK MESLEGINE
VE iSTIHDAM ALANLARINA YONELIK GORUSLERI: KAFKAS VE ADNAN
MENDERES UNIVERSITESi ORNEGI
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Bu calisma; Kafkas ve Adnan Menderes Universitesi Veteriner Fakiiltesi 4. ve 5. sinifta okuyan
ogrencilerin, veteriner hekimligi meslegiveisalanlarikonusundakigoris ve 6ngoriilerinin belirlenmesi
amaciyla yapilmistir. Bu amagla; Kafkas Universitesi Veteriner Fakiiltesinden 74 ve Adnan Menderes
Universitesi Veteriner Fakiiltesinden 86 olmak iizere toplam 160 veteriner fakiiltesi 6grencisi ile yiiz
ylze anket ¢alismasi yapilmistir.

Verilerin analizlerinden; katihmcilarin %83,8’inin erkek oldugu, %43,1’inin sehirde yasadigi ve
%86,9’unun veteriner fakiiltesini severek ve isteyerek okuduklar tespit edilmistir. Ogrencilerin;
%35’i yuksek lisans, %25’i doktora yapmayi diistiindiklerini bildirmiglerdir. Katilimcilarin %36,9’u halk
arasinda ve/veya kamuda meslege gereken 6nemin verilmedigini bildirmislerdir. Ancak yapilan anket
¢alismasinda 6grencilerin %76,9’u Avrupa Birligine uyumsiirecinde meslegin 6neminin artacaginiifade
etmislerdir. Ogrencilerin %91,2’si,veteriner hekimligi mesleginin istihdam firsatlari agisindan énemli
avantajlara sahip oldugunu bildirmislerdir. Yine elde edilen verilere gére; 6grencilerin %41,2’sinin
gelecege yonelik is kaygisi tasidiklar, is alani olarak ise en ¢ok klinik veteriner hekimligini ve kamu
alanini tercih ettikleri belirlenmistir. Katihmcilara gére; mezun olunduktan sonra karsilasabilecek
sorunlarin basinda, veteriner hekimligi mesleginin uygulama alanina yonelik bilgi ve/veya tecribe
yetersizligi, KPSS, ALES, YDS gibi sinavlarda basarisizlik ile haksiz rekabet gelmektedir.

Sonug olarak, veteriner fakiiltesi 6grencilerinin mezun olduktan sonra veteriner hekimligi mesleginin
icrasina iliskin konularda bazi endiseler tasiyor olsalar da; gerek Avrupa Birligine uyum sireci
icerisinde gerekse meslegin toplumsal diizeyde daha da 6nem kazanmasi yoniinde umutlu olduklari
soylenebilir.
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OPINIONS OF VETERINARY STUDENTS ABOUT VETERINARY PROFESSION
AND EMPLOYMENT AREAS: KAFKAS AND ADNAN MENDERES UNIVERSITY

This study has been undertaken with the aim of identifying the opinions and predictions of 4%
and 5™ year students at the Veterinary Faculties of the Kafkas and Adnan Menderes Universities
concerning the profession of veterinary medicine and the areas of employment. With this aim, a
face-to-face survey was conducted with a total of 160 veterinary faculty students including 74 from
the Veterinary Faculty of the Kafkas University and 76 from the Veterinary Faculty of the Adnan
Menderes University.

From the analysis of the data, it was found that 83.8% of the participants were male, 43.1% lived in
a city and 86.9% were willingly studying veterinary medicine. 35% and 25% of the students stated
that they intend to undertake master’s and doctoral studies. 36.9% stated that the profession was
not given the due importance among the public and/or in the government sector. However, 76.9% of
them stated that the importance of the profession would increase in the process of harmonization
with the European Union. 91.2% stated that the profession of veterinary medicine had significant
advantages in terms of employment. The data indicated that only 41.2% of the students had worries
about future employment. However their choice is determined most clinical veterinarian and the
public area as a field of business. According to the participants, the main problems that can be faced
following graduation are a lack of knowledge and/or experience concerning the area of practice of
the profession, failure in exams such as KPSS, ALES, YDS and unfair competition.

In conclusion, it may be said that although After graduating from veterinary faculties students
have certain worries on issues related to practising the profession of veterinary medicine, they
are nevertheless hopeful both in the process of harmonization with the European Union and in
anticipation of a greater social importance of the profession.
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
