Testi: Genel ve Sektorel Analiz

Ozet

Bir Glkenin kigi basina disen buyume oraninin o Ulkenin baglangictaki kisi bagina
disen gelir diizeyi ile ters iligkili oldugunu savunan yakinsama hipotezi fakir tilke
veya bolgelerin zengin olanlara goére daha hizli buytyecegini ve uzun dénemde
bu iki ekonominin reel biiyiime oranlarinin birbirine yaklasacagdini ifade etmekte-
dir. Bu calismada Istatistiki Bélge Birimleri Diizey-2 (IBB Diizey-2) kapsaminda
bulunan Turkiye’'nin 26 alt bolgesi icin genel ve sektdrel olarak yakinsama hipo-
tezinin gecerli olup olmadigi 2004-2008 dénemi itibariyle arastiriimistir. Dogrusal
olmayan panel regresyon analizleri cercevesinde bolgeler itibariyle toplam gayri-
safi katma degerlerin yakinsadidi belirlenmistir. Bunun yani sira bolgelerin tarim,
sanayi ve hizmet sektorlerinin birbirine yakinsadigi saptanmigtir.
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Convergence Hypothesis Testing in Turkey:
General and Sectoral Analysis

Abstract

Convergence hypothesis which advocates the per capita growth rate tends to be
inversely related to the starting level of income per person denotes poor count-
ries or regions tend to growth faster than rich ones and real growth rate of the-
se two economies close to one another in the long run. In this study, we inves-
tigate whether convergence hypothesis is valid as general and sector specific
for NUTS-2 covered 26 sub-regions of Turkey over the period 2004-2008. Using
nonlinear panel regression analysis we find there is convergence across gross
added values of regions. In addition, we determine that regions’ agricultural, in-
dustry and service sectors convergence one another.
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
