Abstract

Improvement of the production, income and welfare, is one of the basic economic
goals of the societies in order to cope with the unlimited human demands with
limited resources. Technology variable, which is one of the most important fac-
tors in knowledge economy, is gaining importance for making knowledge a pro-
duction factor and optimal resource allocation. In this respect, this study aims at
analyzing the role ands importance of technology from the perspective of know-
ledge economy. In the study, the telecommunications expenses and economic
growth variables of Turkey between the dates 1990:1-2010:4 are analyzed by va-
rious methods (by Granger cointegration models and scale). The results show a
uni-directional relationship between the telecommunications investment expen-
ses and economic growth.
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
