Dogrudan yabanci yatirimlarin (DYY) istihdam Uzerindeki olasi etkileri hakkinda
literatirde bir goris birligi olusmamistir. Yabanci yatirimlarin istihdam etkileri, ya-
tinmin yapildigi Glkenin geligsmislik diizeyi ve ekonomik yapisi yaninda DYY’larin
miktarina, tirline, girdigi sektore, geldigi Glkeye ve gelis amacina gore farklilasa-
bilir. Bu ¢alisma, dogrudan yabanci sermaye yatirimlari ile istihdam arasindaki
iligkileri incelemektedir. Caligsmada gelismekte olan 27 (lke igin 1991-2008 done-
mi dikkate alinarak dinamik panel nedensellik testlerine yer verilmistir. Calisma-
da yapilan dinamik panel nedensellik test sonuglarina goére, kisa dénemde dog-
rudan yabanci sermaye yatirimlarindan istihrdama dogru tek yonlu nedensel bir
iliski oldugu gortlmustir. Sonug olarak ¢alismanin bu bulgusu, dogrudan yaban-
ci yatinmlarin, kisa dénemde gelismekte olan Ulkelerdeki istihdamin énemli bir
belirleyicisi olduguna isaret etmektedir.
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The Relationships Between Foreign Direct
Investments and Employment: Dynamic
Panel Data Causality Analysis on Developing
Countries (1991-2008)

Abstract

There is no a consensus about the probable effects of Foreign Direct Invest-
ments (FDI) on employment in the literature. Employment effects of FDI may
change according to the development level and economic structure of host co-
untry as well as amount, type, sector, purpose and country origin of FDI. This ar-
ticle examines the relationship between foreign direct investment and employ-
ment. In the study, dynamic panel causality tests for 27 developing countries
have been used setting the 1991-2008 periods as a basis. According to dynamic
panel causality test results, a unidirectional casual relationship from foreign di-
rect investments to employment has been observed in the short run. As a result
this finding of the study indicates that FDI are an import determinant of employ-
ment in developing countries in the short run.
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
