Ozet

Yirminci ylUzyilin sonlarinda toplumsal ve siyasal degisme formu olarak ortaya gi-
kan kiresellesme siyaseti yeniden yapilandirmaktadir.

Abstract

Globalization that appeared as the form of social and political change at the end
of the 20th century has been reshaping politics. The political form of the mo-
dern world established its legitimacy as capitalist nation-state has been losing
its legitimacy in the face of the current economic and political crises.
