Analizi Yardimiyla Insani Gelismislik
Endeksine Alternatif Bir Yaklasim

Ozet

Birlesmis Milletler Kalkinma Programi tarafindan 1990 yilindan beri her yil yayin-
lanan insani Gelismislik Endeksi (ilkelerin bu anlamda bir degerlendirmesini yap-
maktadir. Endeks yardimiyla ulkelerin gelismisliklerine ait yilhk degisimler belir-
lenebilmekte ve Ulkelerin kendi aralarindaki kiyaslamalar gerceklestirilebilmekte-
dir. Ancak endeksin hesaplanmasinda kullanilan degiskenlere ve yénteme iligkin
elestirel yaklagimlar glinimuizde halen devam etmektedir.

Bu calismada Avrupa’da yer alan 38 (ilkenin geligsmiglik diizeylerini incelemek
amaciyla kiimeleme analizi ve diskriminant analizi tekniklerinden yararlaniimig-
tir. Elde edilen geligsmislik gruplarina iligkin diskriminant fonksiyonu olusturulmus
ve fonksiyondaki 6nemli gostergeler belirlenmistir.

Human Development Index, published by United Nations Development Prog-
ram since 1990, evaluates countries in this sense. In can be determined annual
changes of countries development by index and can be carried out comparisons
among countries. But, it has been already gone on critical approaches concer-
ning dimensions and methods during calculating of index nowadays.

In this study, cluster analysis and discriminant analysis techniques were used ai-
ming at examination of developing levels of 38 countries in Europe. It was made
discriminant function related to obtained development groups and important indi-
cators were determined in function.
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
