Balzac, insanin kendi ben’inin
otesinde gercek baska bir ben’in oldugunu ve bu ben’in manyetik deneyimlerle
sonsuzluga ve gerceklige erisebilecegine inanmaktadir.

Volkan ERTURK tarihsel incelemesinde, Edirne bostancibasilarindan El hac
Veliyiiddin b. Habib’e ait verileri igeren 1768 tarihli Rodoscukser’iyye
sicillerine kaydedilmis tereke kaydindan elde edilen bilgiler dlciisiinde 6nemli
degerlendirmeler yapiyor.

OZER, orgiitlere
boylesine katkilar saglayan kalite yonetimini, bu anlayisin kurucusu sayilan
Edwards Deming’in  yasamoykiisii  baglamindaalanyazini  taramasina
dayanarakinceliyor.

Esra OZHANCI, Hasan YILMAZ ile Hanifi TEKIN ortak makalede, odiillii
peyzaj fotograflarini analitik bir yaklagimla ele aliyor. Calisma boyunca g¢ok
sayida ilging resim ve yoruma yer veriliyor.

Duygu Oztin PASSERAT iletisimle ilgili incelemesinde,Tiirkiye Cumbhuriyeti
Basbakan1 Recep Tayyip ERDOGAN’1m, kamuoyunda oldukga fazla tartisma
yaratan, sezaryen ve kiirtaj konusundaki aciklamalartyla ilgili haberi ve bu
haber sonrasinda kadinlarin yaptiklar protesto gosterilerini Sézcii, Cumhuriyet,
Milliyet, Zaman ve Yeni Akit gibi gazetelerin ilk sayfalarinda nasil verdiklerini
ele aliyor.

Karsilastirmali yazin elestirisine dayali ortak calismada, Medine SIVRI ile Isil
KOYLU mitolojik &gelerin, yazinsal yapitlarn  degisime ugrayarak
yinelendikleri ve insanlarin degisik kiiltiirlerde yasasalar bile ortak noktalarda
bulusabilecekleri savindan yola c¢ikarak karsilagtirmali yazin ve mitoloji
iligkisini ortaya ¢ikarmayi deniyor.

Bu yakinlik,
Musavver Japon Cocuklar: drneginde oldugu gibi bir¢ok aragtirmacinin yapitina
konu olmaktadir. Bu yapit, Tiirk aydinlarinin Japonlara bakis acisini ortaya
koyma bakimindan 6nemli bir kaynak niteligindedir.

Bu ¢alismada “Cevirmen bir
okuryazar midir?” sorusuna tatmin edici bir yanit bulabilmek amaciyla, okuma
ve ¢evirme eylemleri sdylem dilbilimi agisindan degerlendiriliyor. Bu amagla,
yazili metni olusturan “sozciik, sézce, sOylem” gibi par¢asal ve pargaiistii
Ogelerin ¢evirmen tarafindan nasil okunmasi ve yorumlanmasi gerektigi
arastiriliyor.

The second issue of our Journal consists of fifteenarticles in Turkish, French
and English, presented in the order of author names and covering different
fields, such as comparative literature, history, geography, political sciences,
economics, linguistics, anthropology and art. Wealso start to introduce newly
published books in publication evaluation section.

The first article written in co-authorship by Nurhayat CALISKAN AKCETIN
and Eyiip AKCETIN focuses on the historical development of liberalism and
transformation of neo-liberalist understanding that developed after the 1970s.

Irfan ATALAY and Ayten ER examine in the absurd theatre play Quay West
the lives of people who belong to different social groups and are the slaves of
the gradually growing capitalist economy and unhappiness. The author or the
artist, as an agent, forms and expresses the “worldview”, which is constituted by
the “potential conscious” of the society.

Murat ATES analyzes the awareness and opinion of secondary school students
about the actions which are necessary for the development of tourism and
resources of tourism, strengths and weaknesses of tourism, social, economic,
environmental and cultural effects of tourism in Edirne province.

Hungarian academician and researcher Krisztian BENE deals with the French
colonial troops that wage war with French. BENE presents the short history of
these troops and their participation in the World War 1.

Aydin ERTEKIN studies the subject of hypnosis and how this medically
controversial topic of that time, which caught the interest of writers, was dealt
in Balzac’s novel entitled L’ Enfant Maudit. The writer viewed hypnosis and
animal magnetism as significant tools in uncovering one’s utopian personality.
Balzac believed that humans possessed individuality besides theirs, and reality
and eternity could be obtained through magnetic experiments.
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Volkan ERTURK examines the heritage record dated 1768 containing the data
belonging to the deceased Edirne Chief Gardener El hac Veliyiiddin b. Habib
included in the judicial court registers of Rodosguk.

Ayse Banu KARADAG analyzes the woman translators who translated from
Western languages into Ottoman Turkish from the Tanzimat to the Second
Constitution (II. Mesrutiyet) as well as the works translated by these translators
which include their prefaces and epilogues.

M. Akif OZER examines the quality management as a management system that
meets or exceeds the expectations of customers to improve the process of
institutional and corporate employees, values, and principles. In this study,
quality management, which is providing contributions to various organizations,
will be examined along with the story of life of Edward Deming who is
regarded as the founder of this approach.

In the ninth article written in co-authorship by Esra OZHANCI, Hasan
YILMAZ and Hanifi TEKIN, a number of award-winning landscape
photographs are analyzed critically. Many interesting photographs and
comments are present throughout the study.

Duygu Oztin PASSERAT aims at tackling the prime minister of the Republic of
Turkey Recep Tayyip Erdogan’s controversial speech about abortion and
caesarean section and the news protesting his speech by showing how the media
represented all this polemic through the analyses of the various types of
argumentation.

Medine SIVRI and Is1l KOYLU aim to reveal the relation between mythology
and comparative literature based on the assumption that the mythological
elements are echoed in literary works by undergoing through changes, people
sharing common grounds even they may belong to different cultures.

Isa SPAHIU and Arben XHEMAILI aim to shed some light on the productive
use of the suffix -er in English and German, which, from the word-formation
point of view, is the same derivation suffix to express the identical meanings.
However the article investigates word-formative patterns for nomina agentis in
English and German from a phonological-morphological and semantic-
syntactical point of view.

Sezgin TOSKA analyzes the development and usage differences of the concepts
of environment and ecology. These discursive differences are examined through
illustrations of media studies consisting of poster, television program, movies,
and news story.

Cafer ULU and Cahit KAHRAMAN examine the Turkey — Japan relations in a
historical perspective. Turkish people have had great interest and sympathy
towards the Japanese. As a result of this, Turkish intellectuals wrote or
translated books about the Japanese and tried to introduce their Japanese friends
to their own society. One of these books is the subject of their article, namely
Musavver Japon Cocuklar: (Japanese Children Illustrated). This book stands as
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an important resource for identifying the standpoint of Turkish intellectuals
about the Japanese.

Selim YILMAZ and Arsun Uras YILMAZ examine the relationship between
“reading” and “translation”, and between “literacy” and “interpreter ship. They
aim to find a satisfactory answer to the question “Is the interpreter a real
literate?” The “reading” and “interpreting” actions will be considered in the
frame of linguistics of discourse. For this reason, the study examines how the
elements with the components such as “word, utterance, discourse”, which
constitute the written text and also the prosodic factors that constitute the extra
components, are to be read and interpreted by an interpreter.

The present issue of the Journal also contains reviews of three newly published
books.
