what they read, they can neither follow the developments in daily life nor succeed in their academic lives at 
school. In order for an individual to gain the skill of lifelong learning, the individual should have the habit of 
reading. Preschool period is a period in which children are prepared to read through various factors. The 
interaction of children who learn by watching their environment via their senses of curiosity and discovery with 
books occurs in this period. In this period, it is important to ensure that the child interacts with the books and that 
the child is interested in the books.Pre-school teachers and pre-service teachers are the ones who will foster

opinions about reading. This is a qualitative study. The study employed the case study design and the data were 
collected through the interview method. The participants of the study are 20 third-year students attending the 
department of pre-school teacher education. The collected data were analyzed by using the content analysis 
method. The pre-service teachers stated that reading most changed their views of the world. The pre-service 
teachers think that the most important factor preventing them from reading is technology. The findings of the 
study have revealed that their book reading habit is at the medium level in general. The pre-service teachers 
stated that they generally read novel genre, that their primary source for obtaining books is libraries and that their 
elementary school teachers had the greatest effect on their gaining the habit of reading. 
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
