cies in the application, and the alterations to be made in the future. Ayfer Sahin, is evalu-
ating Turkish textbook considering the criteria mentioned according to teachers’ opinions.
Talat Aytan, is questioning what can be done to give students writing skills in Turkish teach-
ing.

The articles about teaching mother tongue are followed by three articles about
teaching foreign language. Like Abdulvahap Ozpolat’s article, how democracy and dem-
ocratic understanding should be reflected on education and Halik Unsal’s article that clar-
ifies blended learning system, in this issue you will find valuable studies from each other
