Bir Bakis” baslikli calismalariyla denetim konusuna farkli yaklasan Isveg ile Tiirkiye’yi
karsilastirarak denetim olgusunu transnasyonel ¢er¢evede sunmaktadirlar.

Diirdane Bayram Jacobs, Tiirk Egitim Sistemi i¢inde yararli olabilecek bir anlayist
bize “Japonya’da Fen ve Fizik Ogretmenlerinin Mesleki Gelisimi ve Mesleki Geligimde Japon
Yaklasimi: Ders Arastirmast” baglkli calismasiyla tamtiyor. Ogretmen egitiminde 6nemli
olan bu yaklasimi 6zellikle hizmet Oncesi ve hizmet-i¢i egitimlerde kullanmanin,
Ogretmenlerin mesleki gelisimleri ve nitelikli Ogretim yapmasina yardimci olacagi
vurgulaniyor.

Senar Temel ve inci Morgil, “Kimya Laboratuvarinda Problem Cézme Uygulamalart”
baglikli ¢alismada kimya laboratuvarinda problem ¢ézme uygulamalarima katilan 6gretmen
adaylarinin;  performanslarmin  belirlenmesi, final snavlarindaki performanslarinin
incelenmesi ve performanslarinin problem ¢ézme becerisini algilama, bilimsel islem becerisi
ve mantiksal diisiinme yetenegi degiskenleri tarafindan yordanip yordanmadigini belirlemeyi
amaglamislar ve 6gretmen adaylarinin performanslarmndaki degisimin %42’sinin modele dahil
edilen problem ¢6zme becerisini algilama, bilimsel islem becerisi ve mantiksal diigiinme
yetenegi degiskenleri tarafindan birlikte yordandigi sonucuna ulasmslardir.

Kiibra Atalay Kabasakal ve Hiilya Kelecioglu, “PIS4 2006 Ogrenci Anketinde Yer
Alan Maddelerin Degisen Madde Fonksiyonu A¢isindan Incelenmesi” baghkl ¢alismalariyla
bir kez daha uluslararasi standart testleri sorguluyorlar. Degisen madde fonksiyonu
(DMF)’nun cinsiyetleraras: farkliliklardan kaynaklanabilecegi gibi, kiiltiirel farkliliklardan ve
testlerin bagka bir dile cevrilmesinde karsilasilan sorunlardan da kaynaklanabilecegini
vurgulayip standart testlerin kiiltiirel temellerinin nasil standart hale getirilmesi gerektigi
konusunda bize ipucu veriyorlar.

Jarostaw Krajka, “Géreve Dayali Yazma Egitimi Ortami Olarak Web 2.0 Cevrimici
Isbirligi Araglary” bashkli calismastyla, {iniversite dgrencilerinin yazma becerilerini gelistirmede
elektronik ortamlarm nasil ise kosulabilecegine iliskin drekler veriyor.

Elektronik ortamlarda 6grenme diizeylerinin Olgiilmesi ise gitgide daha da Onem
kazanmakta. Yasemin Giilbahar, “E-Ogrenme Ortamlarmda Katilimcilarm Hazir
Bulunusluk ve Memnuniyet Diizeylerinin Olgiilmesi i¢in Olcek Gelistirme Calismast” baslikli
Oleek gelistirme caligmasiyla 6grencilerin siireg 6ncesinde e-6grenme siirecine iligkin hazir
bulunugluk diizeyleri, slire¢ sonrasinda memnuniyet diizeylerinin belirlenmesi ve dikkate
alinmasi, hem siirece hem de sonuca iliskin ¢ok 6nemli bulgular ortaya ¢ikmasina; bu
bulgulara dayali yeni yaklasim ve stratejilerin iiretilmesi ile e-6grenme siirecinde dgretimin



etkiliginin ve verimliliginin artmasma katki saglayabilecek etkenleri bulmaya yonelik
cabalar1 belirleyen bir 6lgek sunuyor.

“Jlkogretim Ogrencileri Standart Olmayan Sézel Problemlerin Coziimlerine Ne Kadar
Gergekgi Yaklasiyorlar?” baglikli galismalariyla Cigdem Kilig, Sinan Olkun ve Hatice
Olkun bize; ilkogretim (4, 5, 6 ve 7. sinif) dgrencilerinin standart olmayan sozel problemlerin
¢oziimlerine ne tiirden yanitlar verdikleri, verdikleri bu yanitlarin sinif, cinsiyet ve sosyo-
ekonomik diizeylerine gore degisip degismedigine ilisgkin birinci elden veri sagliyorlar.
Arastirmadan elde edilen bulgulara bakildiginda, 6grencilerin 6nemli bir kisminin standart
olmayan s6zel problemlere gercekei olmayan yanitlar verdikleri, bunun yani sira problemlerin
¢oziimii sirasinda teknik hatalar yaptiklari, ¢ok sayida Ogrencinin problemlere yanit
veremedigi goriilmiistiir. Problemlere verilen yanitlarin 6grencilerin iginde bulunduklari
sosyo-ekonomik diizeye ve sinifa bagli oldugu ancak cinsiyete bagl olmadigs; iist siniflar ve
goreceli iist sosyo-ckonomik boélgede olan Ogrencilerin daha fazla sayida gergekei yanit
verdigi saptanmustir.

Ali Tiirkdogan ve Adnan Baki, “[lkogretim Ikinci Kademe Matematik
Ogretmenlerinin Yanhslara Doniit Vermede Kullandiklar: Doniit Teknikleri” bashkli nitel
calismalarinda 6, 7 ve 8. sinif matematik derslerini 250 saat gézlemlemis, 30 saatlik kisminin
ayrintili olarak analiz edilmesiyle tespit edilip tanimlanan doniit teknikleri 6 baslikta
adlandirilmistir: 1) Yanlisi Gormezden Gelme veya Dogru Olarak Kabul Etme, 2) Cevabi
Séyleme, 3) Yanlis Deme, 4) Celiski Olusturma, 5) Basitlestirme, 6) Iliskilendirme.

Kasim Karakiitiik, Binali Tun¢, Tuncer Biilbiil, Giiven Ozdem, Murat Tasdan,
Oner Celikkaleli ve Arslan Bayram bizlerle ulusal diizeyde bir bilimsel arastirma projesinin
sonuglarint  “Tiirkiye’'de Genel Ortadgretim Okullarimin  Biiyiikliigiine Gére Fiziksel
Kosullarin Yeterligi” baslikli ¢alismalariyla paylasiyorlar. Aragtirma sonucunda, okullardaki
fiziksel kosullarin tamamina yakininin yeterliginin okul biiylikliigiine gére anlamli diizeyde
farklilastig1 belirlenmistir. Arastirma sonuglaria gore kiiciik ve orta biiylikliikteki okullarin
fiziksel kosullari, biiyiik okullardan daha yeterlidir. Buna gore 1200 6grenciye kadar olan
biiytikliik, kent merkezlerindeki genel liseler i¢in en uygun biiytikliktiir.

Ogretmen adaylarinin hizmet oncesinde yaptigi uygulamalarin toplumun gercek
ihtiyaclarina yonelmesi saglikli 6gretmen egitimi igin gereklidir. Dilek Acer, Miige Sen ve
Aysegiil Ergiil, “Okuloncesi Ogretmen Adaylarmin ‘Topluma Hizmet Uygulamalari’ Dersi
ile Bu Uygulamalara Iliskin Goriislerinin Incelenmesi” konulu arastirmalariyla okuléncesi
6gretmen adaylarinin, “Topluma Hizmet Uygulamalari” dersi kapsaminda gergeklestirdikleri
uygulamalar ile bu uygulamalara iligskin goriis ve Onerilerini aragtirarak, “Topluma Hizmet
Uygulamalar1” dersinin dgretmen adaylarinin mesleki gelisimine katki saglamakla kalmayip
ayni zamanda Ozgiiven ve iletisim gibi boyutlarda kisisel gelisimlerine de katki getirdigini
ortaya ¢ikariyorlar.

Erten Gokee, “Kirk Yil Sonra — Davranis Bozuklugu Gosterme Riski Olan Okuléncesi
Cagr Cocuklar I¢in Kurallarin, Ovgiiniin ve Planli Aldirmazligin Onemi” baglkli, orjinali
Ingilizce olan 6nemli bir makalenin gevirisiyle okul oncesi egitim alaninda énemli olan,
motivasyon ve 6diil degiskenlerine iligkin donemsel arastirmay1 bize tanitiyor.

Banu Culha Ozbas ve Erdal Aslan, “llkégretim Ogrencilerinin Tarihsel Bilgiye
Yénelik Goriislerini Belirleme Olgegi” bashkli ¢alismalariyla ilkdgretim &grencilerinin
tarihsel bilgiye yonelik goriislerini belirleme amaciyla gecerli ve giivenilir bir dlgek gelistirme



cabalarin1 bizimle paylasiyorlar. Olgek ayni zamanda, ilkégretim ogrencilerinin tarihsel
bilgiye yonelik goriislerini belirlemek iizere Tiirkiye’de gelistirilen 6zgiin ilk dlgek olma
niteligini tasimaktadir.

Mehmet Saglam, “dnkara Universitesi Egitim Fakiiltesi nin Kurulug Siireci Uzerine
Bir Sozlii Tarih Denemesi” galigmasiyla, fakiilte dergisinin de merkezi ve iilkemizin en koklii
Egitim Fakiiltelerinden birisi olan Ankara Universitesi Egitim (Bilimleri) Fakiiltesi’nin
kurulus hikayesi, hem yazili kaynaklardan hem de bu siiregte aktif gorev alan ve katkida
bulunan 6nemli {i¢ kisinin anlatilarina bagli olarak sunmaktadir.

From the Editor

The problems in educational system in Turkey are getting much more every day. This
makes the educators much more responsible than earlier. Journal of Faculty of Educational
Sciences took this responsibility in a conscious manner and contribute to solving problem.
The journal that has been publishing since its foundation (1968) has launched very important
scientific articles.

Nilgiin Dag discusses the evaluations on the phenomenon of authority, within the
framework of constructivism. First, the notion of authority is examined under phenomenal
context. Suffocating hegemony of authority versus anti-authoritarianism was discussed with
both their positive and negative aspects.

Koksal Boztas and Kemal Oguz Er provides us a transnational perspective by their
article with the title of “An overview of the Swedish Education System and Supervision”.

Diirdane Bayram Jacobs with her article called “Professional development of
Japanese science and physics teachers and Japanese approach in professional development:
lesson study” discussed lesson study application in teaching and give us examples about using
it in the preservice and in-service teacher education.

Senar Temel and Inci Morgil aimed at determining the performance of teacher
candidates, who have participated in problem solving applications in chemistry laboratory, to
examine their performance in the final exams and to determine whether their performance is
predicted by variables of perception on problem solving skill, scientific process skill and
logical thinking skills by their articles with the title “Problem Solving Applications in
Chemistry Laboratory”.

Kiibra Atalay Kabasakal and Hiilya Kelecioglu make an evaluative study on the
standard test with their article with the title of “Evaluation of attitude items in PISA 2006
student questionnaire in terms of differential item functioning”. They imply the different
dimensions of standard test by mentioning cultural differences and translational restrictions
stand among the possible reasons of the observation of differential item functioning (DIF).

Jarostaw Krajka contributes to the journal by an article with the title of “Web 2.0
online collaboration tools as environments for task-based writing instruction”. The paper
presents an overview of a pilot study aiming at developing university students’ writing
competence with the use of a selected Web 2.0 collaboration tool as authoring environment
for Task-Based Language Teaching. As it was found out, the idea of learning writing in
collaboration mediated by online resources was new to students and the awareness of how to
make the best use of peer editing and peer feedback had to be established among students
first.

Yasemin Giilbahar developing an scale for e-learning environments by the article of
“Study of developing scales for assessment of the levels of readiness and satisfaction of
participants in e-learning environments” and give us some clues about the effective usage of
e-learning environments’ limits and possibilities.

Cigdem Kili¢, Sinan Olkun and Hatice Olkun contribute by an article with the title
“How realistically do the elementary school students approach to non-routine word
problems?” They investigated middle grade (4 to 7th grade) students’ solutions to non-
standard word problems and changes in their solutions with respect to grade level, gender, and



socio-economic status. Results showed that most of the students produced non-realistic
solutions to word problems. Many students either made technical mistakes or were not able to
produce any solutions. The types of answers did not change with respect to gender but socio-
economic status and grade level. Students in upper grades and with a relatively high socio-
economic background more frequently gave realistic answers to problems.

Ali Tiirkdogan and Adnan Baki by their qualitative study called “Primary school
second-grade mathematics teachers’ feedback strategies to students mistakes” delineate the
behaviorist and constructivist approaches in mathematic teaching. In this research 250 hours
mathematics course in sixth, seventh and eighth grades are observed and types of feedback
are categorized in six categories from 30 hours of observations which are examined in detail:
1) Ignoring Mistake or Acting as if It is True 2) Giving Answer 3) Saying “it is Wrong” 4)
Establishing Cognitive Conflict 5) Simplifying 6) Using Analogy. The study is a case study
because of the study’s data acquired from five teachers’ lessons. It is a qualitative study in
terms of data collection and analysis dimension and in that it doesn’t include the aim of
making generalization.

Kasim Karakiitiik, Binali Tung, Tuncer Biilbiil, Giiven Ozdem, Murat Tasdan,
Oner Celikkaleli and Arslan Bayram summarizes us their national project called “The
adequacy of physical conditions of public high schools in Turkey according to their sizes”
According to the results of the study, although the physical conditions of schools differ
according to their sizes, in general small, medium sized and large schools physical conditions
are inadequate. In the study, it is seen that administrators, teachers and students find small and
medium sized schools’ physical conditions more adequate than the large one and it is pointed
out that the optimal size of public high schools in city centers of Turkey is up to 1200
students.

Dilek Acer, Miige Sen and Aysegiil Ergiill with “A study on the viewpoints of
preschool teacher candidates on “Community Service” course” determined the opinions of
pre-service trainers studying at preschool education program and to collect their suggestions
about “Community Service” course requirement practices. Student responses have been
summarized and qualitatively analyzed by the descriptive analysis technique. The responses
collected have been examined considering the contributions of the course, problems
encountered, support received, recommendations and comments. They show us the
importance of community participation for better preschool education.

Erten Gokce make a translation an article “Forty Years Later — The Value of Praise,
Ignoring, and Rules for Preschoolers at Risk for Behavior Disorders” by Peggy P. Hester, Jo
M. Robert and A. Gable Hendrickson.

Banu Culha Ozbas and Erdal Aslan provide us a scale called “The instrument for
determining the views of primary school students about historical knowledge”. They aimed at
developing a reliable and valid instrument in order to determine the primary school students’
view about historical knowledge. At the same time, this instrument is also the first original
instrument developed for determining the primary school students’ view about historical
knowledge in Turkey.

Mehmet Saglam provide us first hand experiences about foundation of the Faculty of
Educational Sciences at Ankara University by an oral history study called “An oral history
try on the process of the foundation of Ankara university faculty of education”



Necmettin Teker, Salih Bardakci, Gulcan Numanoglu, Mehmet Kurt give us a
memorial study about the Prof. Dr. Cevat ALKAN who is one of the pioneers of Educational
Technology and Distance Learining in Turkey by their article called “Prof. Dr. Cevat ALKAN
through the eyes of his students”.
