Bilindigi lizere,
Agustos ayinda enstitiimiiz yonetimi degisince, tabiatiyla dergimizin
editor basta olmak {lizere yayimn kurullarinda da degisiklik zorunlu
hale gelmistir. Iste, Yakin Dénem Tiirkiye Arastirmalari Dergisi’nin
Aralik sayis1 bu yeni yonetim tarafindan hazirlanmistir

Surasi bir gergek ki, Istanbul Universitesi Atatiirk Ilkeleri ve In-
kilap Tarihi Enstitlisii, 1933’de kurulmasi itibariyle Tiirkiye’nin ilk
Inkilap Tarihi Enstitiisiidiir (o yillarda ismi sadece Inkilap Enstitii-
sii). O yillardaki amaci, Atatiirk’iin nderlik ettigi Tiirk Inkilab1’ns,
bu devri bizzat yasamis ve hazirlamis insanlarin sicaklik ve heye-
canini yeni nesillere aktarmakti. Bu misyonu {istlenenler arasinda;
Yusuf Kemal Tengirsek, Yusuf Hikmet Bayur, Mahmut Esat Bozkurt
ve Recep Peker gibi siyaset ve ilim adamlar1 vardi. Ancak, gecen
yillar i¢inde inkilab1 yasayan ve uygulayan kimseler kalmayinca,
onlarin fikir ve uygulamalarinin bilimsel yontemlerle arastirilmasi
geregi dogmus ve bunun sonucunda biitiin inkilap Tarihi enstitii-
lerinin amaclar1 arasina, Tiirk Inkilabi’n1 biitiin yonleriyle bilimsel
olarak arastirmak ve lisansiistli calismalarinin yapilmasini saglamak
girmistir.

Cumhuriyetimizin 95. yilin1 idrak ettigimiz su giinlerde, ensti-
tiimiiz ilk giiniin heyecan ve vazife bilinciyle Tiirk Inkilabi’n1 ve
sonuclarini bilimsel olarak incelemeye devam etmektedir. Bu incele-
melerin yer aldig1 Yakin Donem Tiirkiye Arastirmalar1 Dergisi, son
iki sene i¢inde periyodik olarak yayinlanmayi basararak, ULAKBIM
tarafindan taranmak tlizere inceleme siirecine alinan ulusal dergiler
arasma katilmistir. Bundan sonraki hedefimiz, 5nce ULAKBIM ta-
rafindan taranmak, ardindan da isim ve icerikte bir takim degisiklik-
lere giderek dergimizi uluslararasi standartlara ulagtirmaktir.

Bu sayimiz, bes arastirma makalesi, bir ¢evrim-yaz1 ve bir kitap
tanittmindan meydana gelmektedir. Dr. Ogr. Uyesi Sezen Karabulut,
Bagbakanlik Osmanli Arsivi belgelerine dayanarak “Osmanli Dev-
leti’nin Muhasim Devlet Politikasina Bir Ornek: Trablusgarp Savasi
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ve Izmir’deki Italyanlar” baslikli makalesini hazirlamistir. Karabu-
lut, ¢alismasinda, XIX. Yiizyil ortalarindan itibaren hukuken sekil-
lenmis olan “muhasim devlet ve tebaasi”na yonelik uygulamalari,
Trablusgarp Savasi sirasinda izmir italyanlar1 6rnegi iizerinden or-
taya koymustur. Savasi sirasinda Izmir Italyanlar1 6rnegi iizerinden
ortaya koymustur.

Devlet Arsivleri Genel Midiir Yardimcisi olarak bir biirokratik
tecriibeye sahip bulunan Prof. Dr. Mustafa Budak, “Ermeni Meselesi
Acisindan Basbakanlik Osmanli Arsivi’nin Onemi” adli makalesin-
de, Ermeni meselesi ¢ercevesinde Basbakanlik Osmanli Arsivi’ne
yonelik kapalilik iddialar iizerinde durmus ve bu iddialarin gergek-
ligini sorgulamistir. Ayrica Budak, hem Devlet Arsivleri’nin yayimn-
lari, hem de Bagbakanlik Osmanli Arsivi’ne dayanarak kaleme alin-
mis -Ermeni meselesine iliskin- diger akademik yayinlar {izerinden
Bagbakanlik Osmanli Arsivi’nin 6nemini degerlendirmistir.

Dr. Derya Levent Miyak’in Enstitiimiizde, Dog. Dr. Serkan Tuna
danmismanliginda hazirladig1 “Atatiirk Doneminde Milli Miidafaa
Vekaleti ve Giivenlik Politikalar1 (1923-1938)” baslikli doktora te-
zinden tiiretilmis ve danigsmanin ikinci yazar oldugu “Milli Miidafaa
Vekaleti’nin Lojistik Faaliyetleri Kapsaminda Satin Alma ve Teda-
rik Mevzuati (1923-1938)” baslikli makalesi, Atatiirk donemi Tiirk
ordusunun her tiirlii ihtiyacinin karsilanmasina 6nemli olan mevzuat
ve ugradig1 degisimleri anlatmaktadir.

Dr. Ogr. Uyesi Giirbiiz Arslan’in makalesi ise “Nuri Sait Pasa’nin
Tiirkiye Ziyareti ve 1946 Tiirkiye-Irak Dostluk ve Iyi Komsuluk
Antlagmast” adin1 tasimaktadir. Makalede yazildig:r gibi bir Tiirk
dostu olan Nuri Sait Pasa’nin, Tiirkiye ile Irak iligkilerini gelistir-
mek icin ne kadar gayret gosterdigini; bu arada 1946°da Tiirkiye’ye
yaptig1 ziyaret esnasinda imzalanan Tiirkiye-Irak Dostluk Antlagma-
si’nin hangi sartlarda imzalandigini ve antlagsma sonrasi Tiirk ve Irak
meclislerinde nelerin yasandigin1 Giirbiiz Arslan’in makalesinden
o0grenmek miimkiindiir. Calisma, donem gazeteleri ile TBMM Zabit
Cerideleri esas alinarak hazirlanmistir.

Dergimizde yer alan son arastirma makalesi ise Dr. Mehmet Giin-
diiz’e ait olup, “Tiirk Milli Egitim Sisteminde Barig Goniilliileri ve
Faaliyetleri” bashigimni tasimaktadir. Yazarinin belirttigi lizere ma-
kalenin amaci, Baris Gontlliileri’nin Tirk egitim sistemi igindeki
yerini gostermektir. ABD vatandasi olan bu kimselerin, {iniversite
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mezunu olmalarina ragmen, 6gretmenlik formasyonundan yoksun
bir halde olduklar1 ve daha ziyade Ingilizce 6gretmenligi yaptiklari,
Giindiiz’iin makalesinden anlagilmaktadir. Aslinda Baris Goniillii-
leri, Giindiiz’lin makalesinden 6grendigimize gore; ABD Bagkani
Kennedy tarafindan 1960 yilinda baris zamanindaki askeri giice al-
ternatif olarak diisiiniilmiis bir programin ad1 olup, Amerikan ¢ikar-
larin1 gézetmekteydi.

Yakin Donem Tiirkiye Arastirmalari’nda yer alan tek ¢evrim-ya-
z1 Dr. Ogr. Uyesi Hayriinisa Alp’e ait olup, “Halil Fikret Kanat’in
Muallimler Mecmuasi’nda Yayinlanmis Iki Yazisi: Mekteplerimizin
Yeni Teskilat1 Hakkinda I-11” bagliklidir. Bu ¢evrim-yazinin amaci,
Tiirkiye nin 6nde gelen egitimcilerinden Halil Fikret Kanat’in 1928
oncesinde Muallimler Mecmuasi’nda yaymlanmis iki makalesini
yeni Tiirk harflerine aktarmak ve Kanat’in goriislerinin kisa bir ana-
lizini yapmaktir.

Dergimizde yer alan son yazi, enstitiimiiz doktora 6grencilerin-
den Efe Gilizeloglu’na ait bir kitap tanitimidir. Kitap, Prof. Dr. Mus-
tafa Budak’m “Misak-1 Milli’den Lozan’a, Idealden Gergege Tiirk
D1s Politikast” adli eseridir. Bu eserin elestirel bir tanitimini sunan
Giizeloglu’na gore; yazar, bir dis politika meselesini tarihi malze-
me iizerinden tartigmaktadir. Boyle bir yaklasimin gerekli oldugunu
savunan Gilizeloglu, bu sayede zaten gii¢lii gelenege sahip olan dip-
lomasi aygitinin fikri derinlik kazanacagi goriisiindedir. Bu bakim-
dan Giizeloglu, Budak’in Misak-1 Milli’den Lozan’a adl1 kitabinin,
onemli bir eser oldugunu diistinmektedir.

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LETTER FROM THE EDITOR

Every beginning means new hopes and new excitements. At
the same it purports a great responsibility. As is known, in August,
when the administration of our institute changed, naturally, a change
notably for the editor of our journal and editorial boards had become
compulsory. Hence the December issue of Recent Period Turkish
Studies was prepared by this new administration.

As a matter of fact, Istanbul University Institute of Ataturk’s
Principles and Reforms founded by year 1933 (in those years
its name was merely Revolution Institute) is the first institute of
Revolution History in Turkey. Its aim in those years was to hand
down Turkish Revolution, the fervor and excitement of people who
had experienced and prepared this era to the next generations. Among
those who undertook this mission there were such politicians and
scholars as Yusuf Kemal Tengirsek, Yusuf Hikmet Bayur, Mahmut
Esat Bozkurt and Recep Peker. However, when there remained no
one who lived and implemented the revolution in the past years,
the necessity of researching their ideas and practices with scientific
methods emerged. Thus, to scientifically survey Turkish Revolution
in all its aspects and provide graduate studies have been among the
purposes of all institutes of Revolution History.

In the days when we comprehend the 95th anniversary of our
Republic, our institute scientifically continues to examine the
Turkish Revolution and its results with the sense of excitement and
duty of'the first day. Journal of Recent Period Turkish Studies, which
include these studies has managed to be published periodically in the
past two years and joined the national journals pending to be indexed
by ULAKBIM. Our next target is to be indexed by ULAKBIM first
and then to make some changes in the name and content to bring our
journal to international standards.

This issue consists of five research articles, one transcription
and one book review. Assist. Prof. Dr. Sezen Karabulut prepared
her article entitled “An Example for the Ottoman Empire’s Policy
of Hostile State: The Turco-Italian War and Italians in Izmir” by
using the documents of the Ottoman Archives of the Prime
Ministry. Karabulut, in her study, shows the practices towards “the
hostile
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state and citizens” via the example of Italians in izmir during the
Turco-Italian War.

Prof. Dr. Mustafa Budak, who has the bureaucratic experience
of Deputy Director General of State Archives, focused on the
allegations of closed condition towards the Ottoman Archives of
the Prime Ministry within the framework of Armenian question in
his article entitled “The Importance of the Ottoman Archives of
The Prime Ministry for the Armenian Question” and examined the
reality of these claims. Budak also evaluated the significance of the
Ottoman Archives through the publications of both the State
Archives and other academic publications related to the Armenian
question and based on the Ottoman Archives of the Prime Ministry.

Dr. Derya Levent Miyak’s article titled “Purchasing and
Procurement Legislation within the Scope of the Logistic Activities
of the Ministry of National Defence (1923-1938)” was derived
from his Ph. D. thesis called “Ministry of National Defense and
the Security Policies in the Period of Atatiirk (1923-1938)”. His
thesis advisor is the second author of the article which describes the
legislation and its changes that were important in meeting all the
needs of the Turkish army in the period of Atatiirk.

Assist. Prof. Dr. Glirbliz Arslan’s article bears the name “Nuri
Said Pasha’s Visit to Turkey and the Treaty of Friendship and
Good Neighbourhood Concluded between Iraq and Turkey in
1946”. It is possible to learn from Glirbiiz Arslan’s article that as a
friend of Turks, how much Nuri Said Pasha gave his all to improve
the relations between Turkey and Iraq, under which conditions the
Turco-Iraqi Friendship Treaty was signed during his visit to Turkey
in 1946 and what happened in the assemblies of Turkey and Iraq
after the treaty. The study was prepared on the basis of newspapers
of the period and minutes of Turkish Grand National Assembly.

The last research article in our journal belongs to Dr. Mehmet
Giindiiz and is entitled “Peace Corps and their Activities in the
Turkish National Education System”. As the author states, the
purpose of the article is to show the position of Peace Corps within
the Turkish education system. It is understood from the article of
Glindiiz that these people, who were US citizens, were deprived
of teaching formation although they were university graduates and
they mostly worked as English teachers. As we learn from Giindiiz’s
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article, Peace Corps were originally conceived by the US President
Kennedy in 1960 as an alternative to military power in peace time.
It was the name of a program aimed at getting to know the peoples
of the target countries, to help them to develop and to introduce the
US and its people in a good way, therefore it was looking out for
American interests.

The only transcription in Recent Period Turkish Studies belongs
to Assist. Prof. Dr. Hayriinisa Alp and is titled “Halil Fikret
Kanat’s Two Articles in Muallimler Mecmuasi (Journal of
Teachers): Mekteplerimizin Yeni Teskilati Hakkinda I-II (About
the New Organization of Our Schools I-II). These two articles were
published before 1928 Alphabet Reform in Muallimler Mecmuasi
(Journal of Teachers). Thus, the purpose of this transcription is to
translate the two articles of Halil Fikret Kanat, who is one of the
prominent educators of Turkey, into new Turkish letters and make
a short analysis of his views.

The last essay in our journal is a book review by Efe Gilizeloglu
who is the Ph. D. student of our institute. The book is Prof. Mustafa
Budak’s treatise called “Misak-1 Milli’den Lozan’a, Idealden Gergege
Tiirk D1s Politikasi (From National Pact to Lausanne, Turkish Foreign
Policy from Ideal to Truth)”. According to Glizeloglu, who makes a
critical overview of this treatise, the author argues a foreign policy
issue in terms of historical material. Giizeloglu, who advocates such
an approach is necessary, has the opinion that the instrument of
diplomacy which has already had a strong tradition will thus gain an
intellectual depth. Consequently Giizeloglu concludes that Budak’s
book is an important treatise in this respect.

No doubt each study is the product of labor. I would like to
take this opportunity to express my thanks to everyone including
authors, referees, translators and secretariat who contributed for the
preparation of our journal.
