Bu sayida da birbirinden kiymetli dokuz makaleyi
istifadenize sunmaktayiz. Bu makaleler 6zellikle kiiltiirel etkilesimin farkli yonlerini
ve boyutlarint konu edinen nitelikleriyle dikkati ¢eken ¢alismalardir.

Tiirkler tarih boyunca farkli toplumlarla ve kiiltiirlerle siirekli etkilesim icerisinde
bulunmusg bir millettir. Birbirine uzak cografyalara dagilmis olmalari ve farkls tarihi
tecriibelerden gegmeleri nedeniyle Tiirk milleti de kendi i¢in de kiiltiirel anlamda
bir cesitlilik gostermektedir. Sibirya ile Orta Asya, Kafkasya ile Anadolu, Balkanlar
ile Orta Dogu'da yasayan Tiirk halklar: ortak dil, tarih ve kiiltiirii paylagmakla bera-
ber, kendine 6zgii kiiltiirel gesitlilikleri ile de biiyiik Tiirk uygarliginin zenginligine
deger katmaktadirlar.

Dalim Cigdem Unal'in Erasmus degisim programi ile Almanya ve Avusturyada
bulunan 56 farkl: iiniversiteden Tiirkiye'ye gelen 6grencilerin yazdigi 696 deneyim
raporundan yola ¢ikarak hazirladigi makale, modern zamanlarda Tiirklerin yabanc
kiiltiirlerle olan temasinin neticelerini gérme agisindan ¢arpict bir 6rnekeir.

Cemil Kutlutiirk’iin makalesi ise bundan on asir 6nce Hint kitasinda Miisliiman
Tiirk idarecilerin yaptiklar faaliyetlerle Hint dili ve literatiiriiniin gelisiminde oy-
nadigs rolii ortaya koyan bir calismadir. Makalede, erken dénem Hindi dilinde ya-
zilan tasavvufi eserler incelenerek Miisliimanlarin Hint dili ve edebiyatina katki ele
alinmaktadir.

Miinire Kevser Bag'in caligmast ise destanlarin ve eski edebi kaynaklarin bu saha-
daki yeni caligmalart nasil etkiledigini konu edinmektedir. Ayni kiiltiir icerisinde
dénemler arasindaki gegis ve etkilesim ise kiiltiirel siirekliligin anlagilmast agisindan
onem tagimakrtadir.

Najimudinova, Maksiidiinov, Ozden, Bagirzade ve Tazhibayev'in ortak galismasi ise
Kirgizistan —Tiirkiye Manas Universitesi, Hali¢ Universitesi, Azerbaycan Devlet Ik-
tisat Universitesi ve Hoca Ahmet Yesevi Universitesi'nde Isletme egitimi gormekte
olan dgrenciler tizerine uygulanan bir ankete dayali kargilagtirmali bir ¢alismadir.
Tiirk Konseyi iiyesi kurucu dort tilkede, Kirgizistan, Tiirkiye, Azerbaycan ve Ka-
zakistan'da gelecegin potansiyel girisimcileri, liderleri ve ydneticileri olan isletme
béliimii 8grencilerinin is etigine yonelik tutumlari ortaya konulmustur.

Kisaca degindigimiz bu makalelerin disinda da Orhan Pamuk’un Beyaz Kale roma-
nina yogunlagilarak hazirlanmig ve bir Tiirk yazarin nasil Avrupali Oryantalist ya-
zim gelenegini benimsedigini gozler 6niine seren makale; Oyun teorisi baglaminda
Suriye krizinde Tiirkiye ve Iran'in politikalarini karsilastiran galisma; 15 Temmuz
Darbesi’nin toplumsal ve siyasi nedenleri iizerinde duran analiz giincel konular: ele
alan eskimeyecek nitelikte caligmalardir.

These articles are striking studies particularly with
their characteristics addressing different aspects and dimensions of cultural intera-
ction.

The collaborative study by Najimudinov to, Makstidiinov, Ozden, Bagirza and the
Tazhibayev is a comparative study based on a survey applied to students who study
business at Kyrgyz - Turkish Manas University, Hali¢ University, Azerbaijan State
University of Economics and Akhmet Yassawi University. This study aims to reveal
actitudes of Business students as future entrepreneurs and managers toward busi-
ness ethics in Kyrgyzstan, Turkey, Kazakhstan and Azerbaijan, the four-founding
member of the Turkish Council.

Besides these articles which we mentioned briefly, the article which focuses on Or-
han Pamuk’s White Castle novel and shows how a Turkish author adopts the legacy
of European Orientalist writing; the study which compares the policies of Turkey
and Iran in the Syrian crisis in the context of the Game Theoretical Analysis; the
analysis focusing on the social and political reasons of the July 15 coup are the up
to date works that address current issues.
