Kiymetli Okurlar,

biligin yeni sayisini istifadenize sunmanin sevinci ile yeni yilintzt kutlar, saglikl, huzurlu ve
basarili bir yil gecirmenizi dileriz. 2018, Tiirk diinyasinin biitiinlesmesi siirecinde son derece
verimli bir yil oldu. 3 Eyliil 2018 tarihinde Kirgizistan'in Colpanata kentinde diizenlenen 6.
Turk Kenesi Zirvesi’'nde Tiirk diinyasinin ortak gelecegi adina 6nemli kararlar alindi. Bu karar-
lardan biri de Tiirk Universiteler Birligi’nin ¢alismalarina iliskindir. Ahmet Yesevi Universitesi
Tiirk Kenesi Tiirk Universiteler Birligi'nin donem bagkanligini yiiriitmektedir. Bu baglamda
bilig olarak Tiirk diinyasinda uluslararast hakemli bilimsel siireli yayincilik konusunda isbirligi-
nin arurilmasina gayret edecegiz.

Bu sayimizda da sosyal bilimlerin farkli alanlarindan 9 seckin makale yer almaktadir. Yusuf
Sarinay’in arsiv belgelerine dayalr olarak hazirladigy “Tiirkistanli Hacilarin Ziyaret Merkezi
Olarak Istanbul” basliklt yazi giiniimiiz igin de pek ¢ok ilham veren bir galismadir. Makalede,
Tiirkistan bélgesinden gelen hacilarin Istanbul {izerinden Hicaz'a gitmeleri ve doniislerinde de
aynt giizergiht takip etmeleri, Osmanlt Devleti’nin bu hacilarin Istanbuldaki konaklama ve
hac yolculugu sirasindaki masraflarinin bir kismini karsilamast belgelerle ortaya konmaktadur.
Aksu ve Colak'in hazirladigt “Tiirkiye'nin Dis Politika Krizlerinde Ahdi Hukuk: Kibris ve Nah-
crvan Krizleri” baglikli ¢alisma ise Tiirk Silahli Kuvvetlerinin sinir giivenligi, terdrle miicadele
ve Suriye’nin toprak biitiinliigii ¢ercevesinde yiirtictigii Firat Kalkant Harekati géz 6niinde
bulundurularak okundugunda daha da farkli boyutlar kazanmaktadir. Yine giiniimiizle iliski-
lendirerek ilgiyle okuyacaginiz bir baska makalede Cengiz Mutlu'ya ait “Yeni Belgeler Isiginda
Turk Milli Miicadelesi'nde Seyh Senusi” calismasidir. Mutlu, Seyh Senusi’yi derinlemesine
aragtirarak bizlere hem ulusal kurtulus savast hem de Orta Dogu ve Kuzey Afrika'ya iligkin son
derece ilging bilgiler vermekeedir.

Kirim ve Kirim iizerinde tarih boyunca devam eden hakimiyet miicadelesi Tiirk ve Rus tarihi
icerisinde 8zel bir yer tutar. Her dénemde giincelligini koruyarak giintimiize kadar devam eden
Kirim sorununu tarihi siireci iyi bir sekilde analiz etmeden anlamak miimkiin degildir. Kezban
Acar'in kaleme aldig1 “Kirim Savagt (1853-56) Déneminde Propaganda: Rus Popiiler Kiiltii-
riinde Savag ve Ditgman Imgesi”, Alter Kahraman'in yazdig1 “Lenin Bayrag:: between two fires”
basliklt makaleler Kirim sorunu ile dogrudan ve dolayl: olarak iligkili konular: ele almaktadir.
Rusya, ok sayida farkli milletin yasadig1 bir iilke olmast 6zelligiyle “etnografya miizesi’ne
benzetilen bir devlettir. Rusyada ¢ok sayida Tiirk dilli ve Miisliiman halk da yasamaketadir.
Bunlar arasinda Bagkurtlar Idil Ural bolgesinde, Sahalar ise Kuzey Dogu Sibiryada bulunurlar.
“Baskurtlarda Eski Tiirk Takvimi ve Nevruz Bayraminin Kutlanmast” ve “Saha Tiirkleri, Han-
ti-Mansi, Nenets Topluluklarinda Ay: Téreni ve Térende Kullanilan Calgilar” bagliklt makaleler
Rusyada yasayan Tiirk dilli halklarin somut olmayan kiiltiirel mirasina iliskin ilgi gekici bilgiler
icermektedir. “Bati Kazakistanda Sarmat Mezar Tipleri” baslikli makale de ayni sekilde eski
Tiirk carihine iligkin arkeolojik kazilardan elde edilen bilgiler sunmaktadir.

Tanzimat aydinlarindan Ahmet Mithat Efendi’'nin “Ahmet Metin ve $irzad” romanint tahlil
eden Funda Capan Ozdemir'in makalesi iki asr1 asan Tiirk modernlesmesi ve Batlilagma giri-
simlerinin ilk dénemlerine iliskin éncii bir aydin bakisini ortaya koymakeadir.

Yayin Degerlendirme béliimiinde ise Tiirk edebiyatt ve Tiirkoloji alaninda Tiirkiye'nin tanin-
mis akademisyenleri olan Osman Horata, Fatih Kéksal, Mustafa Tatcr'ya ait {i¢ yeni eserin
tanitim yazilari yer almakreadir.

Tiirk diinyasinin genisligi, Tiirk tarihinin ve kiiltiiriiniin zenginligi ve cesitliligi o kadar bii-
yiikeiir ki, bilig sizlere bu ummandan adeta bir katre sunmaktadir. Derya icinde yiiziip suyun
farkinda olmayan mahilerden olmamak dilegiyle, iyi okumalar dileriz.

Prepared by Aksu and Colak, the article titled “Contractual Obligations in Turkey’s Foreign
Policy Crises: The Cyprus and Nakhchivan Crises” is gaining even more dimensions when it is
read in the light of the border security of the Turkish Armed Forces, the fight against terrorism
and the operation of the Euphrates Shield carried out within the framework of the territorial
integrity of Syria. Another article you will read with interest by associating to present day is
Cengiz Mutlu’s “In the Light of New Documents Sheikh Sunusi in Turkish National Struggle”.
Mutlu gives us very interesting information regarding both the national liberation war and the

Middle East and North Africa by exploring Sheikh Senusi deeply.

Crimea and the struggle for dominance over Crimea throughout history has a special place
in Turkish and Russian history. It is not possible to understand the Crimean problem, which
continues until today by concerning every period, without analyzing the historical process well.
Kezban Acar’s “Propaganda during the Crimean War (1853-1856): Images of the War and the
Enemies in Russian Popular Culture” and Alter Kahraman’s “Lenin Bayragr: between two fires”
address the issues that are directly and indirectly related to the Crimean problem.

Russia is a state similar to the “ethnography museum” due to a large number of different
nationalities living there. A large number of Turkish and Muslim people live in Russia. Among
these, Bashkirs are located in the Ural region of Idil, while the Sakhas are located in North
Eastern Siberia. The articles titled “Ancient Turkic Calender and Celebration of Navruz by
the Bashkirs” and “Bear Festival In Yakut Turks, Khanty-Manstysk And Nenets And Mustcal
Instruments Used in The Festival” contains interesting information about the intangible
cultural heritage of Turkish-language peoples living in Russia. The article titled “The Types
of Sarmat Tombs in Western Kazakhstan” also provides information from archaeological
excavations related to ancient Turkish history.

Funda Capan Ozdemir, who analyzed the novel of Abmet Metin and Sirzad by Ahmet Mithat
Efendi, one of the Tanzimat intellectuals, reveals a pioneering intellectual view of Turkish
modernization and the early periods of Westernization initiatives over two centuries.

In the book review section, the blurbs of three new works by Osman Horata, Fatih Koksal,
Mustafa Tatct , who are among the well-known academicians in the fields of Turkish Literature
and Turkology in Turkey, are stated.

The vastness of the Turkish world, the richness and diversity of Turkish history and culture
are so great that bilig only offers you a drop from this large body of water. We wish you an
enjoyable reading with the hope that we will not be the ones who are in the sea without being
aware of the water.
