EDITORDEN

Ortadogu’nun en énemli aktdrlerinden biri olan Iran, derin tarihi gegmisi ve
kokli devlet geleneginin yani sira zengin kiiltiirel dokuya sahip bir iilkedir.
Sahip oldugu bu 6zellikler ve tarihi siiregte genis bir cografyaya yayilmis
olmasi hasebiyle iran, oldukca karmasik bir sosyal ve siyasi yap1 arz etmek-
tedir. Ozellikle 1979 yilinda iilkede gergeklesen “Islam Devrimiyle birlikte
ayr1 bir mecraya siiriiklenen Iran, bu siire¢ sonrasinda daha da karmasik bir
yaptya biiriinmiistiir. “Iran Calismalar1 Dergisi” bu ve benzeri sebeplerden
dolay1 komsu iilke iran’m, bilimsel ve akademik olarak daha yakindan, ta-
rafsiz bir sekilde taninmasi ve analiz edilmesi amaciyla faaliyete gegmistir.

Yeni saymmizin “Cin’in iran Niikleer Politikasi: Ulusal Cikar ve “Sorumlu
Biiyiik Gii¢” Arasinda Denge” baslikli ilk makalesinde Umit Alperen kiiresel
bir aktér olarak Cin’in fran niikleer meselesindeki politikasmni incelemekte-
dir. S6z konusu politikanin olusumunda Pekin yonetiminin uluslararasi sis-
temdeki konumunun, Cin-ABD iliskilerinin, bolgesel/kiiresel diizeydeki ulu-
sal ¢ikarlarmin ve “sorumlu bilylik gii¢” imaj1 parametrelerinin etkili oldu-
gunu iddia etmektedir. Saynin ikinci makalesinde Alptug Kudoglu, “Iran’da
Musaddik Dénemi: 1951-1953” baslikli ¢alismasinda Iran siyasi tarihinde
en kritik donemlerden biri olan Basbakan Muhammed Musaddik dénemini
incelemektedir. Yazar 1951-1953 yillari arasinda Iran’in hem igindeki ve di-
sindaki siyasi siiregleri ele alarak bu donemi anlamaya ¢aligmaktadir. Makale
fran’da o dénemde etkili milliyetci dalgay: da arkasina alan Musaddik’in
Iran petrollerini millilestirmesi siireci ve buna kars1 olan kesimlerin direncini
ele almaktadir.

Mansoureh Ganjian ve Hasmah Zanuddin tarfindan kaleme alindan bu say1-
nin iigiincii makalesi “Iran Siyasetinde BBC’nin Rolii: Sah’tan Hamaney’e”
baslhigini tasimaktadir. Calisma Islam Devrimi’nin hem &ncesi hem de son-
rasinda Ingiliz Yayin Sirketi Fars Servisi’nin (BBCPS) Iran’in ig siyasetin-
de oynadigi rolii incelemektedir. Calisma iki dnemli konjonktiire odaklan-
maktadir. [lkinde BBCPS nin siirgiinde bulunan Ayetullah Humeyni’nin Sah
karsit1 konugmalarinin yayimlanmasina verdigi destegi ortaya ¢ikarmaktadir.
Ikincisinde ise BBCPS’ nin 2009°daki cumhurbaskanlig1 segimleri protesto-
lar1 sirasinda Iran halkina verdigi destegi agiklamaktadir. Saymin “Ilhanlilar
Idaresinde Sirdz (684/1286-735/1335)” bashkli son makalesinde ise Akif
Rengber son Salgurlu idarecisi Abis Hatun’un 1286°da Ilhanlilar tarafin-
dan gorevden el ¢ektirilmesinden, son ilhanl hiikiimdar1 Ebu Said Bahadir
Han’mn vefatina kadar gecen siirecte (735/1335) Siraz sehrinin siyasi tarihini
konu almaktadir.

EDITOR’S NOTE

One of the most important actors of the Middle East, Iran is a country with
a strong historical background as well as a deep-rooted state institution and
a rich culture. Iran has a very complicated social and political structure as a
result of these characteristics and its wide geographical expansion through-
out the history. Especially after the “Islamic Revolution” in 1979, Iran was
driven into a separate channel and became an even more complex structure.
Due to these and other similar reasons, we have started the publication of
“The Journal of Iranian Studies” in order to get to know and analyze the
neighboring country Iran more scientifically and academically in a more ob-
jective and impartial manner.

In the first article of our latest issue, titled “China’s Policy on Iran’s Nu-
clear Issue: The Balance Between National Interest and ‘Responsible Great
Power’”, Umit Alperen examines China’s policy as a global actor on the
nuclear issue of Iran. The article asserts that the position of Chinese govern-
ment in the international system, US-China relations, national interests at
regional/global levels and the “responsible great power” image are effective
on China’s policy making on the issue. In the second article of the issue titled
“Mossadeq Period in Iran: 1951-1953”, Alptug Kudoglu investigates one of
the most critical periods of the political history of Iran; the presidency of
Mohammad Mosaddeq. The author handles both the internal and external
political processes between 1951-1953, in order to reach an understanding of
this period. The course that Mosaddeq, with the nationalist wind at his back,
nationalised Iranian oil and the resistance of the parties who are against it are
explained.

The third article of this issue by Hasmah Zanuddin is titled “The role of BBC
in Iran’s Politics: From the Shah to Khamenei”. The article examines the role
of British Broadcasting Corporation Persian Service in the domestic policy
of Iran before and after the Islamic Revolution. It focuses on two impor-
tant conjunctures. The first one reveals BBCPS’s support on the broadcast-
ing of the exiled Ayetollah Homeini’s anti-Shah speeches. The second one
investigates BBCPS’s support on Iranian people during the protests against
presidential election in 2009. In the last article of the issue, titled “Shiraz
Administration of Ilkhanids (684/1286-735/1335)” Akif Ren¢ber handles the
political history of the city of Shiraz from the dismissal of the last Salgurid
administrator Abis Hatun by Ilkhanids in 684/1286, until the death of the last
Ilkhanid Emperor, Ebu Sad Bahadir Khan in 735/1335.
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
