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Aris, which was published between 1997-1998 as
four issues of "Carpet, Weaving and Ornamental Arts
lournal,” continues its journey after thirteen years
of interval. During this time, our universities have
given an increasing importance to our traditional
handicrafts. This situation reinforces the future
development of Arns. We hope that, thanks to
your support and interest, the name of Aris will be
integrated with the Atatirk Culturel Center just like our
26 year-old journal called Erdem.

In this new period, we have made some changes
in the cover and page designs of the journal in
order to respond your expectations in a better way.
In addition, we introduced regulations which are
required by a refereed journal.

Atatlirk Culturel Center is a scientific institution
whose roots penetrate into the depths of history.
The Center's main objective is the sustainability of
the "values” which our Great Leader Atatirk finds
compulsory for the "infinite sovereignty" of the
Turkish Republic.

For centuries, humanity weaves life during the
effort for survival. Through these patterns, a piece
of land which physically consists of stone, soil and
water has been transformed from a simple dwelling
area into a sacred home. The entity which we call
Nation is a moral system of relations which gives
meaning to a physical existence. Giving meaning
to physical entities, such as mountains, stone,
earth, thread, in short, world and accomplishing
permanent coexistences...This is the core of the
history of humanity.

In spite
of quite long distances and time spans between
them, the common spirit amongst the Turks,
who are historically disseminated into divergent
geographical locations, is still hidden in the patterns
of carpets and rugs.

Today, unfortunately our cultural heritage faces
the dangers introduced by market economy. In
this context, we need to reconsider the value of
our cultural heritage and we have to prevent its
corruption and degradation. In addition we have to
transmit this great heritage to future generations.

Distinguished scholars of our traditional
handicrafts will contribute to Ariswhich is reactivated
in order to interpret our great cultural richness from
the perspectives of today and future.

On behalf of the world of science and culture |
express my gratitude to the respected scholars and
authors who contribute to Aris. We are also grateful
to Prof.Dr. Sadik Tural the former President of the
Culturel Center and the former publication board
who have established the foundations of the lournal.
