Suriye, Kirgizistan, Tiirkmenistan, Ozbekistan, Kazakistan,
Azerbaycan, tran, Rusya Cumhuriyeti, Almanya, ingiltere,
Macaristan, italya gibi diinyanin gesitli tilkelerinden gelen
ve kongreye Turkiye'den katilan katilmcilar 191 bildiri
sundular. Katilamadi§i veya ¢agrili olmadigi icin kirilanlar
bir yana, her bilim adaminin degerini takdir eden bir
kurulus oldugumuzu nankoérler bile inkar edemez.
Bildiriler, Turk Kultirinde Miuzik ve Perde-Sahne
Sanatlari, Turk Kilturinde Gelenek, Gorenek ve
Uygulamalar, Tiirk Kiltiriinde inanclar, Tiirk Kaltiiriinde

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The Atatirk Culture Centre, one of the agencies
subjacent to Prime Ministry's Atatirk Supreme Council,
added a new one to the series of scientific activities that
it has organised: The Four! International Turkish Cultur
Congress. The first of the Turkish Culture Congresses
held in 1985 on an international platform was the lbn-
i Turk, Farabi, Beyrdni and ibn-i StTna Symposium, the
second titled the Pre-ottoman Turkish Culture Congress
took place in 1989 and the year 1993 was the stage for
the Turkish Culture Congress.

The most recent event in the series, the Fourth
International Turkish Culture Congress, hosted between
4th and 7th November 1997 a panel of 189 scientists,
of whom 106 were from Turkey and 83 had arrived from
abroad. 191 papers were presented to the congress by
the participants who had arrived from Azerbaijan,
Germany, Hungary, Iran, ltaly Kazakhstan, Kirghzistan,
Ozbekhstan, Russia, Syria, Turkmenistan and United
Kingdom. The papers on such subjects as music, stage
and screen arts, traditions, customs and practices, beliefs,
theoretical and conceptual approaches, regional issues,
science and philosophy, architecture, decorative and
handicrafts arts, Turkish and Islamic excavations, problems
in preserving the relics, publications, State and politics
in the Turkish culture were discussed in many ad hoc
group meetings, It will be recalled that the excavations
to unearth the Turkish-Islamic remnants gained impetus
only in the last fifty years because of the disinterested
attitudes of certain groups despite the fact that hundreds
of such monuments await to be brought to day's light
and to illuminate areas which are yet to be thoroughly
examined.

The congress sessions on the decoration and
handicrafts were indeed quite rich with regard to carpets
and carpetry. The audiences had thus obtained the

possibility to listen to the latest research results on carpets
in the Turkish world. The paper on "The Concepts and
Terms Used Kazakh Carpets, Kilims and Felts" by Karligash
Kadesheva described the Kazakh terminology on the
matter, Qubra Aliyeva-Ulusoy's "City of Susa: Centre of
Artisanry in 18th and 19th Centuries” presented the
Susa carpets, Ismail Oztiirk's paper on "lIssues Regarding
Sources, Bibliography and Terminology of Turkish Carpets
and Kilims" laid bare the general history and problems
of weaving arts and crafts, and Natalia Nekrasova's ""Rug
Door Curtains of the Turkish People of Turkestan and
Caucasia" gave a panorama of this interesting use of
carpets. Riya Tagiyeva's "Miniatures on Azerbaijan
Ruglets™ was listened with much interest as the pictorial
loom products that are a subset of this country's carpet
tradition. Ferenc Batari's ""Classical Turkish Carpets in
Hungary' gave an overview of the Turkish rugs paper
in Hungary and hungarian museums. Tagiyev Nuretdin
Mammadoglu's "Prayer rugs Made in Azerbaijan" pointed
at the Azerbaijan prayer rugs, Hatice Esadova Balikizi's
"Date Determination of Azerbaijan Carpet Patterns and
Common Elements of Turkish Carpets" filled the audience
in on the common models encountered in Azerbaijanian
and Anatolian carpets, Maya Djumaniyazova's "Medallion
Pattern in Turcoman Carpets" describes a pattern in the
Turcoman carpets symbolising the life and universe,
Dinora Cucunbayeva's "Ornamentation of Kirghiz
Carpets" summarises the patterns of the carpets used
in the region. Finally, mention must be made of
Gurbancemal Kurueva whose paper on "Patterns in
Turcoman Carpets and Sangatu's Eyes" illuminated many
aspects of the history of Turkmenistan's carpetry and
the evolution of its patterns.
