Bilindigi gibi bugin hali konusunda diinya ¢apinda
diizenlenen en biyik organizasyonlara imza atan tek
kurulus ICOCtur. Tirk Dinyasi'nm hal sanatina gonul
veren Robert Pinner'in bliyik gayretleri ile yirmi yil dnce
kurdugu ICOC, 1996 yilinda 8. Konferansini, 31 Ekim -
4 Kasim tarihleri arasinda, Amerika Birlesik Devletlerinin
Philadelphia kentinde tertip etmistir. ilk ICOC Konferansi
1976 yilinda Londra'da, ikincisi 1978'de Miinih'te, Uglincusu
de 1980'de Washington, DC'de yapiimistir. Daha sonralari
sirasiyla 1983'de Londra, 1986'da Budapeste-Viyana, 1990'da
San Francisco, 1993'te de Hamburg-Berlin'de organize
edilmistir. Bu konferanslar ve biinyelerinde tertip edilen
fuar ve sergiler, yogun c¢alismalarin sonucunda
gerceklestirilmektedir.

1996 - 8. ICOC Konferansi'nin yapildigi Philadelphia,
seckin hali koleksiyonlari ile taninan zengin hali miizelerinin
bulundugu bir kent olup, uzun zamandan beri Amerika'nin
onemli bir hali merkezi olarak bilinmektedir. Konferans'a
dinyanin dortbir tarafindan uzmanlar, sanat tarihgileri,
etnograflar, koleksiyoncular ve hali ticareti ile ugrasan
tiiccarlardan olusan besyiize yakin delege istirak etmistir.
Konferans'in akademik oturumlari, poster sunumlan (poster
presentations) ve fuarl, Wyndham-Franklin Plaza Oteli'nin
Kongre salonlarinda yapilmistir. Trk sanati konusundaki
basarili ¢alismalariyla taninan Walter Denny, 8. ICOC
Konferansinin Akademik Komite Baskanhgi'ni yariatmustr.

Toplam ellisekiz bildirinin sunuldugu Konferans, iki
ayri oturumda gergeklestirilmis olup, konularina gére onbir
ana bélimden meydana gelmistir: I. Tarihi Hallar, II.
Tirkmen Haitian, Ill. Koleksiyoncular ve Koleksiyonlan,
IV. Y6riik Haitian ve Kultiirti 1-2, V. iran Halilan, V1. Bilimsel
Analiz, VII. Hak Desenleri 1-2, VIII. Tekstil, IX. Ozel Atélye,
X. Hah-Kilim Kiltird, XL Salting Halilari. Akademik
oturumlardan ayn olarak, bildirilerin afis seklinde duvara
astlarak sunuldugu "Poster Presentation” béliminde ise
Tibet, Anadolu ve ¢esitli Trkmen boylanna ait hak, kece
ve kiiclik dokumalari konu alan oniki bildiri verilmistir.

Tirkiye'den, Mugla Universitesi Fen-Edebiyat Fakiiltesi
0gretim Gyeleri olarak, 1984 ve 1994 yillarinda
gerceklestirilen 1. ve II. Milletlerarasi Turk Hak Kongrelerini
organize eden ve ayni zamanda ICOCun milletlerarasi
komitesinin ydnetim kurulunda gérev alan hocam Prof.
Nejat Diyarbekirk ve ben katildim. Diyarbekirk, bildirisinde,
Tirklerin hakcikda verdikleri neme deginerek, Anadolu'nun
cesitti bolgelerindeki Y 6riik yasayisini, meskenlerini (topak
evlerini) ve halilarini, Orta Asya ile baglanti kurarak,
drneklerle aciklamistir. Ben de bildirimde, Osmanli
déneminde dokunmus hayvan figirli ve geometrik motifti
haklar ile gesitti Tirkmen boylanna ait dokumalar arasindaki
motif, kompozisyon ve renk benzerliklerini, tarihT perspektif
icerisinde sunmaya gakstim. DOBAG projesinin yuraticlsu
ve Marmara Universitesi dogal boya laboratuarlarinin
kurucusu Dr. Harald Béhmer, ayni Universite'de gérevli
kimyager Yrd. Dog. Dr. Recep Karadag ile birlikte, Palmira
tekstillerinin boya analizi konusunda ortak bir bildiri
sunmuslardir.

Konferans'in binyesinde, ellialti satis pavyonundan
olusan bir fuar agilmistir. Bu fuarda elliye yakin hali
piyasasinin taninmis galerileri ile birlikte, Hak (ingiltere),
Ghereh (italya) gibi milletlerarasi hak ve tekstil dergilerinin
birer temsilcileri ve bazi miizayede kuruluslari yer almistir.
Fuarda Anadolu, Orta Asya Turk Cumhuriyetleri ve Orta
Dogu'nun yanisira Avrupa, Kuzey Amerika ve eski Kolombiya

Only the ICOC, as it is widely known, organises the
most Important activities concerning carpeting. The ICOC,
founded by Robert Pinner (a person who devoted himself
to Turkish carpeting) twenty years ago, organised Its 8th
Conference In Philadelphia, USA in 1996 between October
31th and November 4th. The first ICOC conference was
held In London In 1976, the second In Munich In 1978, the
third In Washington DC in 1980. The other ICOC conferences
were organised as follows: London -1983, Budapest and
Vienna -1986, San Francisco -1993, Hamburg and Berlin
-1993. These conferences, exhibitions and fairs have been
organised as a result of a lot of hard work.

Philadelphia, in which the 1996-8th ICOC Conference
was held, has museums with rich, high quality carpet
collections and has been considered for a long time as a
major carpet centre of the USA. Almost five hundred people,
including specialists, art historians, ethnography specialists,
collectors and merchants dealing with the carpet trade,
attended the meeting. Academic sessions, poster
presentations, and fairs, were held in the Congress Hall of
Wyndham-Franklin Plaza Hotel. The chairman of the
Conference Committee was Walter Denny who is famous
for his studies on Turkish art.

The conference consisted of two main sessions and a
total of fifty-eight papers were submitted. Based on the
papers' contents, there were eleven topics: I Historical
Carpets, Il. Turkoman Carpets, lll. Collectors and their
Collections, IV. Nomads' Carpets and Culture, 1-2, V. Iranian
Carpets, V. Scientific Analysis, VII. Carpets and Figures 1-
2, VIIIl. Textile, IX. Private Workshop, X. Carpets-Kilims
Culture, Xl. Salting Carpets. In addition to academic sessions,
during the "poster presentations”, twelve papers on the
carpets, kece and small weavings belonging to Tibet,
Anatolia and various Turkoman tribes were exposed.

Representing Turkey, as academics from Mugla
University, | and Prof. Nejat Diyarbekirli attended the
conference. Prof. Diyarbekirli organised the first and second

International Turkish Carpets Conference, in 1984 and 1994
respectively, and is also a member of the steering committee
of the ICOC. In his presentation, Prof. Diyarbekirli explained
the life style of Nomads, their housing and their carpets in
several regions of Anatolia relating these characteristics
with Central Asian culture and emphasising the substantial
importance that Turkish people give to carpeting. In my
paper, | tried to show the similarity between the carpets
with animal figures and geometric designs belonging to the
Ottoman Empire period, and kilims of several Turkoman
tribes in terms of figures, composition and colour from a
historical perspective. Dr. Harald Béhmer, director of the
DOBAG project and the founder of the Natural Colour
Laboratory of Marmara University, together with Dr. Recep
Karadag chemist at Marmara University, submitted a paper
on the colour analysis of Palmira textile. Prof. Nevin Enez
from the Fine Arts Faculty of Marmara University and currently
working on the DOBAG project, submitted a paper dealing
with colour analysis of Memlik carpets and those of Ottoman
palaces. Assist. Prof. Serife Atlihan, also from Marmara
University, presented a paper concerning the multipurpose
carpets woven by Nomads in Western Anatolia. Dr. Hillya
Tezcan, from the Topkapi Palace Museum, submitted a
paper on famous prayer rugs of Topkapi Palace.

A fair was also organised as a part of the conference,
covering fifty-six sale stands. Nearly fifty famous carpet
galleries, representatives of famous carpet and textile
periodicals such as Hali (England), Ghereh (ltalia), and some
auction companies participated in the fair. During the fair
samples of textiles from Anatolia, Central Asian Turkish
Republics, Middle East countries, and also samples from
European countries, North American countries, and ancient
Colombia were exhibited. We can say that the products
from Anatolia -Konya (Obruk, Karaman), Kars (Ka§izman),
Sivas (Zara), Denizli (Cal), Fethiye (Megri), and Bergama-
were the most significant ones exhibited at the fair. There
were also samples of Teke, Salur, Yomut, Sank, Ersari and
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Ayni sergiden detay.

Cesitli mize, Gniversite ve bunlarin biinyesindeki sanat
galerilerinde toplam sekiz sergi acilmistir.

Tirkmen dokumalari konusunda en muhtesem sergi
olarak, Pennsylvania Universitesi Arkeoloji ve Antropoloji
Miizesi'nde agilan "Orta Asya Dokuma Sergisi' gdsterilebilir.
Elliye yakin parcanin sunuldugu bu sergi, St. Petersburg
Rus Etnografya Muzesi'ndeki koleksiyondan getirilmis
olup, Amerika'da ilk kez teshir edilmistir. Unlii arastirmaci
A Bogolubov tarafindan XIX. ylizyilda toplanan bu pargalar
Salur, Teke, Yomut, Sank, Arabaci boylarina ait riinlerdir.
Geleneksel Tirkmen yasaminin ayrilmaz bir parcasi olan
hah, cuval, torba, ensi (gadirin girisine asilarak kapi gorevi
gdren hah) ve asmalik (diginde gelini tasiyan devenin, iki
yanindan sarkitilan bes koseli dokuma) gibi dokumalann
yanisira, suzeni olarak yapilmis nadide yatak ve sofra
Ortulerini de gdérebilme imkani bulunmustur.

8. ICOC sergi programi gergevesinde tertip edilen en
biyik ve kapsamli sergi, Philadelphia Woodmere Sanat
Mizesi'nde agilan “"Saray isinden Ev isine: Atlantik
Koleksiyonlarindan Dogu Halilari" sergisidir. 130'dan fazla
hah, kilim ve kumasin teshir edildigi bu sergi, Philadelphia
Sanat Miizesi'nden, Kuzey Carolina'dan ve hah diinyasinin
taninmis isimlerinin &zel koleksiyonlarindaki 6nemli
parcalardan meydana getirilmistir. Ayrica Glencairn Miizesi
ve Pennsylvania'dan gelen dokuz eski Kafkas hahsi da ilk
kez bu sergiyle birlikte hah camiasina sunulmustur. Safewvi,
Memluk ve Azerbaycan halilarinin da teshir edildigi sergide
en ¢ok begeniyi, Osmanli kumaslari ve yine bu déneme ait
haklar toplamistir. Bunlardan ayn olarak, bélgesel Anadolu
halicihidimizin belli bash merkezlerinde dokunmus
karakteristik hah ve kilimler de serginin diger essiz
ornekleridir (Resim 1-2-3).

Philadelphia Marketplace Tasanm Merkezi'nde agilan
"Antika Boy Halilari ve Kirgiz Ciglari” Sergisi de, 6zellikle
Orta Asya Tirkmen dokumalan konusunda goriilmeye
deger bir baska sergidir. Burada Salur, Teke, Yomut,
Cavuldur, Sank, Ersan gibi boylara ait hah, ¢uval, asmahk,
ensi, ayetlik (dlileri mezara gotiriirken kullandiklan hah),
deve dizlik (gelini tastyan devenin iki dizine takilan sisl,
klclk dokuma) ve okbas torbalari (cadirin kubbesini
olusturan biyik cubuk seklindeki oklarin konuldugu torba)
gibi dokuma 6rnekleri begenilere sunulmustur. Sergide
iran halilan, Kaskay, Avsar, Belug gibi cesitli boylara ait
dokumalar da teshir edilmistir. Serginin bir bélimu,
geleneksel Kirgiz ¢iglanna aynlmistir. Ci1§, yaz aylannda

Konferansa ev sahipli§i yapan Wyndham-Franklin Plaza
Oteli'nde ise "Anadolu Yastiklar1" Gizerine bir sergi agiimistir.
Yirmibes koleksiyoncudan alinmis, altmis yastik kilifinin
teshir edildigi bu sergi Dogu, Bati ve Orta Anadolu'nun
ananevi yastik anlayisini motif, renk ve teknik acgidan
mikemmel bir sekilde izleme ve aralarindaki dslip
farkhihgini rahathkla tespit edebilme firsati yaratmistir.

Anadolu yastik kiliflarindan ayn olarak, giinimuzde
giderek unutulan, ¢adir kiltiriiniin 6nemli bir malzemesi
olarak bilinen tuz torbalan ve Kuran muhafazalanni iceren
bir sergi de, Philadelphia Racquet Klip'te agilmistir. XIX.
ylizy1l sonu ile XX. yizyilin ortalanna tarihlendirilen, gesitli
dokuma tekniklerinde yapilmis yirmi tuz torbasi ve kirk
Kur'an muhafazasi teshir edilmistir.

8. ICOC sergi etkinliklerine katilan hakseverlerin blyk
begeni ve takdirlerini toplayan sergi ise, hi¢ kuskusuz
Philadelphia Sanat Miizesi'ndeki "Klasik Dogu Halilari
Daimi Koleksiyonumdan meydana gelen sergi olmustur.
Mize, Kafkas, Iran, Hindistan, Ispanya ve tabii Osmanli
Donemi haklanndan olusan genis bir koleksiyona sahiptir.
Ozellikle literattire "Holbein ve Lotto Haklan" olarak gegen
erken Osmank haklan ile yildizli ve madalyonlu Usak haklan,
bu Unli daimi koleksiyonun en carpici drneklerini
olusturmaktadir. Boylesine gérkemli koleksiyona sahip
olan Philadelphia Sanat Miizesi'nde "Sal Deseni Tutkusu:
Hint ve Avrupa Sallari" adi altinda, kirkiki pargadan olusan
bir sergi daha organize edilmistir.

Bu arada, Avrupa ve Amerika'da ¢ok az taninan Fas,
Tunus ve Cezayir gibi Magrip tlkelerinin hak ve kilimlerini,
zengin bir sergi ¢ercevesinde ilk kez Philadelphia‘'da gérme
imkani bulunmustur. Pennsylvania Universitesi'nin Arthur
Ross Galerisi'nde agilan sergide; Paris'teki "Afrika ve
Okyanus ilkelerinin Sanatlari Miizesi", "Arap Diinyasi
Enstitiisi" ve 6zel koleksiyonlardan alinan kirk dokuma
drnegi gosterime sunulmustur.

Konferans'in dglincu ve dordincu ginlerinde, ICOC
teskilatinin yénetim kurulu toplanarak, 6nimuizdeki yillarda
gerceklestirecekleri faakyetleri saptamislardir. Konferans'tan
hemen sonra New York ve Washington, DC'ye turlar
diizenlenerek, bazi hah merkezleri ve miizeler ziyaret
edilmistir. New York'da Brooklyn Miizesi ve Metropohtan
Miizesinin Islam Sanati bélimlerine ayrica Haci Baba Hak
Klubu'nin organize ettigi hak sergisine istirak edilmistir.
Washington, DC'de de; Freer Galeri ve Arthur M. Sadder
Galerisi'nin Islam Sanati bolimleri, Dumbarton Oaks
Miizesi'ndeki erken Islam ve Koptik dokumalarindan olusan
sergi, Washington Tekstil Mizesi'nde ise "Dogu Halilarinda
Simetri ve Desen" baslikk sergi ile "Orta Asya Vahalarindan
Suzent islemeleri” sergisi gezilmistir. Biitiin bu sergiler
ziyaretcilerde hayranlik uyandiran dnemk etkinlikler olmustur.

Orijinal bildirilerin sunuldugu akademik oturumlan,
diinya capinda taninmis galericilerin katildigi fuari ve
birbirinden muhtesem sergileri ile bir ICOC Konferansi
daha boylece geride kaldi.



Cavuldur of high quality carpets and textiles that are products
of several Turkoman tribes. There were also many samples
of Uzbek Suzeni in several sizes.

In addition to the fair, several exhibitions including
valuable examples of carpets, kilims, cloths and embroidery
took place during the 8th ICOC Conference: eight exhibitions
were held in several museums, universities and affiliated
art galleries.

The most mesmerising exhibition on Turkoman textiles
was the "Central Asia Textile Exhibition“at the Archaeology
and Anthropology Museum of Pennsylvania University. The
exhibition contained nearly fifty pieces that came from the
St. Petershurg Russian Ethnography Museum collection and
these pieces were exhibited in the United States for the
first time. These pieces were collected by the famous
researcher, A. Bogolubov, inthe 19th Century and were the
products of Salur, Teke, Yomut, Sank and Arabaci tribes.
Carpets and similar derivative products reflecting the culture
of these tribes in housing and social life were present.

Within the framework of the conference, the largest and
the most comprehensive exhibition, "From Palace Work to
House Work: Oriental Carpets from the Atlantic Collection",
was organised at the Philadelphia Woodmere Art Museum.
It contained more than 130 carpets, kilims and clothing
from famous private collections. Additionally, ancient
Caucasus carpets from the Glencairn Museum and
Pennsylvania were exhibited for the first time. Inthe exhibition
presenting Safevi, Memliik and Azerbaijan carpets, the most
interesting pieces were Ottoman clothing and carpets
belonging to the same period. Also the carpets and kilims
produced at certain centres of Anatolia were among the
uniqgue samples of the exhibition (Picture 1-2-3).

‘Antique Tribe Carpets and Kirgizian C/gs" organised at
the Philadelphia Marketplace Design Centre was also worthy
of a visit especially as far as the Central Asian Turkoman
textiles were concerned. This exhibition included carpets,
sacks, ayetlik (rugs used for bringing corpses to the
cemetery), knee-guards of camels (small pads put on the
knees of camels during wedding ceremonies) and others
belonging to Salut, Teke, Yomut, Cavuldur, Sank and Ersari
tribes. Also Iranian rugs, textiles of Kaskay, Avsar, and Beluc
tribes were exhibited. A section was reserved for Kirgizian
Cigs. Cigs are a kind of screen produced with reeds used
intents during the summer. Specialists regard this exhibition
on the Kirgizian Cigs as the largest one ever organised.
Fifteen Cigs from the collections of John Sommer,
representative of ICOC in the USA, and Fred Krieger, were
exhibited.

Another exhibition, ‘Anatolian Pillows", was at the
Wyndham-Franklin Plaza Hotel. Obtained from twenty-five
collectors, sixty pillowcases were exhibited constituting an
opportunity to notice the differences between pillowcases
of Eastern, Western and Central Anatolia in terms of their
styles, figures, colours and technical aspects.

Apart from the Anatolian pillowcases, twenty salt cases,
material of tent culture and forty cases of the Koran were
exhibited at the Philadelphia Racquet Club.

Another appreciated exhibition under the 8th ICOC was
the "Classical Oriental Carpets Collection" at the Philadelphia
Art Museum. This museum possesses a comprehensive
collection including Caucasus, Iranian, Indian, Spanish and
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Ottoman carpets. Ottoman carpets mentioned in literature
as "Holbein and Lotto Carpets" and Usak carpets with stars
and medals were the most mesmerising parts of this famous
collection. Another exhibition organised at the same museum
under the title of "Passion of Shawl Design: Indian and
European Shawls" included forty-two pieces.

For the first time, carpets and kilims of the Maghreb
countries such as Morocco, Tunisia and Algeria that are not
known in Europe and America were exhibited at the Arthur
Ross Gallery of Pennsylvania University. This exhibition
consisted of forty textile samples from Africa and the
Oceania Countriesi Art Museum, the Arabic World Institute
and private collections of Paris.

During the third and fourth days of the Conference, the
steering committee of the ICOC met to identify their future
activities. After the conference, several museums in New
York and Washington, DC and some carpet centres were
visited: the Brooklyn Museum, Islamic Art section of the
Metropolitan Museum and the carpet exhibition organised
at the Haci Baba Carpet Club in New York; the Islamic Art
section of Freer Gallery and the Arthur M. Sackler Gallery,
the exhibition of early Islamic textiles at the Dumbarton Oaks
Museum, "Symmetry and Figures in Oriental Carpets" and
“Suzani Embroderies from Central Asian Oasis™ exhibitions
at the Washington Textile Museum in Washington DC.

The ICOC Conference with academic sessions, fairs
with famous agents and mesmerising exhibitions, have left
us some delightful memories. « ¢
