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Turk toplumunun kendi degerleri lizerinde disinmeye
baslamasinin yiz yillik bir ge¢cmisi vardir: 1890’11 yillarin
baslarinda ikdam, Sabah gazeteleri ile Servet-i Fiin(in dergilerinde
kultirimazle ilgili yayinlar basladi. Turk kiltiri ve sanati tzerine
yapilan yogun arastirmalar 1910-1918yillan arasinda Gokalp’in
onderligindeki hareket sirasinda yogunlasti ve bir kismi da
yayinlandi. Turkiye Cumhuriyeti’nde gelenekli sanatlar
konusundaki duyarlilik Atatiirk déneminde (1920-1938) istenen
noktaya ulastl. Son yirmi yildir ise bu konudaki ¢alismalar
Universitelerimizin bunyesine tasindi. Sanatin ¢esitli dallan ile
ilgili millTya da milletlerarasi él¢ilerde bilimsel toplantilar yapildi,
yapiliyor. Belediyeler ya da valilik/kaymakamliklarla
Universitelerin isbirligi sonucu gercgeklestirilen toplantilar daha
cok tercih edilmektedir. izmir'de de bu tiir bilimsel toplantilara
bir yenisi eklendi. Oldukca ilgi gdren toplanti bir proje
kapsaminda gerceklestirildi.

Bu proje, Dokuz Eyliil Universitesi, Giizel Sanatlar Fakiiltesi,
Geleneksel El Sanatlan Bolim 6gretim elemanlanndan Yard.
Dog. Oznur Aydin yonetiminde siirdiiriilmekte olup, ‘Hali-Kilim
ve Geleneksel Tekstillerde Dokuma ve Restorasyonda Gelistirilen
Yeni Tekniklerin Arastinimasi Projesi’ adim tasimaktadir. Hali-
kilim ve gelenekli dokumalar acisindan énemli bir potansiyel
meydana getiren Ege Bolgesini kapsayan bu arastirmanin amaci,
yeni ve eski halillarda ortaya cikabilecek her tirli sorunu
¢cozebilmektir. Devlet Planlama Teskilat tarafindan desteklenen
projenin ilk adimi olarak bir analiz laboratuvari kurulmasi
planlanmistir. Sayin Aydin, turistik bir sehir olan izmirde Gimriik
ve Emniyetin yakaladigi tekstillerin yaslannin tesbiti, kacak ya
da antika degere sahip olup olmadigi konusunda, kurulacak bu
laboratuvarda yapilacak bir analiz ile rapor verme imkaninin
elde edilecegini ve bu test verilerinin daha saghkh, bilimsel
nitelik tasityacagini belirtti.

1997-99 tarihleri arasinda gerceklestirilecek olan bu proje
kapsaminda, 23-26 Eylil 1997 tarihleri arasinda Teknik Analiz
ve Hali Restorasyon Semineri’ basligim tasiyan bir seminer
diizenlendi. Dokuz Eyliil Universitesi, Giizel Sanatlar Fakiiltesi'nin
Tiyatro Salonu’nda gerceklestirilen ve Macaristan Fahri
Konsolosu Erdal Keresteci'nin yardimlan ile desteklenen Seminer
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icin Macar bilimadami Ferenc Batéri davet edilmisti. Halen
Budapeste Uygulamali Sanatlar Miizesi (Budapest Iparmiveszeti
Muzeum) Hali Seksiyonu Baskani olarak gdrev yapan Sayin
Batari, sanat tarihgisi olup, egitimini 6nce Budapeste’'de, daha
sonra ise Floransa’da tamamlamistir. Yirmi yil kadar 6nce
Macaristan evlerinin i¢ mimarisini incelerken, bu evleri siisleyen
hahlar dikkatini cekmis ve genellikle 15.-16. Yuzyillara
tarihlendirilen bu halilan inceleyerek ¢alismalanna baslamistir.
Cesitli dillerde yazilmig, bir kismi tlkemizde de basiimis kirka
yakin makalesi olan ve yurtici-yurtdisinda olmak tizere pekgok
sergi agmis olan bu degerli bilimadami, dort giin siresince Tirk
hallarinin tarihi, restorasyon ve analiz teknikleri gibi cesitli
konularda konferanslar vererek, izleyenleri bilgi yagmuru ile
beslemistir.

Sayin Ferenc Batéari’nin ilk konferansi ‘Osmanh-Turk
Halilannm 500 Y1li, Budapeste Uygulamali Sanatlar Miizesi’nin
Unlii Koleksiyonu’ (Ottoman Turkish Carpets of 500 Years, A
Famous Carpet Collection in Hungary) bashgini tasimaktaydi.
Budapeste Uygulamali Sanatlar Muzesi’nin kurulus amacindan
ve tarihinden stzederek konusmasina baslayan Batari, daha
sonra Miize’deki 6rneklerden slaytlarla destekledigi konusmasina
Turk hal tarihi ile devam etti. Bu slayt séleninde, Koleksiyonun
en erken tarihli halisi olan bir Crivelli halisini, daha sonra
Memling, Holbein halilarini, Usak gruplarindan ornekleri,
Osmanl Saray halilanni, gesitli seccade gruplanm ve son olarak
Transilvanya halilanni gérebilmek mimkindi. Konusmasinda
Tirk halilarinin Uretimine de deginen Batari, Osmanlilar
doneminde hali Uretiminin ekonomik yonden bilyik énem
tasidigini, atélye trunleri ile kdy Uriinlerinin yanisira, yaylak—-
kislak diuzende yasayan Turk gruplarinin dokuduklarinin da
ticarm mal sayildigini belirtti.

‘Macaristan’da Bulunan 16. ve 17. Yiizyil Dogu Halilannm
Tanitilmasr’ (Oriental Carpet Commerce in Hungary in the 16th
and 17th Centuries-Data and Comments-) basligini tastyan ikinci
konusmasinda Batari, Macaristan tarihine kisaca deginerek,
Turklerin Macaristan’l fethetmesiyle Turk halilarinin tlkeye
ticari yoldan girisini anlatti. Ayrica, Turk-Macar ticari iliskileri
a * Basbakanlik Atatirk Kiltir Merkezi Uzmani.
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The startdate for Turkish people's thinking of their own
values has a hundred-year history. in the beginning of 1890s,
the articles as to out cultural values were published in such
nevvspapers as ikdam and Sabah, and in a magazine named
Servet-i FUNONn. Concentrated researches on Turkish culture
and art were intensified during a movement led by Cokalp
between 1910-1918, some of which were published. Sensitivity
on traditional arts in the Republic of Turkey was come to an
expected point in the age of Atatiirk (1920-1938). The last
two decades has been a period when those studies have been
transferred to the universities. Several national and international
scientific meetings have been held with regard to various
branches of art. The meetings held by the universities in
cooperation with municipalities or provincial and sub-provincial
governorships are the most preferred. Another such scientific
meetings was held in izmir recently, which was realised under
a project.

This project, named "Project for Researching New
Techniques Developed in Weaving and Restoration in Carpets,
Kilims Traditional Textiles", has been implemented under the
leadership of Assist. Prof. Oznur Aydin of the Department of
Traditional Handicrafts, the Faculty of Fine Arts of the University
of Dokuz Eylll. The objective of this research covering ali
Aegean Region which has an important potential for carpets,
kilims and traditional vveavings is to solve any problem that
may occur in old and new carpets. As the first step of this
project supported by the State Planning Organisation, it has
been envisaged to establish an analysis laboratory. Mr. Aydin
has stated that an analysis to be conducted in that laboratory
with regard to the determination of age of those textiles
seized by the Customs or the Police Departments in izmir, a
tourists city, and whether those textiles were illegal or antique,
would enable the opportunity of reporting and the testing
data would be healthier and more scientific in terms of quality.

Under this project to be implemented betvween 1997-99,
"Technical Analysis and Carpet Restoration Seminar" was held
between 23-26 September 1997. Hungarian scientist Ferenc
Batari was invited for this Seminar supported by Hungarian
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Charge d'Affairs Mr. Erdal

Keresteci and held Theatre

Arts of the University of

Dokuz Eylll. Mr. Batéri, the

Head of Carpet Section of

the Budapest Museum for

Applied Arts (Budapest

Iparmiveszeti Muzeum), is

an art historian who completed his education first in Budapest
and then in Florence. He started his studies by reviewing
carpets, mostly of 15th-16th centuries, used for ornamentation
in Hungarian houses interior designs of which he examined
twenty years ago. He, having approximately forty article
published in several languages including Turkish and
participating in several in-country and overseas exhibitions,
presented a treasury of knowvledge to the participants of the
seminar through his speeches on history of Turkish carpets,
restoration and techniques of analysis for four days.

The first conference of Mr. Ferenc Batari was the 'Ottoman
Turkish Carpets of 500 Years, A Famous Carpet Collection in
Hungary'. Batari started his speech with the objective and
historical background of Budapest Museum for Applied Arts
and continued with history of Turkish carpet which he supported
with a slide-show consisting of samples of the Museum. This
slide show made it possible to see a Crivelli carpets, the earliest
of the collection, Memling and Holbein carpets, samples from
Usak groups, Ottoman court carpets, various praying rug
groups, and finally, Transilvania carpets. Batari, vwho touched
on production of Turkish carpets in his speech, stated that in
the Ottoman period carpet production had been very important
in economic terms and vvorkshop and village products, in
addition to those vvoven by Turkish tribes in 'yaylak-kislak’
order, had been considered as commercial goods.

The second speech of Batari, 'Oriental Carpet Commerce
in Hungary in the 16th and 17th Centuries-Data and
Comments-', included Hungarian history with emphasise on

15-16. yiuzyila ait oldugunu, 17.
ylzyila tarihlendirilen belgelerde
ise hali ticaretinde gorilen
gelismenin arttigini ve 1667-1704
yillari arasina tarihlendirilen
belgelerin kendileri tarafindan
incelendigini sdyleyen Batari, bu
arastirmanin sonuglarini
detaylandirarak sundu. Bu
konferans, Macaristan’da Tirk
doénemi stiresince hali ticaretinin
nasil yapildigi ve o donemlerde
hali fiyatlari ile alici isimlerine
kadar ¢ok cesitli bilgileri 6zellikle
belgelere dayanarak vermesi acgisindan c¢cok 6nemliydi.
‘Bir Erken Osmanli Halisinin Restorasyonu’ (Restoration of
an Early Ottoman Carpet) baslikli konusmasinda ise, calistigi
miizeye 1914'de dort parca halinde gelen bir Lotto halisini nasil
restore ettiklerini anlatan Batari, restorasyon ilkelerinin tartsildigi
toplantilardan da bahsetti. 1957 yilinda, Venedik'te diizenlenen
bir kongrede tarihi eserlerin, 6zellikle halilarin nasil korunacagi
ile ilgili ilkelerin tespit edildigini ve Venedik kongresinden sonra
bu dort parca haliyi restore etmeye karar verdigini, ancak sistemi
belirlemekte oldukga zorlandigim belirtti. Sonunda on yil kadar
once halinin restorasyonunun gerceklestirildigini belirten Batari,
bu restorasyonda temel ilkenin, daha sonra hali tizerinde ¢alisacak
arastirmacilari yaniltmamak icin orijinal parcalarla yeniden
dokunan pargalarin birbirinden ayirtedilebilmesi oldugunu ifade
etti. Yani haliya butiinde baktigimizda onu tek parca olarak
gorebiliyoruz, amainceledigimizde yeniden dokunan ara parcgalan
hissedebiliyoruz. Bunu gercgeklestirebilmek icin dncelikle halinin
analizinin yapildigini, daha sonra ise 6grencisi Lilla Tompos ile
birlikte gizimlerinin yapildigini belirten Batari, halinin atki ve
¢ozgu ipliklerinin yeniden hazirlandigini ve onarim ile
tamamlamada hem kilim teknigini, hem de igne teknigini bir
arada kullandiklarini anlatti. Bu restorasyon sonucunda halinin
oldukga carpici bir sergi malzemesi oldugunu, birkag sergide
sergilendigini ve restorasyonun lizerinde on
yil gegcmesine karsilik hi¢cbir deformasyon
olmadigini belirtti.
‘Uygulamall Teknik Analiz’ Seminerin bir
baska calismast idi. Fakiilte’deki izmir Ticaret
Odasi Hali Grubu Baskanhgi tarafindan
dizenlenmis olan Atdlyede gerceklestirilen
seminere Dokuz Eylill Universitesi, Geleneksel
El Sanatlari Bélim’niin 6gretim elemanlari
katildi. Eski bir hali Gizerinde yapilan bu calisma,
halinin digim teknigi, malzemesi, renkleri ve
motiflerinin tesbiti Uizerine gelisti.
Arkeoloji ve Etnografya Mizesi’nde
gerceklestirilen son oturumun konu bashgi
‘Bir Hali Koleksiyonu Olusturulmasi,
Koleksiyonun Saklanmasi Restoratdr
Workshop, Arastirma, Sergiler’ idi. izmir il
Kultir Midurd Selguk Goksayar, Mize
Miidirti Dr. Turan Ozkan, Mudir Yardimcisi
Yasar Canbas ve Mize’de gorevli uzmanlar
ile 6gretim elemanlarinin katildigi
toplantida Batari, Budapeste Uygulamali

Sanatlar Miizesi’nin nasil kurulduguna, hah
koleksiyonunun nasil meydana getirildigine,
Tirk hahlarinin da yer aldigi sergilere
degindikten sonra, koleksiyoncularin ve
mizecilerin dikkat etmesi gereken bilgileri
aktard.

Bilimsel anlamda doyurucu anlar
yasanan Seminere izmirli ve Manisali
halicilar da ilgi gosterdiler. Cesitli hali
sirketleri gezilerek faaliyetleri hakkinda bilgi
alindi. 25 Eylil 1997 guni, Goblen Halicihk
Sirketi'nin sahipleri izak Eskinazi ve Riistii
Okan, seminere katilanlara bir aksam
yeme{i verdi. Dokuz Eyliil Universitesi,
Guzel Sanatlar Fakultesi Dekan Yardimcisi

Macaristan Fahri Konsolosu Erdal Keresteci, izmir Hali
ihracaatcilan Birligi Bagskani Zekai Dagtekin ile birkag izmirli
haliciy1 gérebilmek mimkindu.

Dokuz Eylul Universitesi, Geleneksel El Sanatlan Bolimirniin
bir diger projesi, Yuntdag Halicilik ile ortaklasa calisilan
‘Geleneksel Anadolu Kilimleri Projesi’dir.

entry of Turkish carpets to Hungary in commercial
ways through conquest of Hungary by the Turks.
Furthermore, he stated and explained in detail that
the earliest documentation on Turkish-Hungarian
trade relations were of 15th-16th centuries, that the
documentation of 17th century had pointed out to
an increase in carpets trade and that those documents
between 1667-1704 had been examined by Batari
himself. This conference has been very important
due to its documentation-based presentation of
various information ranging from carpet trade
methods in Turkish period in Hungary to carpet
prices of the day and to names of the purchasers.

in his speech titled 'Restoration of an Early
Ottoman Carpet', Batari described their restoration
activities of a Lotto carpet brought to the museum
he had worked in four pieces. He also spoke of
meetings on restoration principles. He mentioned
that, in a congress held in Venice in 1957, those
principles with regard to conservation of historical
works of art, particularly of carpets had been
determined, that he had decided to restore this four-
piece carpet following the Venice congress and that
he had had difficulties in determining the system.

Batari, having stated that the restoration of this

carpet had been realised ten years ago, expressed

that the basic principle in this restoration had been

to distinguish betvveen original and re-woven pieces

so as not to mislead the researchers. Thus, looking

at a carpet as whole, one can see it as a single-piece; but,
after examining, one can feel the re-~woven intermediary pieces.
Batari stated that, in order to achieve this process, he first had
analysed the carpet and then drawings had been made with
his assistant Ms. Lilla Tompos. He explained that weft and
warp yarns of the carpet had been re-prepared and both kilim
technique and pin technique had been used together for
restoration and completion of the carpet. He also stated that,
as a result of this restoration process, the carpet had become
an attractive exhibition material and that no deformation had
been encountered despite these ten years passed.

'Applied Technical Analysis' was another research subject
of the Seminar. Academic staff of the Department of Traditional
Handicrafts, the University of Dokuz Eylul, participated in this
seminar held in the workshop arranged by the Association of
Carpet Group of izmir Chamber of Commerce in the Faculty.
This study held on an old carpet has been developed upon
determination of knotting technique, material, colours and
motifs of the carpet.

Title of the last session held in izmir Museum of Archaeology
and Ethnography was 'Forming and Conservation of a Carpet
Collection: Restaurateur, Workshop, Research and Exhibitions'.
This meeting was participated by Mr. Selcuk Goksayar, izmir

Provincial Directorfor Culture, Dr. Turan Ozkan, the Head
of the Museum, Mr. Yasar Canbas, Deputy Head of the Museum,
other specialists of the Museum and several academic staff. in
this session, Batari spoke of the establishment of Budapest
Museum for Applied Arts, creation of the carpet collection and
the exhibitions consisting of Turkish carpets, and he gave
important information for collectors and museum staff.

Carpet dealers from izmir and Manisa also paid great
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attention to this Seminar where satisfactory moments were
experiences in scientific terms. During the seminar, various
carpet firms were visited and information was received on
their activities. On 25 September 1997, Mr. izak Eskinazi and
Mr. Rusti Okan, owvners of Goblen Carpet, hosted a dinner
for participants. Among the guests, it was possible to meet
Prof. Goren Bulut, Deputy Dean of the Faculty of Fine Arts,
the University of Dokuz Eylil, Mr. Erdal Keresteci, Charge
d'Affairs of Hungary, Mr. Zekai Dagtekin, President of izmir
Carpet Exporters Association, and several carpet dealers from
izmir.

Another project of the Department of Traditional Handicrafts
of the University of Dokuz EylUl is the Traditional Anatolian Kilim
Project, implemented in coordination with Yuntdag Carpet-
Making. Samples were completed for those kilims determined
for production as a result of researches conducted. The project
is at the stage of providing Warranty Certificate for those pieces
produced by using hand-spun yams prepared with natural dyes.
Under the project, a field visit was organised for Mr. Batari
including a visit to Natural Dye Workshop and Storage of
Yuntdag Carpet Making Inc. in Manisa where yarn and wool
samples were received, along with raw and cultivated samples
of dyes and of recipes in red, purple and yellow colours. Following
this visit full of an exchange of information, visits made to
various mosques and museums in Manisa enabled examination
of carpets exhibited there. it is our right to wish from the Ministry
of Culture, Atatirk High Council for Culture, Language and
History and universities having related faculties to organise such
seminars and meetings. However, the main expectation of us
is that those activities should be announced to broad masses
of people and should attract the attention. w
