EDITORDEN

Iran, derin tarihsel arka plan1 ve koklii devlet geleneginin yam sira zengin
kiiltiirel dokusuyla Ortadogu’nun en onemli aktorlerinden birisidir. Sahip
oldugu bu 6zellikler ve tarihi siiregte genis bir cografyaya yayilmis olmasi
hasebiyle Iran, olduk¢a karmasik bir sosyal ve siyasi yap1 arz etmektedir.
Ozellikle 1979 yilinda iilkede gerceklesen “Islam Devrimi’yle birlikte ayri
bir mecraya siiriiklenen Iran, bu siire¢ sonrasinda daha da karmasik bir yapi-
ya biiriinmiistiir. “Iran Caligmalar1 Dergisi” bu ve benzeri sebeplerden dolay1
komsu iilke iran’in, bilimsel ve akademik olarak daha yakindan, tarafsiz bir
sekilde taninmasi ve analiz edilmesi amaciyla faaliyete gegmistir.

Son sayimiz bes makale ve bir kitap degerlendirmesinden olusmaktadir. Sa-
yimizin ilk makalesi, Nail ELHAN’1n kaleme aldig1 “Pehleviler Dénemi’nde
fran’da Ulus-Devlet: Milli Kimlik ve Gelenegin icadr” adli calismadir. Bu
makalede ELHAN, banknotlar, posta pullar1 ve resmi bayraklar ile milli ve
dini sembollerden hareketle Pehleviler Dénemi’nde iran’da ulus ve ulusal
kimlik olusum siirecini ve bu siirecte gegmisten yola ¢ikilarak icat edilmis
geleneklerin kullanimlarini ele almaktadir. Bu kapsamda yazar, Pehlevi mo-
narsisinin benimsedigi iranlilik kimliginin icat edilmis bir kimlik oldugunu
iddia etmektedir. Bu sayimizin ikinci makalesini, Habib KARTALOGLU nun
“Sii Ulemaya Yonelik Davet ve Fermanlar: Sehid-i Evvel ve Ali el-Kereki
Ornegi” baslikli makalesi olusturmaktadir. Islam cografyasinda devlet yone-
ticilerinin ulemaya yonelik davet ve fermanlar1 ile mezhebi egilimleri arasin-
da bag oldugu tespitinde bulunan yazar, Iran topraklarinda hiikiim siirmiis Sii
hanedanliklardan Serbedari Hiikiimdar1 Ali el-Miieyyed’in Sehid-i Evvel’i
ve Safevi Hilkiimdar1 Sah Tahmas’in Ali el-Kereki’yi iilkelerine davetlerini
degerlendirmektedir. Son sayimizin “XX. Yiizy1l iran Edebi, Fikri ve Siya-
si Hayatinda Tebrizli Bir Aydin: Samed Behrengi- Hayati, Sahsiyeti, Diinya
Goriisii, Miicadelesi ve Eserleri” adli iiglincii makalesi, Mehmet Akif KOC
tarafindan kaleme alinmigtir. Bu ¢alismada Samed Behrengi’nin hayati ve
eserlerini inceleyen KOC, onun diigiince yapisinin sekillenmesinde sosyalist
ideoloji ve Tiirk milliyetciliginin 6ne ¢iktigini savunmaktadir.

Bu sayimin dérdiincii makalesi, Oguzhan OZOGLU tarafindan yazilan “Peh-
levi Dilinde yasayan En Eski Kahramanlik Anlatisi: Yadgar-1 Zeriran” bas-
likli galismadir. Bu makalede, Yadgar-i Zeriran’in tarihlendirilmesi tartigil-
mis, eser ve kahramanlari tanitilmis, eserin Pehleviceden g¢evirisi arastirma-
cilara sunulmug ve diger ceviriler ile karsilastirma yapilmastir. Saymin
son makalesi Cetin KASKA’nin “Fars Edebiyatinda Sairlerin Mahlaslar1”

adli ¢aligmasidir. Burada yazar, meshur Fars sairlerinin mahlaslarini ve Fars
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edebiyatinda mahlasin siirlerde nasil yer aldigini incelemektedir. Mahlas
kullanmanin Fars edebiyatinda koklii bir gegmise sahip oldugu tespitinde
bulunmakla birlikte, Hicri 6. ylizyildan itibaren mahlasin siirlerde oldukga
yaygin bir sekilde kullanilmaya baslandigini ileri siirmektedir. Oyle ki, Fars
edebiyatinda iyi bir mahlas belirlemek, sairligin en temel sartlarindan bir ha-
line gelmis, zaman igerisinde sairin siirini anlatan bir konuma yiikselmistir.
Ayrica bu sayida, Mehmet Akif KOC, Said Ebutalib’in kaleme aldig1 “Hey
You! Irak’taki Amerikan Hapishanelerinden Hatiralar” adli ¢eviri kitabini
degerlendirmektedir.
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EDITOR’S NOTE

One of the most important actors of the Middle East, Iran is a country with
a strong historical background as well as a deep-rooted state institution and
a rich culture. Iran has a very complicated social and political structure as a
result of these characteristics and its wide geographical expansion throughout
the history. Especially after the “Islamic Revolution” in 1979, Iran was driven
into a separate channel and became an even more complex structure. We
started the publication of “The Journal of Iranian Studies” in order to analyze
and learn about the neighboring country Iran scientifically and academically,
in an objective and impartial manner.

Our latest issue offers five articles and a book review. In the first article of
the issue, “Nation-state in Iran during the Pahlavi Era: National Identity and
the Invention of Traditio”, Nail ELHAN addresses the formation processes
of nation and national identity in Iran during the Pahlavi Era and the
roles and usage of invented traditions during this period with reference to
national and religious symbols on banknotes, postage stamps, the official
flag and ceremonies. Within this scope, the author claims that the Iranian
identity which is created by the Pahlavis, is an invented identity. In the
second article of the issue titled “Invitation and Edicts Intended for the
Shia Ulama/Sholars: The Example of Shahid al-Awwal and Ali al-Karak1”,
Habib KARTALOGLU states that in Islamic geography there’s a connection
between the invitations and edicts of state administrators adressing the
ulama and the state administrator’s secterian tendencies. In this regard, the
author analyses the letter that the Sarbadar ruler Ali Mu’ayyad sent to Shahid
al-Awwal and the edict issued to Ali al-Karaki by the Safavid ruler, Shah
Tahmasb. The third article of the issue written by Mehmet Akif KOC, is titled
“Samad Behrangi: A Tabrizian Intellectual in XXth Century Iranian Literary
and Cultural Life- His Life, Worldview, Fight and Works”. Examining the
life and works of Samad Behrangi, Kog claims that the socialist ideology
and Turkish nationalism are two important factors that shaped the thoughts
of Bahrengi.

The fourth article of the issue, written by Oguzhan OZOGLU is titled “The
Earliest Surviving Narrative of Heroism in Pahlavi Language: Ayadgar 1
Zareran”. The article discusses the date of Yadgar-i Zeriran, introduces
the work and its heroes, and presents the Turkish translation of the Pahlavi
text to the researchers as well as comparing it with other translations. The
last article of the issue by Cetin KASKA is titled “Poets’ Pseudonyms in
Persian Literature”. In this article, the author examines the pseudonyms of



Persian poets and the use of pseudonyms in Persian literature. As well as
stating that the use of pseudonyms has a deep root in Persian literature, the
author asserts that pseudonyms have been used extensively starting from the
6th century of the Hegira. Setting an impressive pseudonym had been one
of the most important prerequisites of becoming a good poet and in time,
reached up to become the shortcut of explaining the poetry of the poet. Also
in this issue, Mehmet Akif KOC reviews the book “Hey You! Memoirs from
the American Jails in Iraq” by Said EBUTALIB, which he translated from
Persian to Turkish.
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
