Bu alanda nitelikli bilgi iiretilmesi ve bunun gelecek nesillere aktarilmasi
bilyiik 6nem tasimaktadir. Herkesin birbirinden haberdar oldugu giiniimiiz iletisim diinyasinda ilmi
calismalarin ortak dillerde tiretilmesi bir zorunluluk olarak karsimizda durmaktadir. Aksi takdirde
yapilan calismalar belli cografyalara sikisip kalacak, yeni ¢alismalara temel teskil edemeyecek ve
evrensel boyuta ¢ikamayacaktir, HADITH ekibi bu amagla yola ¢ikmis olup, Tiirkiye ve diinyanin
cesitli yerlerinde iiretilen makaleleri siki bir editdryal islemden gegirdikten sonra ii¢ dilde (Ttirkge,

ingilizce ve Arapca) genis 6zetleriyle birlikte yayimlamaktadir.

Bu sayimizda yedi makaleyi ilim aleminin istifadesine sunuyoruz. Bunlardan birincisi Veysel

miivacehesinden karsilastirmali olarak ortaya koymaya calismustir. Ali Celik, “Buhari’nin Sahih’inde
Tahric Edilen Cahiliye Menkibeleri: Zinadan Dolayi Recmedilen Maymun Ornegi” baslikli
calismasinda son zamanlarda ilgili veya ilgisiz herkesin {izerinde konustugu Amr b.

The science of hadith is one of the most vivid and most talked areas of Islamic studies in the
world. It is of great importance to produce qualified information in the field of hadith and to hand it
down to the next generation. In today's world of communication, where everyone is aware of each
other’s activities, it is a necessity to produce scientific studies in various languages. Otherwise, the
studies would be limited in certain geographies and not universal, there would be no basis for new
studies. HADITH team set out for this purpose. After a rigorous editorial process, HADITH aims to
publish articles, which are sent from Turkey and various places of the world, with extended

abstracts in three languages (Turkish, English and Arabic).

In this issue, we present seven articles for the benefit of the scientific community. The first
article, Veysel Ozdemir’s “A Study of the Reasons for the Existence of a Large Number of Irsal and
Tadlis in the Kafa” is an exploration of the reasons for the intense usage of irsal and tadlis that
interrupt isnad in the first two centuries in Kafa. Serdar Murat Giirses’ “Kashmiri and Mubarakpiiri’s
Commentaries of Tirmidhi in Terms of Hadith Principles of Hanefi and Ahl al-Hadith” is a
comparative study of the perspectives of two scholars who lived in the same region (India) from the
views of Ahl al-Ra’y and Ahl al-Hadith. With the article titled “The Analysis of the Narration About
‘The Fornicator Monkeys' Stoning/Rajm to Death’ and Bukhari’s Mentioning it in His Works” Ali
Celik examines hadith of "Stoning some adulterer monkey", which everyone has spoken recently,
which is narrated by Amr ibn Maimon, in terms of sanad and matn and the reasons of Buhari’s
taking this narration into his work.

In her article titled “The Virtues of the (Al Bait Al Maqdis) among Hadith scholars and
Historians Through Two Books ( Miftah Al Magasid) and( Bait Al Maqdis’s Virtues)” Asma Albogha
comparatively examines the methodology of historians and muhaddiths in two books on the virtues
of Jerusalem. With the article titled “Negative Effects of Being Busy with Hadith Science According
to Imam Al-Ghazali” Enes Salih examines the various aspects of Imam Al-Ghazali’s words about the
negative effects of being engaged in hadith science in his book “Thya’ ‘Ulim al-Din” and reveals how
Al-Ghazali came to this conclusion.

Yahya Maabdeh with his article titled “The Divine Care of the Prophet (Before Prophecy) and
His Preparation for Prophecy and Its Role in Building the Contemporary Islamic Personality” deals
with the role of divine supervision and preparation of the prophethood in the pre-prophetic life of
the Prophet in the construction of contemporary Islamic personality. Finally, with the article titled
“Evaluation of the Narrations in Veladet Section of Wesilet el-Nedjat” Halil Sirin and Yusuf Agikel
examine the references of hadith in veladet section (the birth of the Prophet) of Wesilet el-Nedjat.



It is well known by researchers that the scientific studies resulting from long-term efforts
require a challenging process to reach the level of publication. We wish to thank the referees who
read and evaluate our articles meticulously, in other ways, for guiding our authors and improving
their work. We also wish to sincere thank all our team, especially our language editors, for they
edited and proofread the articles in Turkish, English and Arabic.
