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Publishing Principles 
 

University, is a double peer-reviewed international journal that publishes articles on humanities and 
social sciences. The articles to be published are required to fulfil with scientific research criteria, to 
bring contribution to the field and not to be published elsewhere. Papers presented at a scientific 
meeting/conference can be accepted if they are not published before. It is published twice a year in 
March and September. For questions, comments and suggestions you may contact with our editors. 

1. Blind Referee and Evaluation Process 
Blind referee is a method applied for the publication of scientific publications with the highest 
quality. This method forms the basis of the objective evaluation process of scientific studies and is 
preferred by many scientific journals. 
Referee opinions have a decisive place in the publication quality of Kulliye Journal. 
All works sent to the complex are evaluated by double-blind according to the following stages. In 
the double-blind method, the author and referee identities of the studies are hidden. For this reason, 
the authors are asked to delete their names when uploading their articles to the system. 

1.1. Initial Evaluation Process 
The works sent to Kulliye are first evaluated by the editor. At this stage, works that do not comply 
with the purpose and scope of the journal, which are weak in terms of language and expression rules 
in Turkish, English and other languages, contain scientifically critical errors, have no original value 
and do not meet publication policies. 
The authors of the rejected works are informed within one month at the latest from the date of 
submission. Preliminary evaluation process is initiated for the studies approved by the Editorial 
Board. 

1.2. Pre-Evaluation Process 
In the pre-evaluation process, the editor examines the sections of the studies, introduction and 
literature, method, findings, conclusion, evaluation and discussion in detail in terms of journal 
publication policies and scope and originality. In addition, Kulliye examines the article in terms of 
form according to the writer's guide. For those who need correction, they contact the author of the 
article and ask that they send the requested corrections within 7 days at the latest. Works that are not 
sent within the given time are deleted from the system. The studies deemed appropriate are included 
in the process of appointing referees. 

1.3. Referee Appointment Process 
Referees are assigned to the works according to their content and the areas of expertise of the 
referees. The editor and editorial board reviewing the study suggests at least two referees from the 
Complex of Scientific Committee or Referee Pool according to their area of expertise or may suggest 
new referees suitable for the field of study. 
Arbitrator suggestions appropriate to the field are evaluated by the editor and the works are sent to 
the referees. Referees are obliged to guarantee that they will not share any processes and documents 
about the work they evaluate. 

1.4. Reviewer Evaluation Process 
The period given to the referees for the referee evaluation process is 6 weeks. The correction 
suggestions from the referees or editors are required to be completed by the authors within 10 days 

examining its corrections, and may request corrections more than once if necessary. 
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2. Author Guide 

a. Journal of Kulliye (Ankara Yildirim Beyazit University International Journal of Social Sciences) 
is an international double peer-reviewed journal, and two issues are published annually except for 
special issues. 
b. Journal of Kulliye publishes research articles on social science field. 
c. Criteria of originality and contribution to the field are requested in studies. 
d. Members who submit/will submit articles to our journal should also add the Orcid Number to 
their user credentials. 
e. Articles submitted to Kulliye should not have been published anywhere or accepted for 
publication. 
f. Those who want to submit an article for the publication to the Journal of Kulliye (Ankara Yildirim 
Beyazit University International Journal of Social Sciences) have to submit their work as a member 
of the Article Tracking System at https://dergipark.org.tr/en/pub/aybukulliye. 
g. Except for the special decision of the Editorial Board, the abstracts of articles less than 130 words 
or more than 200 words and the main text less than 2200 words or more than 5000 words are not 
taken into consideration. 
h. Along with the articles, the similarity report (no filtering should be done) from 
http://www.ithenticate.com/ have to uploaded as an additional file. (M.Sc. / Ph.D. students can get 
a similarity report through their supervisors or the account of any faculty member. If the affiliated 
university has an iThenticate subscription, a similarity report can be obtained free of charge from 
this website). 
i. The uploading of any article to the electronic system of the Journal of Kulliye (Ankara Yildirim 
Beyazit University International Journal of Social Sciences) is accepted as an application for the 
publication of the article. At the same time, the evaluation process of the article begins. No copyright 
fee is paid for the articles. 
j. Kulliye is an electronic journal. For this reason, all the processes from the application to the 
publishing stage of the article take place electronically. 
k. The printing and publishing rights of the articles sent to Kulliye (Ankara Yildirim Beyazit 
University International Journal of Social Sciences) for publication are transferred to the journal. 
These articles cannot be published, reproduced and used without showing the source without 
permission from the journal administration. 
l. Any legal, economic and ethical responsibility that may arise from the articles sent 
to Kulliye (Ankara Yildirim Beyazit University International Journal of Social Sciences) belongs to 
their authors even if the article is published. The journal does not accept any liability. 
m. The publication language of Kulliye Journal is Turkish. However, articles from English, Russian, 
German, French, Arabic and Persian languages are also evaluated. It is published by the referees and 
the editorial board, if deemed appropriate. 
n. At the beginning of the article, which will be uploaded to the article tracking system, Turkish and 
English abstracts consisting of maximum 200 words, 3-5 words keywords; Turkish and English titles 
should be included. Turkish and English abstracts should reflect the purpose, scope and results of 
the study and allow the reader to determine the content of the article quickly. Articles written in a 
different language - except Turkish and English - should include title, abstract and keywords in the 
article language. Attention should be paid to avoid language mistakes in abstracts in a different 
language. In the abstract, the sources used, figures and table numbers should not be mentioned. The 
abstract should be written in 10 font size. Abstract and Keywords must be following international 

Thesaurus, JISCT, ERIC etc." can be used. 
o. It should be a title that is compatible with the content and expresses it best. It should be written 
in capital letters with a font size of 12 and bold, no heading and indent. Care should be taken that 
the title is as short as possible. 
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p. The titles in the article should be bright, only the first letter of each word should be capitalized, 
left-aligned, and no other formatting should be included. 
q. The main text should be written not exceeding 5000 words by using an IBM compatible computer 
and Microsoft Word software program. 
r. An article should include abstract in Turkish and English, an extended abstract in English, sub-

sections must be found. The "conclusion" should be in line with the purpose and scope of the 
research; it should be given in outline and essence. In the preparation of the article, valid scientific 
methods should be followed. Information such as the subject of the study, its purpose, scope, the 
reason for its preparation etc. should be provided in a sufficient and orderly manner. Issues not 
mentioned in the text should not be included in the "Conclusion". Primary and intermediate titles 
and subheadings can be used to provide a specific order. 
s. After the article is accepted for publication, an extended abstract in English approximately 5-15% 
(consisting of 500-750 words) of the article should be added following the conclusion of the study. 
The extended abstract should include the purpose, problem, method, findings and conclusion 

This is important for your article to be cited 
abroad. It should not contain any findings or results that are not included in the research text. In the 
extended abstract, reference should not be made to the information contained in the text (e.g. as 
stated on page 2; as mentioned in the introduction part, etc.). There is no need extended abstract for 
articles written in English. 
t. 
Development, etc.), the name, date and number of the institution/organisation and the project, if any, 
should be indicated in footnotes. 
u. The name, place and date of the meeting should be specified in the congress and symposium 
papers. 
v. The English of "title, keywords and abstract" must be present in book introduction and 
translations. The cover image and identity of the book (date of publication, number of prints, and 
place of publishing information) to be introduced and it should be at the beginning of the article. 
The identity of the translated book/publication should be indicated in the footnotes. 
w. Articles that are not prepared according to the rules of our journal in citation and bibliography 
will not be accepted unless they are corrected. 

3. The Writing Rules 

a. The papers should be written in Microsoft Word program, and page structures should be arranged 
as follows: The format used for citing is APA (American Psychological Association) Style 6th 
Edition. Both in quotations and the bibliography, the authors should follow the rules and format 
specified in the American Psychological Society Publication Guide published by the American 
Psychological Association.

b. For articles that use a special font, the used font should be sent with the paper. 
c. Spelling should not be done at the end of the line. "ENTER" or "RETURN" keys should be used 
at the beginning of the paragraph instead of the "TAB" key. Punctuation marks should be written 
adjacent to the words before them. One letter space should be left after the signs. 
d. Details such as page number, header and footer should not be included in the articles. Footnotes 
are used only for explanations that are required and are given automatically with the "NOTE" 
command. Citations here should be arranged in brackets with the surname of the author, the year of 
publication of the work and the page number. For example: (Kaya 2000: 15). The study used in the 
footnote must be stated in the bibliography. 
e. Quotations: Direct quotations in the article should be given in quotation marks, and the source 
should be stated in parentheses at the end of the quotation according to APA rules. Citations less 
than five lines should be given in italics between the sentence, and citations longer than five lines 
should be given in italics with 1 cm inside the left of the page and with a line break indent of 0.5 
cm. When you are in text citation and it is not a direct quote, all that is required in parentheses is a 
reference to the author and year of publication. 
f. Pictures should be bright and in high quality. Besides, the rules given for the figures must be 
followed. Figures, tables and photographs should not extend beyond the writing area; if necessary, 
each should be on a separate page. Figures and tables should be numbered and named according to 
their content. Numbers and titles should be written below the figures and above the tables. Only the 
first letters of the titles of the tables and figures should be written in capital letters. Tables should be 
made with the table command in the "Microsoft WORD" program. In compulsory situations, 
"Microsoft EXCEL" tables can be used. If necessary, explanatory footnotes or abbreviations should 
be given just below the figures and tables. Figures, tables and pictures should not exceed ten pages. 
g. If the abbreviation is used, the abbreviations specified in the Turkish Language Institution Writing 
Guide should be taken as the basis. 
h. APA must be used as a citation system in the article. There must be a bibliography at the end of 
the article. 
 
4. Citation 

APA system is taken as a basis in text references (citations) and bibliography. 
1. Citation in Text (Reference) 
References to the article should be given in parentheses immediately after the proper place, in the 
order of the author's surname, the publication year of the work and the page number, respectively. 
In the citations given at the end of the sentence, the dot should be placed after the citation 
parenthesis. 
Single Author, Single Study 
* Immediately after the proper place, the surname of the author, the publication year of the 
work/study and the page number should be given in parentheses. 
For example: (Karahan 1996: 37) 
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* If the author's name is mentioned in the relevant sentence, it is sufficient to specify the date and 
page in parentheses. 
For example: According to Karahan (1996: 37), 
* If the author and publication year are specified in the text, the author and the date are not given in 
parentheses. 
* In the references made to the whole source, the surname of the author and the year of publication 
must be written in parentheses. 
For example: (Karahan 1996) 
* If the cited source consists of volumes, the volume number is written before the page number and 
in Roman numerals. 
For example: (Branch 1955: II / 30) 
* If reference is made to consecutive pages in a source, a dash (-) should be inserted between the 
page numbers, and a comma (,) if reference is made to different pages. 
For example: (Karahan 1996: 37-45), (Karahan 1996: 103, 106, 124) 
A Study with Two Authors 
* If there are two authors, the surname of both must be written, and a dash (-) must be inserted. 
For example: (Kubryakova-Klobukov 1998: 15) 
Referencing a Resource with More Than Two Authors 
* In studies with more than two authors, the surname of the first two authors is written by placing a 
dash (-  
For example: -Uluhanov et al. 1980: 157) 
Studies of an Author in the Same Year

the source quoted or transmitted in the reference is indicated.

All the sources used in the article should be included in the "Bibliography". Even if it is related to 
the subject of the article, the documents and works not mentioned in the article should not be 
included in the bibliography. References should be given in alphabetical order at the end of the main 
text according to the surnames of the authors (only author name based on before the Surname Law). 
The name of studies should be written in italics. References must be written in Latin alphabet.
