TAKDIM

Kiiltiir, bir toplumun tarihsel siire¢ ig¢inde irettigi, kusaktan kusaga degiserek aktarilan, onu diger toplumlardan
farkli kilan, diger kiiltiirlerle etkilesim ig¢inde olan, kendine 6zgii deger, inang, norm, orf, adet, gelenek, anlayis
ve yasayis tarzi, sanat ve eserler gibi maddi ve manevi dgelerin biitiiniidiir. Kiiltiir, toplumsal kimligin olusumu ve
devami bakimindan 6nemli bir olgudur. Kiiltiir ve kiiltiir arastirmalari da, sosyal ve beseri bilimler alaninda énemli
bir konuma sahiptir.

Kiltiir calismalar1 veya aragtirmalari ile kiiltiirel mirasin belgelenmesi, tanitimi ve yasatilarak gelecek kusaklara
aktarilmasiyla ilgili aragtirma ve yayinlar, 6zellikle zengin bir kiiltlirel mirasa sahip olan Tiirkiye miz bakimindan 6zel
bir 6neme sahiptir. Bu amagla, 2003 yilinda yayimlanmaya baslayan TUBA-KED, her tiirlii maddi kalint:, kiiltiirel
peyzaj, dekoratif sanatlar, dogal ¢evre, sozlii gelenek ve anlatimlar, gdsteri sanatlari, inanglar, ritiieller, sdlenler, doga
ve evrenle ilgili toplumlarin belleklerinde yer etmis olay, uygulama ve eserler gibi her tiirlii somut ve somut olmayan
kiltiirel varlkla ilgili yayimlara agik uluslararasi hakemli bir dergidir. Kiiltiir calismalar1 ve arastirmalar i¢in ortak
bir bilimsel zemin olusturmay1 hedefleyen TUBA-KED ilke olarak; donem ve cografi bolge simirlamasi olmaksizin
arkeoloji, sanat tarihi, kirsal ve kentsel mimari, kirsal ve kentsel peyzaj, kiiltiirel peyzaj, kentsel arkeoloji, endiistriyel
arkeoloji, etnografya, etnobotanik, jeoarkeoloji ve tarih ile ilgili calismalarin yer aldig: siireli bir yayindir. TUBA-
KED; topluluklarm, gruplarin ve bireylerin kiiltiirel miraslarinin bir parcast olarak tanimladiklar1 uygulamalar,
temsiller, anlatimlar, bilgiler, beceriler ve bunlara iliskin arag-geregler ile kiiltiirel mekanlar gibi farkli 6l¢ek ve
nitelikteki kiiltiirel mirasa yonelik her tiirlii belgeleme, envanter ve sozlii tarih ¢aligmalari ile bu mirasin korunmast,
onarimi, sergilenmesi, bilim diinyasina ve topluma kazandirilmasi ile kiiltiir sektorii olarak degerlendirilmesine
yonelik fikir, proje ve caligmalara da katki saglamaktadir.

Ulkemizin bilimsel ve topyekiin kalkinmasi i¢in tiim bilim alanlarinda nitelikli bilimsel ¢aligma ve yayinlar, biiyiik
bir dneme sahiptir. Diger yandan, toplumsal ve kiiltiirel agidan son derece zengin potansiyeliyle iilkemizin 6zellikle
sosyal ve beseri bilimler, bu arada kiiltiir arastirma ve yayilari i¢in, 6zellikle ve 6ncelikle Tiirk bilim camiasinca
degerlendirilmesi beklenen olduk¢a zengin imkanlar sundugu da bir gercektir.

2003 yilinda “TUBA-Kiiltiir Envanteri Dergisi” olarak yayimlanmaya baslayan TUBA-KED’in, kiiltiir envanteri
caligmalar1 yaninda, kiiltiirle ilgili tiim bilimsel ¢alismalara ait nitelikli ve saygin bir mecra olarak varlik ve gelisimini
stirdiirerek toplumsal ve kiiltiirel deger, varlik ve 6zelliklerimizin tespiti, tanitim1 ve gelecek kusaklara aktarilmasina
katk1 saglamasi, Tiirkiye’mizin ulusal bilimler akademisi TUBA nin énemli bir amacidir. Bu amag dogrultusunda,
baskanlik gorevini devraldigim 2012’den itibaren, yenilenen yayim ekibimizin 6zverili ve goniillii gayretleriyle,
dergimizin gelistirilerek yayin hayatina devami yolunda énemli adimlar atilmistir. Bu siirecte, TUBA-KED, bilimsel
yazi ¢esitliligi itibartyla daha zengin bir icerige ve daha ¢agdas bir tasarima kavusturulmus; bagvuru, degerlendirme
ve yayin slirecleri sayisal (dijital) olarak yiiriitiiliir hale getirilmis, 2017 den itibaren de yayin sayist yilda ikiye
cikartlmistir. Boylece, uluslararasi ve ulusal alan indekslerinde yer alan TUBA-KED, iilkemizin alaninda en saygin
yayin platformlarindan biri olmustur.

2003’ten giiniimiize kadar TUBA-KED’in alaninda saygin bir dergi olarak geliserek yayin hayatina devami
konusunda degerli katki ve goniillii desteklerini esirgemeyen tiim degerli bilim insanlarimizla ¢alisanlarimiza igten
tesekkiirlerimizi sunuyor; TUBA-KED’in bilim ve toplum hayatimiza katkilarinin geliserek devamimi diliyorum.
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PRESENTATION

Culture refers to the totality of material and spiritual elements, such as values, beliefs, norms, customs, habits,
traditions, ways of living and thinking, and art, all of which are unique to a society, are produced by a society in the
historical process, and are passed down from generation to generation.

TUBA-KED, which started
to be published in 2003 with this purpose, is an international, peer-reviewed journal that includes articles on all sorts
of tangible and intangible cultural assets, including all kinds of material remains, cultural landscapes, decorative arts,
natural environments, oral traditions and representations, performance arts, beliefs, rituals, festivals, and nature- or
universe-related events, practices and works that have gained a permanent place in the collective memory of the
society in question. TUBA-KED aims to serve as a common scholarly platform for cultural studies, and as a principle,
publishes works on archaeology, the history of art, rural and urban architecture and landscapes, cultural landscapes,
urban archaeology, industrial archaeology, ethnography, ethnobotany, geo-archaeology and history, without periodical
or geographical limitations. In addition, TUBA-KED supports all types of documentation, inventories or oral history-
related studies about cultural heritages of different scales and character — such as practices, representations, accounts,
knowledge, skills, associated tools and equipment and cultural locations that are acknowledged as being integral to
the cultural heritage of different communities, groups and individuals — and ideas, projects and works to preserve,
restore, exhibit and present such heritage to the academia, society or the culture industry.

High-quality scientific works and publications in all fields play an important role in the scientific and overall
development of Turkey. On the other hand, based on its rich social and cultural potential, Turkey offers many
opportunities to the fields of social sciences and humanities, and in cultural studies in particular, that should be taken
up first and foremost by members of the Turkish academia.

It is an important goal for the Turkish Academy of Sciences (TUBA) to continue TUBA-KED, which was first
published in 2003 under the title “TUBA-Kiiltiir Envanteri Dergisi” (“TUBA Journal of Cultural Inventory”), and
to develop it as a high-quality and respectable medium for all culture-related scientific works, thus contributing
to the identification, promotion and transfer of our social and cultural values, assets and characteristics to future
generations. To this end, important steps have been taken to ensure the continued publication and improvement of
our journal, thanks to the devoted and voluntary efforts of our publication team, which has been renewed since 2012
when I took over as the President of the Academy. As a result of this process, TUBA-KED today has a richer variety
of content in terms of the scientific works published, and has been updated with a more contemporary design, while
the submission, peer-review and publication processes have been digitized, and publication frequency was increased
to two issues a year in 2017. Consequently, TUBA-KED is today a nationally and internationally listed academic
journal and has become one of the most respected publications in Turkey in its respective field.

I would like to express my deepest gratitude to all our valued staff and the scholars who have supported TUBA-KED
since 2003 with their valuable contributions and voluntary efforts, ensuring its continued existence and development
as a respected journal in its field. I hope that TUBA-KED continues to serve scientific community and society at
large.
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
