As it is known, the fact that Tr-Index has been brought in
applications for the title of Associate Professor into the
forefront in the field of Theology and the journals being
scanned in Tr-Index has become important both in terms
articles' number and seriousness, or the functionality of the
journal. In addition, its importance in terms of incentives is
obvious.

As we mentioned in our previous issue, the reason why
journal refereeing is not considered to have any academic
value is due to the fact that journal refereeing is seen as
unpleasant and a waste of time by academicians. This
situation creates difficulties for journal editors in finding
referees for articles. Elimination of this problem will be a
positive step for both journals and academicians working as
journal referees. More importantly, when the problem is
expressed, the problem is not solved with the suggestion
"Then stop your journal's publishing life". However, even if
0.5 points are given in the application for associate
professorship to encourage journal refereeing, this problem
will be eliminated.

This situation creates difficulties in finding referees for
articles. Elimination of this problem will be a positive step
for both journals and academicians who are referees. More
importantly, when the problem is voiced, the problem is not
solved with the suggestion "Then stop your journal's
publication life". However, even if 0.5 points are given for
journal refereeing in incentive or associate professorship
application, this problem will disappear.

We were faced with a fairly high number of articles in this
issue such as in previous issue. We believe that every article
is the result of an effort.

We, journal editors, have to be respectful of the efforts of
article writers. However, when submitting the article, each
journal has its own criteria and it is necessary to edit the
article according to those criteria and upload it to the
journal. It is very important that the authors abide by this
delicacy. On the contrary, especially in the preliminary
examination, the article is rejected on the grounds that it
does not comply with the publication principles of the
journal. In this issue, we have the sadness of rejecting dozens
of articles in this way.

Asjournal’s editor, we owe a debt of gratitude for publication
of the journal to the academic friends who sent the articles,
to the academic friends who showed the delicyness and
kindness of refereeing by sparing their precious time, and to
the young friends who contributed to.
