As of November 2020, Uskiidar University Journal of Social Sciences has reached its
eleventh issue. As we have done so far, we have tried to preserve our interdisciplinary and
multidisciplinary approaches in this issue. It includes seven articles from the disciplines
of Political Science, International Relations, Psychology, Psychohistory, and History
written by worthy academics.

In the first article, Cemal Cem Anarat analyzes the transformation of the left-right
oriented French political system into a three-axis political structure since the 1990s and
the differentiation of French electorates’ political orientations in this aspect. Secondly,
Sanaa Talwasa critically evaluates the situation in which Turkey, as both a destination
and transit country for Afghan refugees, has given priority to Syrian refugees who have
constituted the majority especially since 2011, and how this situation has affected Afghan
refugees’ expectations and conditions. Thirdly, Tayfun Dogan and Nesrin Akinct Cotok
discuss the relationship between happiness and aggression among university students
within the framework of the findings achieved by the quantitative research they conducted.
In the fourth article, Hadiye Yilmaz Odabas: examines Freud's work “Leonardo da
Vinci” as the first psychobiography and, with regard to this work, explains the history,
scope, content, and method of the field of psychohistory. In the fifth article, Zeynel Levent
elaborates on the unconventional warfare strategies that were influential during the
initial phases of the National Struggle within that historical-social context and aims to
contribute to the literature with this article using the archival documents. In the sixth
article, Mukaddes Canpolat studies the Newspaper “Anadolu'da Yeni Giin”, which was
a prominent organ during the National Struggle, and the course of its publication within
the framework of certain themes that came forward concerning the period’s characteristics
and, in this context, further analyzes the issues of Republic, World Revolution, and
National Communism. Finally, in the seventh article, Dilan Oreng, Canan Oykii Dénmez
Kara and Suat Ugur tackle entrepreneurship as a policy applied to reduce unemployment
and discuss the role of entrepreneurship trainings in pursuit of improving the employment
capacity, based on the findings of their quantitative research and the suggestions they
provide.

Within the scope of our endeavor to be included in the national and international indexes,
we punctiliously examine the articles sent to our journal and follow the peer review process
strictly. I would like to thank all the referees for their contributions that put the quality of



our journal over the top with their valuable advice, as well as Assoc. Prof. [brahim Arslan
