Cagdas Turkiye Tarihi Arastirmalar1 Dergisi'nin, tarihe iliskin degisik
konulari ele alan 12 ayr1 makalesinin yer aldig1 25. sayisin1 arastirmacilarin, bilim
diinyasmin ilgi ve begenisine sunuyoruz. Uzun bir siirenin ardindan, gecen say1
ile birlikte normal periyodunu yakalayan dergimiz, bundan sonraki stirecte,
Bahar ve Giiz olmak {tizere yilda iki defa yayinlanmaya devam edecektir.

Bu yil Balkan Savaslari'nin 100. Y1l dontimiine yonelik tilke genelinde
pek cok etkinlik gerceklestirildi. Bu sayimizda; Dr. Hiisnti Ozlii tarafindan
kaleme alinan ve Balkan Savaslarmin tarihimize biraktigi en aci kesitlerden
biri olan Ege Adalarinin kaybedilis siirecine deginen bir yaziya yer veriyoruz.
Yeni bilgi ve belgelerle, bu biiyiik olaymn boyutlarmi daha net gormemizi
saglayacakolan arastirmanin, Balkan Savaslar1 nedeniyle yapilan calismalara bir
katki olacagini diistintiyoruz. Dergimizde yer alan bir baska yazi ise; Antalya
ilinde ¢ikan “Anadolu Gazetesi”dir. Bilindigi gibi, Milli Miicadele’de kamuoyu
olugturmanin en 6nemli araglarindan biri basindi. Ulkenin pek ¢ok yerinde yerel
olcekli gazeteler yayimlantyordu. Halkin, Milli Miicadele’nin amacini anlamasi
icin biiytik rol oynayan Anadolu basini arasinda, Anadolu Gazetesinin Antalya
orneginde yerine getirdigi gorev, Yrd. Do¢. Dr. Muhammet Giiglii tarafindan
kaleme alinda.

Osmanli Devleti tarih sahnesinden cekilirken ve ondan kalan son
topraklarda yeni bir Tiirk Devleti insa edilirken, niifus da biiytik degisimlere
ugramistt. Yeni devlet, bir yandan niifusu artirmaya doniik onlemler alirken,
ote yandan niifus sayisin1 ve 6zelliklerini belirlemek yontinde de calismalar
yapmaktaydi. Yrd. Dog. Dr. Fatih Tugluoglu'nun yazisi, Cumhuriyet’in ilk
yillarinda yapilan ve devletin tizerinde titizlikle egildigi niifus sayimlarimni ele
alarak; 1935 Niifus saymmu orneginden hareketle, cesitli tespitlere yer veriyor.
Dergimizin bu sayidaki dikkat ¢ekici makalelerinden bir digeri de Dr. Ahmet
Asker tarafindan kaleme alinan “Nazi Irk Tasnifinde Tiirkler Ve Ortadogu Halklar1”
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basligin1 tasimaktadir. Bu calismada Nazi Almanya’sinda yiiriirliige giren
yasalar cercevesinde Tiirkiye ve Tiirkler tizerine donemin 1rkci atmosferi icinde
yapilan karsilikli degerlendirilmelere yer verilmistir.

II. Diinya Savas1 sonrasinda miittefiklerin galip gelmesiyle birlikte
Turkiye’de de bu hava etkili olmus ve i¢ siyasette 6nemli degisimler meydana
gelmistir. Bu siirecin stiphesiz en 6nemli sonucu Tiirkiye nin yeniden ¢ok partili
siyasal yasama donmesidir. Iste bu siirecte 1946 yili ile birlikte yasanan degisim
ve bu duruma ayak uydurmaya calisan Cumhuriyet Halk Partisi icindeki
gelismeler, “Iktidarim Siirdiirmek Isteyen Bir Partinin Kimlik Arayisi: Cumhuriyet
Halk Partisi'nin 1947 Olagan Kurultay:” bashkli makalede ele alinmustir.
Makalenin yazar; artik dergimizin stirekli yazarlarindan biri diyebilecegimiz,
Dog. Dr. Hakan Uzun. Dergimizde ¢ok partili hayata gecis stirecine iliskin baska
bir yazida, gazeteci ve siyasi kimligi ile stirecin bizzat icinde yer alan Necmettin
Sadak’m, bu gecis donemine ve Demokrat Parti iktidarinun ilk yillarina iliskin
gortislerine yer veriyoruz. Bu makalenin yazari Dr. Aysegiil Senttirk.

25. saymmizda Demokrat Parti doneminde meydana gelmis olan kimi
olaylar ve siyasi gelismeleri degerlendiren yazilar da yer almaktadir. Bu
atmosferin etkisi ve onu izleyen siirecte 6nemli donemegler biciminde ortaya
cikan iki yazidan birisi Yrd. Dog. Dr. Miislime Giines tarafindan kaleme alinmis
olan “Adnan Menderes ve Halkevleri” dir. Demokrat Parti doneminin dis politikada
en onemli sorunu haline gelen Kibris ve bu stireci degerlendiren “Kibris Sorunu
Baglaminda Tiirkiye'de 6/7 Eyliil 1955 Olaylarina Kesitsel Bir Bakis” adli yazi ise
stirekli yazarlarimizdan Dog. Dr. Ulvi Keser tarafindan kaleme alindi. Demokrat
Parti donemindeki bir olay1 degerlendiren son makalemiz ise Yrd. Dog. Dr.
Ahmet Mehmet Efendioglu ve Necip Giirel tarafindan kaleme alinan; “Izmir
Suikasti Mahkiimlart Icin 1956 Yilinda Yapilan Bir lade-i Itibar Girisimi” adim
tasiyor. Boylece, birbirini izleyen dort ayr1 yazida; sadece bir siyasal donemin
kendine 6zgii kesitleri 6ne ¢ikmiyor; ayni zamanda bu siirecin perde arkasinda
kalmus olaylar1 da aralaniyor.

Bu sayimizda Taner Bulut tarafindan hazirlanan ve Ingiltere'nin Dogu
siyasetini irdeleyen J. Holland Rose’un”Great Britain and The Eastern Question”
adl1 yazisinin gevirisine de yer verdik.

Iki de tanitim yazimiz var: Bunlardan ilki Dr. Biilent Durgun tarafindan
kaleme alinan “Erken Cumhuriyet Dénemi Izmir Ekonomisi (1923-1938)”; bir digeri
ise Jack Goody’in” Tarih Hirsizh§:” isimli kitaplar1 tizerine yapilmus. {1k kitabmn
bir 6zelligi var ki oda, Enstitiimiizde yapilan bir doktora tezinin kitap olarak
yaymlanmis halidir. S6z konusu kitap ayni zamanda izmir’in, Cumhuriyet'in
ilk yillarma iliskin pek cok verisini de ortaya koymaktadir. Bu 6nemli ¢alisma
Dr. Fevzi Cakmak tarafindan tanitildi. Tkinci ceviri kitabin tanitimini ise Hasan
Girkan yapt.



Dergimizin ilk 10 sayisinin indeksi; Yrd. Dog¢. Dr. Mehmet Emin Elmaci
tarafindan yapilmis ve dergimizin 11. sayisinda yayinlanmusti. Dergimizin
elinizde bulunan bu 25. sayisini, onun sonraki yillarda stirecek yasami icinde
onemli bir doneme¢ sayiyoruz. Bu sebeple tekrar Yrd. Dog. Dr. Mehmet
Emin Elmaci, 25 saymnn toplu indeksini olusturarak dergimizin gecmisten bu
gline uzanan birikimini bu ¢alismasinda ortaya koydu. Boylece dergimizden
yararlanmak isteyecek okuyucu ve arastiricilarin 6niine énemli bir basvuru
kaynag1 koymus bulunuyoruz.

Derginin yaymlanmasinda c¢ok kisinin emegi var: Yazarlarindan,
hakemlerine; diizeltme ¢alismalarini yapanlardan basimina dek; pek ¢ok kisinin
emeginin harmaniyla dergimiz yayimlanabiliyor.

EDITOR’S NOTE

We offer Journal of Modern Turkish History Studies’ 25th Volume, which
includes 12 separate articles dealing with various themes relating to history, to
the interest and appreciation of the world of science and researchers. After a
long period, the Journal has captured its normal period with the last volume; the
next period, twice a year, in Spring and Fall it will continue to run.

This year, many activities were carried out for the 100th Anniversary
of the Balkan Wars throughout the country. In this volume, we give a place
to an article penned by Dr. Hiisnii Ozlii which refers to the process the lost of
the Aegean Islands one of the most painful section of the Balkan Wars. With
new information and documents we think that the research providing a clearer
insight to see the size of this big event will be a contribution to the studies of the
Balkan Wars. In another article in our journal is “Anadolu Gazetesi” published in
Antalya. As you know, one of the most important instruments of creating public
opinion in the National Struggle was the press. The local scale newspapers were
published in many parts of the country. Among the Anatolian Press playing a
major role in order to understand the purpose of the National Struggle by the
public, Anatolian Newspaper’s duty fulfilled in the case of Antalya was written
by Asst. Prof. Dr. Muhammet Giiglii.

While the Ottoman State was withdrawing from the stage of history
and in its last remaining territories a new Turkish State was being established,
the population had been undergone many changes. The new state was taking
measures to increase the population; on the other hand, it was making studies
to determine the characteristics and the count of the population. Through the
example of the Census 1935, Asst. Prof. Dr. Fatih Tugluoglu’s script is located in
the various determinations by taking on the carefully tilted censuses realized in
the early years of the Republic. In this volume of ourjournal, one of the remarkable
articles is the “Turks and people of middle East in Nazis racial Classification” written
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by Dr. Ahmet Asker. Within the framework of the laws which came into force in
Nazi Germany, the reciprocal determinations made in the racial atmosphere of
this period against Turkey and the Turks are given place in this study.

After Second World War, the victorious of Allies Powers affected Turkey
and many changes in its domestic policies have occurred. The most important
result of this process is undoubtedly the re-turning of Turkey to the multi-party
political life. In this process by the year 1946, changes and progresses in the
Republican People’s Party trying to keep up with this situation is under the
debate in the article of “Quest For Identity Of A Party In Power: The Ordinary
Congress Of Republican People’s Party Of 1947”. Author of the article, we can
call him as one of the regular contributors of our journal, is Assoc. Prof. Dr.
Hakan Uzun. In another article concerning transition to multi-party system in
our journal, we give a place to opinions of Necmettin Sadak about first years
of Democrat Party and this transition period who took place in this process
personally with his journalist and political identity. The author of this article is
Dr. Aysegiil Senttirk.

Some events that occurred in the period of the Democratic Party and
the writings evaluating the political developments take place in 25th volume.
By this atmosphere’s effect, one of the two articles emerging as the form of
important turning points in the next process is “Adnan Menderes And Community
Centers” written by Asst. Prof. Dr. Miislime Giines. Cyprus the most important
issue in foreign policy of Democratic Party period and “A Profile Glance At 6/7
Event In Turkey In The Light Of Cyprus Issue” evaluating the process is written by
Assoc. Prof. Dr. Ulvi Keser who is the one of our continuous authors. Our last
article, “A Refundable Credit Attempt for Convicts of Izmir in 1956”, evaluating an
incident at the period of Democratic Party is written by Asst. Prof. Dr. Ahmet
Mehmetefendioglu and Necip Giirel. Thus, in four successive articles, not only
the specific sections of a political era come forward, but at the same time the
events behind the scenes of this process are revealed.

In this volume we give place to the translation of . Holland Rose’s paper
which is “Great Britain and the Eastern Question” translated by Res. Asst. Taner
Bulut.

There are also two introduction papers. First of all is about “Izmir
Economy in the Early Republican Epoch (1923-1938)” written by Dr. Biilent Durgun;
the other one is about “History Theft” by Jack Goody. The first book has a special
feature that this doctoral dissertation written in our institute was published as
a book. The book also exhibits many data about the early years of the Republic
in Izmir. This important study is introduced by Dr. Fevzi Cakmak. Promotion
letter of the second translation of the book is written by Hasan Giirkan.



Index parts of our journal’s first 10 volumes were prepared by Asst.
Prof. Dr. Mehmet Emin Elmac1 and published in the journal’s 11th volume. We
consider the 25th volume of our journal in your hands as an important turning
point in its life in the next few years. For this reason, again, by creating mass
index of 25 volumes Asst.
