yetisen yeni arastiricilar bu ¢abalara destek verdiler. Boylece hem arastirict hem
de arastirma sayisinda onemli artislar oldu. Dergimiz, bu kaynaktan gticli
bicimde yararlanarak, tarihin daha ayrintili konularinda yapilan calismalarin
yayinlandig1 bir yayin organi durumuna geldi. Bu 6zelligi onu, benzerlerinden
farkli kilan en onemli boyuttu. Bu da dogalds; ctinkii Izmir'in de icinde
bulundugu Bati Anadolu, son ytiz elli yillik kokli degisimlerin en onemli
mekani olmustu. Biytik degisim ve dontisim cabalarmin etkileri en yogun
bicimde bu cografyada hissediliyordu. Bu 6zellik de Izmir’de tarihgilik yapmak
durumunda olanlara farklh olanaklar sunuyordu.
