Salgin hastaliklar tarih boyunca bas vermis ve gerek ticari iligkiler gerekse uluslar arasi
silahl1 miicadeleler neticesinde ¢esitli toplumlar1 abluka altina almistir 1347-51 araliginda 200
milyon insanmn dliimiine sebep olan kara veba salgin hastaliklarin insanlig1 diisiirdiigii ekonomik
ve sosyal buhranlarin en kesif 6rneklerinden biri olarak tarih kaynaklarina adin1 yazdirdi. Cigek,
kolera gibi salgin hastaliklar heniiz tibbin gelisim gostermedigi evrelerde korkutucu hastaliklar
listesinde yer alirken 19. Yiizyilda tibbin gelisimi bu hastaliklarm korkutucu etkisini geride
birakirken teknolojik gelisim, insanlarin diinyanin her kosesine ulasimini kolay kiliyordu.
