2018 yilindan itibaren DIMER tarafindan dipnot ve kaynak¢ada Chicago sisteminin
ISAM / DIA kurallariyla eklektik bir sistem haline getirildigi ISNAD Atif Sistemini
kullanmaya basladik. Kuskusuz bu sisteme gegis, gerek basili gerekse internet sitemizde
bir kisim degisiklikler yapmamizi gerektirdi. Bu konuda makale gonderen akademis-
yenlerden kaynaklanan bazi sikintilarimiz oldu. Bu sikintilar1 tekrar yasamak
istemiyoruz. Aliskanliklarimizdan ne zaman vazgegecegiz? Su Bat1 standartlarina ne
zaman ulasacagiz? Her derginin kendisine ait bir yayin ilkeleri, bir makale yazim
kurallar1 yok mudur? Yazan kafasina gore, kendi icat ettigi atif sistemine gore yaziyor
ve gonderiyor. Isin garip tarafi Dergipark iizerinden “makale génder” kisminda
“namus ve serefim {izerine dogru soyliiyorum” butonlarindan biri olan makaleyi
ISNAD Atif Sistemi’ne uygun bir sekilde hazirladim butonu var. Bu i yapilmamasina
ragmen hangi mantikla “hazirladim” diye beyan edilir ki! Bu konuda sikintilar
gidermek icin bir dizi ¢aligma yapmak durumunda kaldik.

sablonunu buraya yiikledik. Yetmedi. Ornek Makale adiyla bir buton olusturduk.
Burada dergimizin yazim kurallarini pratik olarak gosteren Tiirkce, Ingilizce ve
Arapga 6rnek makale hazirladik. Bilmiyorum ki bagka ne yapalim!

Bu makalelerden hakem siireci tamamlanan
ve yayimlanmasi onaylanan 8 makalemiz bulunmaktadir ki hepsi arastirma makalesidir.

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EDITORIAL

e think it has finished, however it never does. We think we almost
made it perfect, yet it isn’t. There are no limits for development. There
are new advancements every day. Every single day, we invent something

new. Each new issue is like an arena for the efforts to make a more advanced issue
than the previous one.

The vigorous efforts for the 49" issue have finally come to an end. Working with
secretarial, editorial, reviewers, articles and so on, we have completed the work. And
consequently we have submitted our journal both in published and in online versions.

Lets first talk about our efforts in Dergipark. Almost all details have been
completed in terms of our journal’s form, and changes have been made. For instance,
we developed the Editorial Board. We have added scientists to our publication board
from other countries. We have updated the Advisory Board and Field Editors parts
both in form and in content. We have enriched the Field Editors part by adding
scientist from Middle East and from Central Asia. We have increased the number of
our language editors for Arabic and for English. We are planning to incorporate with
scientists from Western world in the upcoming issues.

Since 2018 we have started to use ISNAD Reference System, in which Chicago
style has been made an eclectic system along with ISAM / DIA rules in footnotes and
in bibliography by DIMER. Doubtlessly, switching into this system made it necessary
for us to make a number of changes both in the published version and in the website
of our journal. At this point, we had some problems arising from the academicians
who sent their articles. When will we give up our old habits? When will we catch up
with the Western standards? Is not it true that every journal has its own publication
principles and rules for writing articles? Some writers have their own way and they
use the reference system invented by themselves. Ironically, there is a button saying I
prepared the article in accordance with ISNAD Reference System which is one of the
buttons that say “I swear on my honor and on my life that I am telling the truth” in
the “send article” part on Dergipark. Although it has not been made, for what
purpose one states “I prepared”! In order to overcome the problems about this, we
had to do a range of studies. We updated the author guide part again. We adapted the
article writing rules to ISNAD Reference System. Not only that, we formed a button
called templates. With the aim of providing convenience for authors and even for the
reviewers, we uploaded a PowerPoint document presenting our article template, a
PowerPoint document showing the article writing rules and a Word template of the
article there. That was not enough. We formed a button with the name of Sample
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Article. Here we prepared sample articles which practically show the writing rules of
our journal in Turkish, English and Arabic. I do not know what else we could do!

We formed the Authors button in our website on Dergipark. We added the list of
our authors who wrote articles for our journal starting from 1975. We showed each
author’s field and how many articles they wrote for our journal. We shared links
directly accessing the pdf forms of each article.

For realizing the advertisement of the journal we opened accounts on Instagram
and on Twitter as well as Facebook. We can inform our authors and readers about
each activity from these accounts.

In the previous issue, we had stated that our journal is browsed in a number of
indexes, databases and platforms. Within the last six months’ time our team has
applied, with hard efforts, to more than thirty indexes. While previously our impact
factor (the impact factor of a journal on the websites which analyze the international
academic journals) was 4.5, at this stage after our journal started to have been
published in MLA (Modern Language Association Database), DOAJ (Directory of
Open Access Journals), and ERICPlus (European Reference index for humanities
and social sciences), which are of the prestigious indexes and databases in international
arena, our journal’s impact factor went up to 6.5. (See. http://miar.ub.edu/issn/2458-
7508) By this, we have had the fourth rank among the journals of Faculties of
Theology. Along with them we applied to remarkable indexes such as Index Islamic,
EBSCO, ATLA, ESCI, SCOPUS and we are waiting for the results. The number of in-
ternational indexes, platforms and impact factor evaluation associations reached up
to 21: TR-DIZIN, MLA, DOAJ, ESJI, ROAD, ERICPlus, MIAR, SIS, OpenAIRE, J-
Gate, RI, CEEOL, Neliti, DRJI, BASE, CrossRef, EUROPUB, Scholar Impact, Google
Scholar, EZB, WorldCart, ISAM, Sobiad, Arastirmax, Idealonline. It should be noted
that when our journal starts to be browsed in the abovementioned prestigious
indexes we have applied to (EBSCO, ATLA, ESCI, SCOPUS etc.), we will have
reached to the form of an international refereed journal instead of a national refereed
journal.

We, as the publication board and the editorial board, are in an unbelievable
overexertion. However, we expect authors to contribute in our journal with their
original and quality articles. We hope our peer-reviewers to take their work more se-
riously.

We published an article chosen by the editorial board after translating it into
English. In the next issues, we are thinking about publishing two articles sent by the
authors after translating them into English in each issue.
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The number of articles which applied for this issue was 14. Of these articles, 8
articles completed the peer-review process and were confirmed to be published all of
which are research articles. 4 of the 14 articles were not approved as a result of the
peer-reviewers’ reports and two of them were not approved by the editorial board, so
they were rejected. Now let’s shortly give the articles published in this issue:

The first article was written by Sakin Tas, called “Subhi Salih (1926-1986): His
Life, Works and Significant Views”. The author will introduce Subhi Salih, who is
competent in Arabic Language and Tafsir, and will discuss his significant views.

The second article belongs to Hasan el-Hattaf with the name “el-Hagiqat ash-
shariyya wa cuzuruh al-lughaviyyah bi nazar el-mutekellim: Mefhum ul-iman billah
nemuzecen’. The author will evaluate the shari haqiqat (ecclesiastical truth) and its
linguistic roots according to scholars of Kalam in his article.

The third article is the work written by Fikrullah Cakmak called: “The Establishment
Process of Tawhid in Qur’an” The author examines the development process of es-
tablishment of Tawhid for the first interlocutors.

The fourth article belongs to Resul Oztiirk: “A Contrubition from Outside to the
Field of New Ilm al-Kalam: Milasli Ismail Hakki’s Views”. The author investigates the
contributions of Milasli Ismail Hakki, who is not an academician or a scholar in
Kalam discipline but a medical doctor, to the field of The New Ilm al-Kalam, which
came into existence in the study of Kalam during the 19" century.

The fifth article is a study written by Kamran Abdullayev called “The Letters Sent
to and Made Written by Shaikh Shamil” The author presents and evaluates letters
either sent to Shaikh Shamil or sent by him.

The sixth article belongs to Mehtap Dogan, its name is “A Philosophy of Mind
Evaluation on Soul-Body Dualism in Avicenna’s Metaphysics”. The author evaluates
the soul-body dualism in terms of philosophy of mind specific to Avicenna’s Meta-
physics.

The seventh article is Kevser Ozdogan’s study called “An Evaluation about the
Number and Order of The Prophet’s Children Born by Khadija”. The researcher,
examines the number and order of the Prophet’s children by born Khadija, which is
a controversial subject.

Eighth and the last article was written by Nuran Cetin with the name “The
Approach of Terzi Baba on Some Sufi Concepts in His Work “Kenzu’l-Miftah”. In
this study, the author tries to put forward Terzi Baba’s approach towards some Sufi
concepts in his mentioned work.
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We present the works to the readers by leaving the works to their discretion. We
will be waiting for matured, sufficient, quality, original and genuine articles of yours
for the 50" issue. I present our deepest gratitude to our contributing editorial board,
to the peer-reviewers who take their work seriously, to the authors who contribute
with their works and to the readers who follow the journal.

See you in the 50" issue, which we hope to publish as an international refereed
journal...
