Dinler, insanlik tarihi boyunca toplumsal hayati 6nemli 6lciide etkileyen
sosyal yapilarin basinda gelmektedir. Biitiin dinlerin tarihinde oldugu gibi ilahi
dinlerin sonuncusu olan Islam’in da tarihinde mezheplesme/firkalasma olgusu
yasanmistir. Esasinda hayatin dogal akisi igerisinde olusmasi kag¢inilmaz olan
mezheplesme olgusunun birtakim olumlu yanlarinin oldugu bilinmektedir. Ancak
mezheplerin istismar edilmesi durumunda, rahmet unsuru olan bu yapilar bir anda
birer ¢atisma unsuruna doniisebilmektedir.

Miisliimanlar son iki asirdir kiiltiir ve medeniyet alaninda ¢ok ciddi bir varlik
krizi yagsamaktadirlar. Ozellikle Arap Bahari ile ortaya gikan yeni gelismeler bu krizi
daha da derinlestirmistir. Bugiin Islam diinyasinda yasanan sorunlarin en
onemlilerinden biri dinsel aidiyetlerin kurumsallasmis halleri olan mezheplerin
istismar edilmesidir. Gelinen noktada mezhepler uluslararasi giiglerin catisma
aracina doniismiistiir. Misliimanlarin yasadiklar1 cografyalarda mezhep catismasi
goriiniimlii uluslararasi miicadeleler yasanmakta, Islam 6zgiirliik ve dinin anlami
tizerinden degil, siyasi egemenlik {izerinden okunmaktadr.

Giiniimiiz Islam diinyasinda din alaminda yasanan problemleri dogru
anlayabilmek ve saglikli ¢oziim iiretebilmek konusunda mezheplere dogru yaklasim
kilit bir rol oynamaktadir. Mezhepler, din anlayisindaki farklilasmalarin
kurumsallagmasi sonucu ortaya ¢itkan beseri olusumlardir. Adi ne olursa olsun beser
driinii olan bu yapilanmalarin hicbiri din ile 6zdeslestirilemeyecegi, iman ve
sorumlulugun bireysel oldugu, hakikatin hi¢bir grup/cemaat/tarikatin tekelinde
olmadigi, aslolanin Miislimanlarin birlik ve biitiinliigii oldugu mezheplere
yaklasimda dikkate alinmasi gereken temel esaslarin basinda gelmektedir.

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Religions are among the main social systems that have been significant
affecting social life throughout the history.
