O'nun
Allah katindan getirdigi din; inang, ibadet, ahlak ve sosyal hayatin her alanim
kusatan bir mahiyet icermektedir. Bu vasfindan dolay: “en son ve en kamil din”
olma 6zelligini barindirmaktadir. Bagka bir deyisle Islam, her yoniiyle mitkemmel
olup, eksikligi olmayan bir dindir. Bu durum Kur’an-1 Kerim'de Allah tarafindan
bize su sekilde bildirilmektedir: “Bugiin sizin icin dininizi kemale erdirdim, iizerinize
nimetimi tamamladim ve sizin icin din olarak Islam’t sectim.” (Maide, 5/3)

[slam dininin mitkemmel olmasi, dine yapilan eklemeleri kabul etmeyisi
Ozelligini giindeme getirmektedir. Bu 06zelliginden dolayi, Hz. Peygamber, dinin
Oziine ters olan ve dinde yer almasi miimkiin olmayan s6z ve uygulamalara,
hayatinin her asamasinda mani olmus ve dinin safiyetinin korunmasi hususunda
ashabini ikaz etmistir. Hz. Peygamber’in ashabi da onun ikazlarina uymus, siinneti
anlama ve muhafaza konusunda da aymu titizligi gostermislerdir. Sahabe neslinin
talebeleri olan “tabiin” ve ondan sonra gelen “tebe-i tabiin” kusaklar1 da siinneti
anlama ve koruma konusunda titiz davranan 6rnek kusaklar olmuslardir. Bu tig
kusak arasinda yer alan muhaddis ve fukaha gibi alimler de siinneti anlama ve
muhafaza konusunda azami gayret gostermislerdir. Bu kusaklar arasinda siinneti
anlama ve yorumlama konusunda farkli anlayislar ortaya ¢ikmistir. Kimi alimler
siinnete lafzi/literal bir anlam vererek anlamaya calismus; kimisi de siinnetin
maksadiny, illetini ortaya koyarak anlamaya gayret etmistir. Bu cercevede birtakim
ekoller ve mezhepler ortaya cikmustir.

Siinnetin ¢aga tasinmasi ve giinlimiiz problemlerine ¢6ziim olmasi
noktasinda siinnetin ve onun yaziya gegirilmis sekliyle hadislerin iyi anlagilmasi
gerekir. Bu baglamda {ilkemizde ve Islam diinyasinda hadis-siinnet ekseninde
ciddi tartismalar yasanmaktadir. Kimi gevreler sadece akli esas alarak hadis ve
siinneti 6telemeye, ikinci plana itmeye calisirken; kimi ¢evrelerde sahih, zayif ve
mevzu durumuna bakmaksizin tiim rivayetleri kurtarma gayreti igine girmislerdir.
Gegmiste hadis ulemas: siinnet ve hadisin anlasilmasi noktasinda bir¢ok eser
vermis ve giiniimiizde de bu alanda bir¢ok ¢alisma yapilmaktadir. Bizimde

Editorial

In the name of Allah, the compassionate, the merciful...
Praise be to Allah, and peace and blessings be to the Prophet.

As the Journal of Theological Academia, we are delighted and excited to
reunite with you, our esteemed readers.

Sent to all mankind as a mercy, the Prophet is also presented as a role model
for humanity in the Qur’an. The religion he conveyed from Allah has a quality that
encompasses all fields of faith, worship, morality and social life. It has the quality of
being “the final and the most perfect religion” due to this feature. In other words,
Islam is a religion that is perfect in every way with no deficiencies. This is
expressed to us by Allah in the Qur’an as follows: “This day I have perfected for you
your religion and completed My favor upon you and have approved for you Islam as
religion.”

The generations of “tabiin”, who were the students of the
generation of the companions, and the generation of the “tebe-i tabiin”
the “tabiin” were exemplary generations who were diligent about understanding
and protecting the sunnah. Scholars such as Muhaddis and Fuqaha within these
three generations also made every effort to understand and preserve the sunnah.
Different approaches in understanding and interpreting the sunnah emerged

among these generations. Some scholars tried to understand the sunnah by giving it
a literal meaning, while others did it by establishing its defects. In this context, a
number of schools and sects emerged.

In the context of the modernization of the sunnah and the sunnah becoming a
solution to the problems of our time, the sunnah and the hadiths, which are its
written form, must be understood well. In this context, serious debates are being
had in our country as well as the world of Islam in relation to the hadiths and the
sunnah. In some circles, the hadiths and the sunnah are being underestimated by
only taking the wisdom as a basis, while in others, there is an effort to save all
narratives without identifying whether they are true or weak and what their topic
is. In the past, the hadith ulema produced many works for the sunnah and the

the works of our authors who are well qualified in understanding the hadiths and
