Tarihgilerin dlinyasina yeni bir dergi ile adim atmanin heyecani
icerisindeyiz. Son vyillarda tarih alaninda arastirmacilarin ¢alismalarini
degerlendirmek, akademik birikime katkida bulunmak ve
akademisyenlerin yayin ihtiyaglarini gidermek maksadiyla bir cok dergi
cikmakta olup Tirk Tarihi Arastirmalari Dergisi de boyle bir niyetin tGrini
olarak yayin hayatina baslamaktadir.

Yeni bir derginin ¢ikisinda insanlarin aklina sdyle bir soru gelebilir: Bu dergi
Ozel bir ihtiyaci karsilamak amaciyla mi ¢tkmaktadir? Bu sorunun cevabini
su sekilde vermemiz mimkin olacaktir: Turk Tarihi Arastirmalari Dergisi
genel olarak tarihin batin konulariyla ilgili arastirmalari yayinlayan bir
dergi hiviyetinde olmayacaktir. Yayin politikamizda bu husus 6nem
tasimaktadir. Tlrk Tarihi Arastirmalari 6zel bir alana miinhasir bir dergi
hiviyetinde olacak ve bu cercevede arastirmalar kabul edecek ve
yayinlayacaktir. ilgilendigimiz alan bugiin tniversitelerde Genel Tiirk Tarihi
disiplini olarak bilinen alandir Genel Tirk Tarihi disiplininin genis bir
cografya ve genis bir zaman dilimini kapsayan arastirma sahasi
bulunmaktadir.

Bu disiplin bazi Universitelerde anabilim dali olarak bulunmakta olup
alanin bilim adamlari tarafindan bu anabilim dali icinde cesitli arastirmalar
gerceklestirilmektedir. Bunun vyaninda Universite disinda da birgok
arastirmaci bu disiplin ile ilgili calismalar yapmaktadir. istenen diizeyde
degilse de arastirmaci sayisinda son vyillarda belli oranda artis da
gozlenmektedir. Yayin ilkelerimizden taviz vermeden bu alana yonelik
orijinal yazilari dergimizde yayinlamak istemekteyiz. Dergide makale,
tenkit yazilari, kitap tanitimlari ve geviriler yer alacaktir. Dergimizde esas
olarak tarih temelli makalelere yer verilmekle birlikte diger disiplinlerden
gelen Genel Tiirk Tarihi ile baglantili konulari isleyen arastirmalara da yer
vermeyi planhyoruz.

Bu dergi herhangi bir kurulus ve kurum bilinyesinde bulunmamakta olup
tamamen bagimsiz bir dergi olarak yayin hayatina atilmis bulunmaktadir.

Her biri blylk bir emek ve titiz bir arastirmanin {riinii olan makalelerin
siralamasi arastirmacilarin akademik unvan ve isimlerinin alfabetik sirasina
gore diizenlenmis olup muhtevalari kisaca soyledir:

Prof. Dr. Ali Merthan Diindar’in, “Uzak Dogu Tirk-Tatarlarinin Dini ve
Maarif Faaliyetleri Hakkinda Bir Belge: Keijo (Seul) Mescid ve Mekteb-i
Numani Nizamnamesi” baslikli yazisinda Bolsevik ihtilali sonrasinda Japon
idaresi altindaki Kore’ye siginan idil-Ural Tiirk Tatarlarin Kore’de kimliklerini
muhafaza edebilme miicadelesi ve bu yonde aldiklari tedbirler incelenmis,
bu micadelenin bir parcasi olarak Seul’de kurduklari okul ve mescidin
nizamnamesi ¢ercevesinde degerlendirmeler vyapilmistir. Buna gore
Kore’de Mahalle-i islamiye’lerin kurulmasi, mektep-medreselerin, cami-
mescitlerin agilmasi inang ve kiiltiirel degerlerin korunmasinda ve Tatar
kimliginin Kore’de dinamik tutulmasinda son derece dnemli tesebbsler
olmustur. Makalede Keijo (Seul) Mescid ve Mekteb-i Numani
Nizamnamesi’nin Tlrkge terciimesi de yer almaktadir.

Prof. Dr. Ergin Ayan’in “ilhan Olcayto Devrine Ait iki Ferman” baslkli
yazisinda, ilhanli hikiimdari Olcayto devrine ait birisi Emir Kutlugsah’a,
digeri Vezir Sa‘dii’d-din’e ait olup daha dnce Gottfricd Hermann tarafindan
yayinlanmis olan iki fermanin terciimeleri ve degerlendirmeleri yapilmistir.
Olcayto devrinde belli bir bolgede ortaya ¢ikan bir krizin devlet eliyle nasil
halledildigine drnek teskil eden bu belgeler incelenirken, ilhanl devrine ait
Farsca fermanlarin hususiyetlerine de temas edilmistir.

Hunlardan itibaren Tirk devlet ve toplum hayatinin dinamizminde ve
surekliliginde boy teskilatlari son derece muhimdir. “Tirk Tarihinde
Toldsler” adli yazida, Tiirklerin islamiyet 6ncesi Kuzey Cin’den Dogu



Avrupa’ya kadar uzanan bozkirlarda yliksek devlet otoritesi disinda kendi
basina buyruk yasayan boy ya da kabileleri tesmiye eden tolosler,
yasadiklari yerler ve tol6slerin Tirk tarihindeki son derece 6nemli olan
siyasi toplumsal rolleri Prof. Dr. Saadettin Yagmur Gomeg tarafindan
kaleme alinmigtir. Tolésler Cin kaynaklari, Goktiirk ve Uygur kitabeleri
temel kaynaklari baglaminda incelenmistir.

Yrd. Dog. Dr. Ebubekir Glingdr, Sovyet éncesi donemde Kirgiz Tirklerinin
devlet ve toplum hayatina yon veren sair ve aydinlarini ele aldig1 “Bolsevik
iktidarindan Once Geleneksel Kirgiz Aydinlari” isimli makalesinde, bircogu
18-19 ve 20. asrin baslarinda yasamis olan Kirgiz s6z ustalari olan
manasgilar ile mektep-medrese cikish Kirgiz aydinlarini, onlarin eserlerini,
modern Kirgiz yasam ve kiltirinin temellerinin atilmasindaki rollerini
ortaya koymustur. Arastirmada Carlik sisteminden Bolsevizme gegisle
birlikte bu aydinlarin Kirgiz toplumu Uzerindeki tesirlerinin nasil yok
edilmeye calisildigi tetkik edilmistir.

“Yedisan-Bucak Nogaylarinin 1756 ve 1758 isyanlari” adli galismasinda Yrd.
Doc. Dr. ismail Biilbil, Tuna Nehri’nden Kirim yarimadasina uzanan
topraklarin Bucak ve Yedisan bolgelerinde yasayan Nogaylarin 1756 ve
1758 vyillarinda gikardiklari isyanlari ve bu isyanlarin sebep-sonuglarini
Mihimme defterleri basta olmak lizere Osmanli kaynaklarindan ve diger
ilgili literatlirii takip etmek suretiyle incelemistir. Nogaylarin idil
Nehri'nden Batiya gogleri, isyanlarin hakiki sebepleri, Kirim hanlarinin
aldiklari tedbirler, hanlarin Nogaylara karsi tutumlari tiim detaylar ortaya
konarak ayrintili bir bigcimde incelenmis, dikkat cekici bilgiler sunulmustur.
Kinm Hanlig vasitasiyla sorunla alakadar olan Osmanl devletinin bu
isyanlar karsisindaki tutumu da degerlendirmelere dahil edilerek konu
batunlugi saglanmustir.

GUnUmuz Tirk cumhuriyetlerinin Sovyet sirecinin tarihgiler tarafindan
yeterince islenmedigi bilinmektedir. “Azat Buhara Gazetesinde Yayinlanan
Karikatlrlerin Buhara Halk Cumbhuriyeti'nin Sovyetlestirilme Sirecine
Yansimasi” isimli makale bu noktada ilging bilgi ve degerlendirmeler ortaya
koymaktadir. Yrd. Dog. Dr. Nurettin Hatunoglu’nun bu makalesinde
belirtildigi lGzere Buhara Halk Sovyet Cumhuriyeti’nin yayin organi olan
Azat Buhara gazetesinin yayin politikasi Komiinizm dislincesinin yayilmasi
ve toplum i¢inde yerlesmesidir. Sovyetlestirme sirecinin Buhara’daki basin
ayagi olan gazetede yer alan siyasi icerikli karikatlrler de bu amaca hizmet
eder mahiyettedir. S6z konusu gazetenin 1923-1924 tarihleri arasindaki
sayllarinda yayinlanan karikatiirler Ozbekistan’da dénemin siyasal ve



fikirsel dontsim sireci de gbz onlinde tutularak Hatunoglu tarafindan
incelenmistir. Bu arastirma  Tilrkistan’da  Sovyet  sisteminin
benimsetilmesinde matbuatin ve 6zelde karikatirlerin ideolojik-siyasal bir
amaca nasll hizmet ettiklerine de bir 6rnek teskil etmektedir.

Yrd. Dog. Dr. Seda Yilmaz Vurgun tarafindan kaleme alinan, “Buhara
Emirliginin iki Onemli Sehri: Buhara ve Semerkand” isimli yazida,
Turkistan’in kadim sehirlerinden olup Carlik Rusya’nin isgali 6ncesinde
Buhara Emirligi'nin iki glzide kenti bulunan Buhara ve Semerkant
anlatilmistir. Tlrkistan’in iki 6nemli kiltlir ve ticaret merkezi hiviyetini
tasiyan bu kentlerin 19. asirda cografi durumlari, tarihi-siyasi gelisimleri,
mimari Ozellikleri, tarihi eserleri, mahalleleri, bag-bahgeleri, mezarliklari,
kentlerin nifusu, sosyal yapisi, zirai, ticari vaziyetleri tasvir edilmis,
sehirlerin sanatsal ve kiltiirel dokularina temas edilmistir. Kentlerde Rus
isgali sonrasinda yasanan degisim ve donisiime de kisaca deginilmistir.
Turklerin tarih boyunca kurduklari devletlerde din ve devlet iliskileri
konusu hem hassas hem de bir hayli ilgi ¢ekici olmustur. Yrd. Dog. Dr. Selim
Karatas'in yazdigi “Orhun Abideleri'nde Teokrasi Problemi ve Yabanci
Dinlerin Tiirk Bozkir idari Anlayisina Etkileri” isimli makalede Tiirklerin
islam 6ncesi dénemde kabul ettikleri Budizm, Maniheizm, Zerdustliik gibi
yabanci dinlerin Tirk yonetim anlayisi (izerindeki tesirleri Goktirk
kitabeleri ve diger Tiirkce metinler ile Cin yilliklarinin Tirklere dair verdigi
bilgiler cercevesinde analiz edilmektedir. Turklerde hakimiyet anlayisi ve
bu anlayisin diger teokratik yonetim tarzlariyla mukayesesi, Goktirk ve
Uygur devlet yapisinda gorilen orneklerden yola ¢ikarak Tiirk bozkir
yonetim biciminin teokrasi ile ilgisi s6z konusu arastirmada muhtelif
yonleriyle tartisiimaktadir. Siyasal hedefleri 6nde olan yari teokratik
yonetim tarzi olarak tespit edilen bu durum, islam sonrasi kurulan Tirk
devletlerinde de din-devlet iliskilerinin anlasilmasina son derece mihim
tarihi derinlik kazandirmaktadir.

Turk Cumhuriyetlerinin Sovyet donemine isik tutan makalelerden bir digeri
olan “Bolsevik Dergisi (1925-1929) ve Sovyet Turkmenistan’inin Olusum
Yillar1” isimli arastirma Begench Rahmanov ve Prof. Dr. Ahmet Kanlidere
tarafindan  yapilmistir. Sovyet  Tlrkmenistani’nin olusumunun
incelenmesinde Tirkmenistan Komiinist Partisi’nin yayin organi olan
Bolsevik dergisinin son derece kiymetli bilgiler ihtiva ettigi anlasiimaktadir.
Derginin amaci yazarlarin belirttigi (izere eski donemden gelen inang ve
kiltir kalintilarini yok etmek, kabileciligi ortadan kaldirarak ciftci ve
koyluleri orglitlemektir. Tirkmenlerin ve Tirkmenistan’in sovyetlestirilmesi



planlari ve sirecinin takip edilebilecegi yegane kaynak olarak gorilen
Bolsevik dergisinden yola ¢ikarak Tiirkmenistan’in kurulus yillarinda egitim,
tarim, kadin haklari basta olmak (zere gerceklestirilen reformlar ve
bunlarin sosyo-kiltirel hayata etkileri s6z konusu makalede c¢esitli
yonleriyle ele alinmigtir. Bu gcalismada derginin 1925-1929 yillari arasi Arap
alfabesiyle yayinlanan ilk donemi incelenmis, gazetenin yazar kadrosunun
hayat hikayeleri de ortaya konulmustur.

Derginin bu ilk sayisinin kitabiyat kisminda yer verilen iki dnemli eserden
biri Sihabeddin b. Fazlullah el-Omeri’nin, Ahsen Batur tarafindan Tiirkceye
cevrilmis olan eseri Tirkler Hakkinda Gordiklerim ve Duyduklarim-
Mesaliku’l Ebsar, digeri Heinrich Von Staden’in Serkan Acar ve Glilsah
Hasglicmen tarafindan Tirkceye cevrilen eseri Korkung ivan Zamaninda
Rusya adli eserlerdir.

Bu ilk sayisi ile akademik hayata adimini atan Tirk Tarihi Arastirmalari
dergisinin, okuyucularin ve Genel Tirk Tarihi alaninda emek sarf eden
bilim gevrelerinin katkilariyla 6nemli bir boslugu dolduracagini distinlyor,
bu vesileyle tesekkirlerimizi bir kez daha ifade ediyoruz.

FROM EDITORS

Dear Readers,

The first issue of the Journal of Turkish Historical Researches includes nine
authentic articles and two book reviews. As outlined in the publication
principles of the journal, the published articles and reviews are in the
scope of the General Turkish History discipline, its limit is defined in the
universities and other academic circles in Turkey. The forthcoming
numbers of the journal will be on the same line. We are indebted to
academic circles who declared their support from the very beginning to us
in the journal's entry into the publication life that has been welcomed
with great interest from the prominent academics and organizations in the
field of Turkish history.

The order of the articles, each of them is the product of great labour and
meticulous research, is arranged according to the alphabetical order of
the academic titles and names of the academics and their contents are
briefly as follows:

Prof. Dr. Ali Merthan Dindar deals with in his article, entitled "A
Document on the Religious and Educational Activities of the Far East Turk-
Tatars: Keijo (Seul) Masjid and Mekteb-i Numani Nizamnamesi", the
struggle of Idil-Ural Turkish Tatars, who took refuge in Korea following the
Bolshevik Revolution, to preserve their identity and the measures they
took in this direction and evaluates it in the framework of the regulation
of the school and mosque they established in Seoul as part of this
struggle. According to his article, the establishment of Mahalle-i islamiye
(islam Quarter), the opening of schools-madrasah, mosque-masjids were
very important attempts to protect beliefs and cultural values to keep the
Tatar identity dynamic in Korea. The article includes, too, the Turkish
translation of Keijo (Seul) Masjid and Mekteb-i Numani Regulations.

In Prof. Dr. Ergin Ayan's article, entitled "ilhan Olcayto Devrine Ait iki
Ferman (Two Firmans Belonging to The Reign of Ilhan Olcayto)", two
firmans belonging to the Ilkhanid ruler Olcayto, one from Emir Kutlusah
and the other from Vezir Sa'du'd-in, formerly published by Gottfricd
Herman, are translated and evaluated. While analyzing these documents
which set an example how a crisis emerged in a certain region during the
time of Olcayto was handled by the state, the characteristics of the
Persian Firmans of the Ilkhanid period were also mentioned.

Since the Huns, Turkish tribal organizations have been extremely
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important in the dynamism and continuity of the Turkish state and
community life. In the article titled "Tolosler in Turkish History", Tolos,
named the boys or tribes living their own command out of the state
authority in the steppes extending from North China to Eastern Europe
before Islam, their habitats and their very important political and social
roles in Turkish history were drafted by Prof. Dr. Saadettin Yagmur Gomeg.
They are examined in the context of Chinese sources, Gokturks and
Uyghur inscriptions.

Handling the poets and intellectuals who directed the state and social life
of the Kyrgyz Turks in the pre-Soviet period, Assist. Prof. Ebubekir Glingor,
in his article, entitled Bolsevik iktidarindan Once Geleneksel Kirgiz
Aydinlar", reveals Manascilar (Kyrgyz scholars) and the Kyrgyz
intellectuals, many of them lived in the 18-19th and at the beginning of
20th centuries, their works and roles in the formation of modern Kyrgyz
living and culture. In the article, how the effect of these intellectuals on
the Kyrgyz community tried to be destroyed from Tsarist regime to
Bolshevism is analyzed.

In his study titled "Yedisan-Bucak Nogaylarinin 1756 ve 1758 isyanlari
(Yedisan-Bucak Nogayas' Revolts of 1756 and 1758)" Assist. Prof. Dr. ismail
Biilbiil examined the rebellions of the Nogays, who lived in the Bucak and
Yedisan regions extending from the Danube River to the peninsula of
Crimean 1756 and 1758, their causes and consequences by using the
Ottoman sources and other relevant literature. Nogay's immigration from
the Idil River to the West, the real causes of the rebellions, the measures
taken by the Crimean khans, their attitudes to the Nogays have been
examined in detail and presented remarkable information. The attitude of
the Ottoman state, interested in the problem through the Crimea
Khanate, against these rebellions was included in the evaluations and the
subject matter integrity was provided.

It is known that the history of Soviet period of today's Turkish republics of
Central Asia has not been sufficiently handled by historians. The article
entitled "Azat Buhara Gazetesinde Yayinlanan Karikatirlerin Buhara Halk
Cumbhuriyeti'nin Sovyetlestirilme Slrecine Yansimasi (Reflections of the
Cartons Published in the Azat Bukhara Gazette to the Sovietisation Period
of the People's Republic of Bukhara)" reveals interesting information and
evaluations at this point. As stated in the article by Assist. Prof. Dr.
Nurettin Hatunoglu, the publishing policy of the Azat Bukhara newspaper,
the publication body of the Bukhara People's Soviet Republic, is the



dissemination of the idea of Communism and its settlement in society.
The politically motivated cartoons in the newspaper, which was the press
footing of the Sovietisation process in Buhara, serve this purpose as well.
The cartoons published in the period between 1923 and 1924 were
examined by Hatunoglu, taking into account the period of political and
intellectual transformation in Uzbekistan. This research is an example of
how the printing and especially the cartoons in the adoption of the Soviet
system in Turkestan serve an ideological-political purpose.

In the article entitled "Two Important Cities of Bukhara Emirate: Bukhara
and Samarkand", written by Assist. Prof. Dr. Seda Yilmaz Vurgun, Bukhara
and Samarkand were mentioned before the occupation of Tsarist Russia.
Bearing the identity of two important cultural and commercial centres of
Turkestan, their geographical conditions in the 19th century, historical-
political developments, architectural features, historical works,
neighbourhoods, vineyards, cemeteries, their population, social structure,
agricultural, commercial status are all depicted in the article. The changes
and transformation took place in the cities after the Russian occupation
were briefly mentioned.

In the states that Turks have established throughout history, the relations
between religion and state have been both sensitive and intriguing matter.
In the article written by Assist. Prof. Dr. Selim Karatas, entitled "Orhun
Abideleri’'nde Teokrasi Problemi ve Yabanci Dinlerin Tiirk Bozkir idari
Anlayisina Etkileri (The Theocracy Problem in Orkhun Inscriptions and the
Effect of Foreign Religions on the Administrative Understanding of Turkish
Steppe)", it is analyzed the influences of foreign religions such as
Buddhism, Maniheism and Zoroastrianism, which Turks accepted in the
pre-Islamic period on the understanding of Turkish governance in the
framework of the information by The Gokturk inscriptions and other
Turkish texts and the Chinese annuals on the Turks. The understanding of
dominance in Turks and comparison of this understanding to the other
theocratic administrative styles, the relations of Turkish steppe
administrative understanding to theocracy from the examples of Gokturks
and Uygur state structures, are discussed in various aspects. This situation,
determined as a semi-theocratic administrative style with its political aims
at the forefront, gives an extremely important historical depth to the
understanding of religion-state relations in the Turkish states founded
after Islamization.

"Bolshevik Review (1925-1929) and the Years of the Formation of Soviet
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Turkmenistan", another articles that shed light on the Soviet era of the
Turkish republics, were carried out by Begench Rahmanov and Prof. Dr.
Ahmet Kanlidere. It is understood that the Bolshevik journal, the
publication organ of the Communist Party of Turkmenistan, contains
highly valuable information in analyzing the formation of Soviet
Turkmenistan. As pointed out by the authors, the aim of the journal is to
destruct the beliefs and cultural remnants from the past and to organize
farmers and peasants by removing tribalism. The reforms undertaken
during the foundation years of Turkmenistan, especially education,
agriculture and women's rights, and their socio-cultural life were
discussed in various ways in the article, from the Bolshevik journal that is
seen as the sole source of the Sovietisation plans of the Turkmen and
Turkmenistan. In this study, the first period of the journal, published in the
Arabic alphabet between 1925 and 1929, was examined, and the life
stories of the writers of the journal were also presented.

One of the two important studies in the book review section of this first
issue is Sihabeddin b. Fazlullah el-Omeri's Mesaliku'l Ebsar, translated into
Turkish by Ahsen Batur as Tirkler Hakkinda Goérdiiklerim ve Duyduklarim,
the second one is Heinrich Von Staden's book, translated into Turkish by
Serkan Acar and Giilsah Hasglicmen as Korkung Ivan Zamaninda Rusya.

We think that the Journal of Turkish Historical Researches, taking the step
of academic life with its first issue, will fill an important gap with the
contributions of the readers and scientific circles working in the field of
General Turkish History.
