Dergimiz son sayisinda
arkeolojinin farkli donemlerine ait verilerin yorumlanmasi i¢in yeni metodolojik ve teorik cergeveler olusturan
makalelere yer vermistir.

Arkeoloji, sanat tarihi ve mimari iist bagliklar altinda ¢esitlenen konular, glinlimiizde toplumun farkl kesimlerince
de ilgiyle takip edilmeye baglamistir. Bu baglamda bilimsel igeriklerin nitelikleri ve kavramsal ¢erceveleri de iginde
bulundugumuz kosullar altinda hizli bir degisime tabidir. Her gegen giin sayis1 artan arastirmalar, artan materyal
cesitliligi ve ortak kiiltlir miras1 ¢aligmalarindaki yeni gelismeler yayin kurulumuzun sorumlulugunu da arttirmistir.

Anadolu’nun tarihsel gecmisini
aydinlatan ¢calismalarin iceriklerinde; kazilar neticesinde agiga ¢ikartilan 6zgiin buluntular, 6ncesinde tespiti saglanan
ancak daha once akademik belgelenmesi ve degerlendirilmesi yapilmayan eserler, kayith koleksiyonlara ve miize
envanterlerine ait ¢esitli objeler degerlendirilmektedir.
