turist rehberi ile Visiturfa Gezi Rehberi uygulamasinin olumlu ve
olumsuz yonlerini belirlemek amaciyla goriismeler yapmustir.
Goriisme metinlerine yapilan icerik analizi ve betimsel analiz
sonucunda, uygulamanin varliginin genel olarak olumlu algilandig:
ve bu girisimin paydaslar tarafindan desteklendigi tespit edilmistir.

Simgek, yoresel festivallerin kirsal turizmin tanitimi ve gelisimi
acisindan tasidigi O6nemini ve bu festivallerin ayn1 zamanda
bolgelerin sosyo-ekonomik agidan canlanmasina katki sundugunu
vurguladig1 ¢alismada, Giresun Caldag Yoresi’nde gergeklestirilen
Tuz Ekim Festivali'ni kirsal turizm cekiciligi kapsaminda
incelemistir. Nitel verilerden yararlanilan ¢alismada, gozlem ve
kaynak taramasi kullanilmistir. Sonug itibariyle, festival fikrinin
yoreye 6zgii bir efsaneden dogdugu ve son iki yildir Giresun Kiiltiir
Sanat ve Turizm Dernegi ile Batlama Platformu tarafindan
gergeklestirildigi tespit edilmis ve birtakim 6nerilerde bulunulmustur.

Kotan, alternatif turizm olarak termal turizm faaliyetlerinin énemini

vurguladigt  ¢alismada, Erzurum’u termal turizm agisindan
degerlendirmistir. Anket yoluyla verilerin toplandigi ¢alisma,
Erzurum’daki Aziziye, Pasinler ve Delicermik kaplicalar

kapsaminda yiriitilmiistiir. Erzurum’un termal turizm agisindan
Tiirkiye’de ¢ok bilinen bir destinasyon olmadig1 sonucuna ulasiimig
ve birtakim 6neriler sunulmustur.

Sen, ekmegin mutfaktaki 6nemini vurguladig: ¢aligmada, Tiirkiye’de
cografi isaret alarak tescillenmis ekmeklerin tanitilmasini
amaglamigtir. Calisma sonucunda, Tiirkiye’ nin bir tahil iilkesi oldugu
diistintildiigiinde, Orta Asya’dan gelen veya farkli medeniyetlere
sahip olmasi sonucu elde ettigi birgok ekmek c¢esidi olmasina
ragmen, caliymanm yapildigi donemde sadece 10 adet ekmegin
tescillenmis olmasinin diisiik bir say1 olarak degerlendirilecegini
belirtmis ve bu konuda birtakim 6neriler geligtirmistir.

Akkus ve Cakici, miisteri sadakatinin turizm isletmeleri igin 6nemine
degindikleri calismada, turizm isletmelerinin uyguladiklar1 sadakat
programlarimi1  irdelemislerdir.  Calisma  sonucunda, sadakat
programlarinin isletmeler i¢in imaj konusunda o6nemli bir katki
sunacagl, isletmenin bilinirligini artiracagr ve sadakat programlari
kisa dénemde bakildiginda biiyiik bir maliyet kalemi olarak goriinse
de wuzun donemde isletmelere Dbiiyik fayda saglayacagi
vurgulanmaistir.

Presentation
Dear Stakeholders,

Journal of Eurasia Tourism Research (JETouR) was established in
2020 in order to contribute to the development of tourism discipline.
JETouR covers interdisciplinary, theoretical, empirical and/or case
studies in the tourism industry, especially in the fields of Tourism
Management, Tourism Guidance, Gastronomy and Culinary Arts,
Recreation Management and Culture. In this context, we are happy
to publish the first issue of JETouR.

There are five publications in the first issue of JETouR, four of which
are research articles and one is theoretical article. Brief information
about these publications is provided below.

Erdem et al. aimed to evaluate the "Visiturfa Travel Guide" mobile
application offered to tourists visiting Sanliurfa. In this context,
interviews were held with 13 academicians who are experts in the
field of tourism at Harran University and 4 professional tourist
guides working in Sanhurfa to determine the positive and negative
aspects of the Visiturfa Travel Guide application. As a result of the
content analysis and descriptive analysis of the interview texts, it was
determined that the existence of the application was generally
perceived positively and this initiative was supported by the
stakeholders.

Simsek emphasized the importance of local festivals in the promotion
and development of rural tourism and that these festivals also
contribute to the socio-economic revival of the regions. In the study,
the Salt Planting Festival held in Giresun Caldag region was
examined within the scope of rural tourism attractiveness.
Observation and literature review were used in the study. As a result,
it was determined that the idea of the festival was born from a legend
unique to the region and was realized by Giresun Culture Art and
Tourism Association and Batlama Platform for the last two years,
and some suggestions were made.

Kotan evaluated Erzurum in terms of thermal tourism in the study
where he emphasized the importance of thermal tourism activities as
alternative tourism. The study, in which data was collected through a
questionnaire, was carried out within the scope of Aziziye, Pasinler
and Delicermik hot springs in Erzurum. It was concluded that
Erzurum is not a well-known destination in terms of thermal tourism,
and some suggestions have been presented.

Sen mentioned the importance of bread in the kitchen in his study. In
the study, it was aimed to introduce the breads is registered as
geographical indications in Turkey. In conclusion, it was stated that
small number of breads with geographical indications in Turkey, and
was developed a number of recommendations in this regard.

Akkus and Cakici, in the study in which they mentioned the
importance of customer loyalty for tourism businesses, examined the
loyalty programs implemented by tourism businesses. As a result of
the study, it was emphasized that loyalty programs will make a
significant contribution to the image for businesses, increase the
awareness of the business, and although loyalty programs seem to be
a major cost item in the short term they will greatly benefit in the
long term.

JETouR awaits the contributions and support of our esteemed
stakeholders.
