Bu makalelerden 4 tanesi beseri cografya ve 12 tanesi fiziki cografya konulariyla
ilgilidir.

2021 Ocak ayinda Cografya camiasi Prof. Dr. Telat KOC'un vefatiyla sarsildi. Telat hoca-
mizin anisina yayinlanan ve klimatoloji agirlikli makalelerin yer aldigi bu sayiya dostlari,
meslektaslari ve 6grencileri bilimsel calismalariyla katki vermistir.

2021 yilinin ilk sayisi olan Haziran sayisini ¢ok kisa bir zaman énce kaybetmis oldugumuz
Canakkale Onsekiz Mart Universitesi Cografya bélimii 6gretim tiyesi Prof.Dr.Telat KOC’un
anisina atfediyoruz. Bu sayimizin sunusuna gecmeden 6nce onu tekrar yad etmek adina,
kendisinin bir bilim insani olarak bilime, egitime ve topluma yaptigi katkilardan bahset-
mek istiyoruz. Prof. KOC’un 1992 yilinda Doktora calismasini istanbul Universitesinin
Deniz Bilimler ve Cografya Enstitisiinde tamamlayan Telat KOC, 1995 yilinda Balikesir
niversitesinde Yrd.Dog.Dr. olarak basladigi akademik hayati 2001 yilinda Canakkale On-
sekiz Mart Universitesinde devam etmistir. 26 yillik akademik yasaminda kendisinin top-
lamda 56 makalesi 14 kitabi ve 99 adet de bildirisi, 8 adet de tamamlanmis projesi
bulunmaktadir. Bircok 6grenci yetistiren Prof.Dr. Telat KOC'un danismanliginda tamam-
lanmis 3 adet doktora 6grencisi 9 adette yiiksek lisans 6grencisi bulunmaktadir. Telat
KOC’un bu eserlerinin cogunlugu Fiziki Cografya konularindan Klimatoloji ve Uygulamali
Klimatoloji alanlarinda eser vermistir. Kendisi 6zellikle uygulamali klimatoloji alaninda
verdigi eserlerle alana 6nemli ve 6zgin katkilari olmustur. Egitim anlayisi anlaminda da
ozellikle, derslerinde uygulamali egitime dnem vermesi anlaminda arazi ¢alismalarinin
dahil edilmesi hem de arazi ¢alismalarinin ayri bir ders olarak béliimlerde okutulmasi
noktasinda bir egitim felsefesi benimsedigi bilinmektedir. Kendisinin 6zellikle 6gretmenlik
deneyiminin de gelen pedagojik becerileriyle 6grenci iletisimi ve derslerin etkilesimli is-
lenmesi adina bircok genc bilim insanina bu konuda da yol gésterici olmustur. Toplumsal
katkisi anlaminda Prof. KOC birgok Sivil toplum 6rgiitinde faal olarak gérev almis ve top-
lumsal ve gevresel sorunlarin ¢dziilmesi noktasinda bilim insaninin da inisiyatif almasi ve
bu siireclere katki sunmasi gerektigini géstermistir. Bu anlamda Prof.Dr.Telat KOC top-
lumsal sosyal sorumluluk alaninda da bircok meslektasina yol gosterici olmustur. Tekrar
bu vesile ile ailesine ve tim sevenlerine bas sagligi diliyoruz, kendisini bir kez daha say-
giyla aniyoruz.

Dergimiz 76. sayisinda Do¢.Dr. Mehmet SEREMET'’in editorliiglinde Covid-19 6zel sayisi
cikarilmisti. Bu 6zel saylya olan yogun ilgi ve pandemi kosullarinin hayatimizi olumsuz
olarak etkilemesini devam etmesi nedeniyle “Hepimiz Glvende Olana Kadar Kimse G-
vende Degil” sloganiyla Dog.Dr. Mehmet SEREMET ve Dog.Dr. Kiibra CIHANGIR CAMUR’un
editdrliigiinde bir 6zel sayi daha cikarilmasina karar vermistir.

Dear Colleagues,

We would like to introduce you to the June issue of 77th Volume. In this volume, this con-
sists of 16 articles, 15 research and 1 review. 4 of which are about human geography and
12 of them are about physical geography.

In January 2021, the geography community deeply shaken and saddened by the sudden
loss of Prof. Telat KOC. Therefore, his colleagues and students have contributed with their
scientific studies to this issue, which was published in memory of Prof.Dr. Telat KOC and
includes articles mainly on climatology.

We dedicate the first issue of 2021, the June issue, to be able to commemorate Canakkale
Onsekiz Mart University Geography Department’s member Prof. Dr Telat KOC, whom we
lost a short time ago. Before we start the presentation of this issue, we would like to men-
tion his contributions to science, education, and society as a scientist to remember him
again. Telat KOC, who completed his PhD in 1992 at Istanbul University’s Maritime and
Geography Institute, being started his academic career as a junior lecturer at Balikesir
University in 1995 as an Asst.Prof.Dr. In 2001, he moved out to the geography department
at Canakkale Onsekiz Mart University. In his 26 years of academic life, he has a total of
56 articles, 14 books, 99 conference papers, and 8 projects. Prof.Dr. Telat KOC becomes
the supervisor to many post-graduate students, already 3 PhD and 9 MSc graduate stu-
dents have completed their study under the supervision of Telat KOC. His scholarly contri-
butions are manifold ranging from Physical Geography, Climatology, Synoptic Meteorology
and Applied Climatology. He has made important and original contributions to the field,
especially with his works in the field of applied climatology. In terms of teaching and le-
arning philosophy, he has adopted an educational philosophy in terms of giving promi-
nence to practical approaches in his modules, including field studies and teaching field
studies as a separate course in the department. With his pedagogical skills which might
be gained through his teaching experience in school education, he was a mentor to many
young academicians regarding communication with the students and interactive teaching
of lessons. As for his contribution to society, Prof. KOC has been actively involved in many
non-governmental organizations and activities. He has shown that academic knowledge
should also be transferred into the process of solving social and environmental problems.
In this sense, Prof. Dr Telat KOG has guided many of his colleagues in the field of social
responsibility. On this occasion, we wish our condolences to his family and all his friends,
and we commemorate him once again with esteems.

In the 76th issue of TGR, the special issue of Covid-19 was released, which was led by
A/Prof.Mehmet SEREMET. Given that the intense interest in this special issue and the on-
going negative impact of the pandemic conditions on society’s socio-cultural and econo-
mic life, it has been decided to disseminate a further special issue with the motto of “No
one is safe until we are all safe” under the editorship of A/Prof.Mehmet SEREMET and
A/Prof.Kiibra CIHANGIR CAMUR. TGR post-Covid special issue’s call for welcomes papers
from a wide range of disciplinary and post-disciplinary perspectives.
