In his study titled "A Historian
of Religions in the Ottoman Palace:
An Evaluation of Max Miiller's
Visit to Turkey,” Ahmet Tiirkan
discusses the visit of Max Miiller,
who is considered the founder of
the History of Religions and
known for his studies on eastern
religions, to Istanbul and Bursa
with his wife in 1893. During this
trip, Max Miiller appeared before
Sultan Abdiilhamid and presented
the "Holy Books of the East," which
he edited. This article also
includes Miiller's writings after
returning to the United Kingdom,
including his experiences in
Istanbul and his meetings with the
sultan. For this reason, this visit is
important in terms of reflecting
the orientalist perspective as well
as in terms of the History of
Religions. As Tiirkan emphasized,

Max Miiller's visit to Istanbul and
the examination of this visit will
once again draw attention to the
orientalist perspective and how
important the data from the field
isin understanding the "other."
Akin Ustiinyer deals with the
Liberation Theology movement in
his article titled "A Study on the
Liberation Theology Movement:
The Case of Latin America.”
Liberation Theology was created
based on the religious perception
of the poor, suffering and
suffering, oppressed and
persecuted in Latin America,
where Catholic  Christianity
dominated after the 1960s.
Compared to other theologies
that have emerged within the

Christian tradition, such as
Feminist Theology, Black
Theology, and Disability

Theology, Liberation Theology,
unlike others, emphasizes action,
not understanding. Therefore, the
changes experienced in Christian
circles under the influence of the
theology in question havenot only
remained at the theoretical level
but have also produced some
practical results. In addition, the
main emphases and results of
Liberation Theology influenced
other religious traditions. Due to
this importance, academics such
as Ali Murat Yel and Mahmut
Aydim have previously written
various articles dealing with
different aspects of this theology
in our country. In this study,

Ustiinyer deals with the curious
issues about Liberation Theology
in the axis of various subjects such
as its emergence, the foundations
of the Bible, its main arguments,
the stages it went through, the
reactions, and the -current
situation.

Therelationship between faith
and reason is one of the crucial
issues that has been discussed in
many religious traditions and
continues to be discussed from
time to time with various aspects.
The document named Fides et
Ratio, published by Pope John
Paul II in 1998, has an important
place because it summarizes the
perspective of the Catholic
Church tradition on  the
relationship between faith and
reason. The article titled "Fides et
Ratio Catholica: The Relationship
of Faith and Reason in the Roman
Catholic Church in Pope John Paul
II and Later" tried to reveal the
Catholic Church's views on the
faith-reason relationship in the
context of the text called "Fides et
Ratio." In the text in question,
Pope John Paul Il emphasizes that
the truths reached by reason and
faith, in general, do not contradict
each other and that these two
sources of information should
support each other. His call for
establishing a correct
relationship between philosophy
and theology was continued by his
successor Pope Benedict XVI and
the current Pope Francis L
