Su ana kadar gikarilan sayilarda oldugu gibi, bu sayida da disiplinler
arast ve ¢ok disiplinli yaklagimimizi korumaya zen gostererek, Siyaset Bilimi, Uluslararas
Tliskiler, Sosyoloji, Psikoloji, Politik Psikoloji, Lojistik, Tarih, Isletme alanlarmdan degerli
akademisyenlerin yazdif1 sekiz arastirma makalesine ve bir kitap degerlendirmesine yer

verdik.

Ilk makalede, Ahmet Hayri Duman, Misir'in dis politikasinin sekillenmesinde liderlerin
oynadig etkili rolii detaylandirarak Nasir ve Mursi politikalarm karsilastirmali bigimde
incelemistir. Makalenin sundugu analizin ve tartismanin ekseni, degerlendirilen liderlerin
izledigi politikalarin etkililiginde yerel etmenlerin roliine dayanmaktadur. Ikinci olarak,
ITbrahim Karatas, Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti'nin dis politikasinda yeri olan ‘kardeslik’ ve ‘kardes
iilke” soyleminin siyasi roliinii ve iglevini irdelemektedir. Dini bakimdan Miisliiman ve etnik
bakimdan Tiirk kimligini temsil eden tilkeleri kapsadigi ortaya konan bu soylem, bu ozelligi
tagimayan iilkelerle kurulan soylemsel ve siyasi iliskilerle karsilagtinilarak dostluk kavramina
da deginerek incelenmistir. Ugiincii makalede, Hakan Giilerce ve Rukiye Corlu, Tiirkiyede
yiiksekogrenim goren Suriyeli siginmact 6grencilerin, go¢ sonrasi deneyimledikleri sosyal
dahil olma ve adaptasyon olgularina iliskin sorunlari ele almaktadir. Bu tartisma, Harran
Universitesi orneginde gerceklestirilen nitel arastirmanin sonuglar: iizerinden desteklenmis
ve gelistirilmigtir. Dérdiincii makalede, Birgiil Kapaklikaya Eryériik ve Asil Ali Ozdogru,
Belcikada yasayan Tiirk goemenlerin kiiltiirlesme stratejileriyle ebeveynlik tutumlarim, kusak
farkliliklarin da ele alarak, gergeklestirdikleri nicel aragtrmanin bulgularyla analiz etmistir.
Besinci makalede, Ali Ruhan Celik, ‘giinah kegisi’ kavraminn tarihteki izini psikolojik ve
psiko-sosyal agilardan siirmektedir. Calismada ozellikle, giinah kegisi kavraminin etkinlik
kazandigi cadi avlarina deginilerek diisman seytanlastirma olgusu tartisilmaktadur. Altinc
makalede, Veli Ahmet Celik, COVID-19 pandemi siirecinin 6nemli giincel evresi olan ast
iiretimi ve dagitimi meselesinin zorluklarini, asi tedarik zinciri ve agi lojistiginde yasanan
ve yasanabilecek giicliikleri irdeleyerek tartismaktadir. Calismada bilhassa soguk zincir
altyapisinin eksikligine deginilmektedir. Yedinci makalede, Gokhan Demirkol, Osmanl
doneminde Tiirkce yayimlanan bir mizah dergisi olan Ilave-i Intibah’t incelemekte ve basin
tarihi literatiiriine onemli bir katk: sunmayr amaglamaktadur. Sekizinci ve son makalede,
Berrin Arzu Eren, gerceklestirdigi nicel arastirmayla elde edilen bulgular: degerlendirerek,
sanal marketten alisveris yapma deneyimini analiz etmekte ve bu deneyimin miisteri
tatminine etkisini incelemektedir. Bu sayida arastirma makalelerine ek olarak yer alan kitap



degerlendirmesinde, Safura Kogoglu Eyiler, Karl Polanyi'nin kapitalizm elestirisini sundugu,
beseri bilimler literatiiriinde onemli yere sahip olan ve giincel meseleler bakimmdan hala
etkisini siirdiiren Biiyiik Doniisiim adli eserini incelemistir.

Ulusal ve uluslararas indekslerde taranmak i¢in devam eden ¢alismalarimiz kapsanminda
dergimize gonderilen makaleler titizlikle gerekli kontrollerden gegirilmekte ve hakem
degerlendirme siirecleri hassasiyetle yiiriitilmektedir.

Editor’s Note

As of May 2021, Uskiidar University Journal of Social Sciences has reached its twelfth
issue. As we have done so far, we have tried to preserve our interdisciplinary and
multidisciplinary approach in this issue. It includes eight articles and a book review
from the disciplines of Political Science, International Relations, Sociology, Psychology,
Political Psychology, Logistics, History, and Management written by worthy academics.

In the first article, Ahmet Hayri Duman examines the policies of Nasser and Morsi
comparatively, detailing the influential role played by leaders in shaping Egypt’s foreign
policy. The analysis and discussion presented by the article are based on the role of
domestic factors in the effectiveness of the policies followed by the evaluated leaders.
Secondly, Ibrahim Karatas analyzes the political role and function of the discourse of
“brotherhood” and “brother country”, which have a place in the foreign policy of the
Republic of Turkey. This discourse, which is revealed to include countries that represent
Muslim and Turkish identities, has been analyzed by comparing it with the discursive and
political relations established with countries that do not have this feature and regarding
the concept of friendship. In the third article, Hakan Giilerce and Rukiye Corlu discuss
the problems related to social inclusion and adaptation processes experienced by Syrian
refugee students studying in Turkey after immigration. This discussion is supported and
developed by the results of the qualitative research conducted in the case of Harran
University. In the fourth article, Birgiil Kapaklikaya Eryériik and Asil Ali Ozdogru
analyzes the acculturation strategies and parenting attitudes of Turkish immigrants living
in Belgium with the findings of their quantitative research, considering the generation-
related differences. In the fifth article, Ali Ruhan Celik follows the traces of the concept of
the scapegoat in history from psychological and psycho-social aspects. In this study, the
phenomenon of demonizing the enemy is discussed especially by referring to witch hunts in
which the concept of scapegoat was intensely visible. In the sixth article, Veli Ahmet Celik
discusses the challenges of vaccine production and distribution, which is an important
current phase of the COVID-19 pandemic, and the difficulties that are being and may
be experienced in the vaccine supply chain and vaccine logistics. In particular, the study
addresses the lack of cold chain infrastructure. In the seventh article, Gokhan Demirkol
examines the newspaper Ilave-i Intibah, a humor magazine published in Turkish during
the Ottoman period and aims to make an important contribution to the literature of
the history of press. In the eighth and last article, Berrin Arzu Eren analyzes the online
shopping experience by evaluating the findings obtained from the quantitative research she



conducted and examines the effect of this experience on customer satisfaction. In the book
review, which is in addition to the research articles in this issue, Safura Kogoglu Eyiler
examined Karl Polanyi’s work titled The Great Transformation in which he presented
his critique of capitalism, which has an important place in the social sciences literature
and still has an impact on current issues.

Within the scope of our endeavor to be included in the national and international indexes,
we punctiliously examine the articles sent to our journal and follow the peer review process
strictly. Our journal has been indexed in ULAKBIM since 2019. I would like to thank
all the referees for their contributions that put the quality of our journal over the top with
their valuable advice, as well as Assoc. Prof. Ibrahim Arslan, PhD,, Assist. Prof. Uygar
Aydemir PhD., research assistants Salih Bilgin, Cemal Cem Anarat, Bengi Cakmak,
Elif Kurtulug, Berat Dag, Ali Ekmekci, Dogan Demirkiran, Merve Arli Ozekes, Hasan
Ozdemir, and Hazal Ayas.
